PUERTO RICO DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING

AND THE

MUNICIPALITY OF C1ALES

This SUBREC1PIENT AGREEMENT (hereinafter, the "Agreement") is entered in+o this l<Adav

of June, 2019, by and between the PUERTO RICO DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING (the
"PRDOH"), a publicagency of the Government of Puerto Rico created under Act No. 97,

dated June 10, 1972, as amended, known as the "Department of Housing Organic Act"

(the "Organic Act"), with principal offices a+ 606 Barbosa Ave., San Juan, Puerto Rico,

represented herein by its Secre+ar// Hon. Fernando A. Gil-Ensenat, of legal age/ a+torney/

married/ and resident of Guaynabo, Puerto Rico; and the MUNICIPALITY OF.CIALES [the

"Municipality")/ a local government legal entity, wi+h principal offices at Ciales, Puerto

Rico, represented herein by i+s Mayor/ Hon. Luis Maldonado Rodnguez, of legal age,

married, Mayor, and resident of dales/ Puerto Rico, collectively the "Parties".

^1. RECITALS AND GENERAL AWARD INFORMATION

WHEREAS, on September 2017, Hurricanes Inna and Maria made landfall in Puerto

Rico causing catastrophic island wide damage, knocking out power, water, and
+elecommunications for the entire island and its island municipalities. Hurricane Memo

caused major structure and infrastructure damage to family homes, businesses and

government facilities triggering the displacement of thousands of residents of the Island

from their homes and Jobs.

WHEREAS, under the Continuing Appropriations Act, 20,18 and Supplemental

Appropriations for Disaster Relief Requirements Act/ 2017, signed into law September 8,

2017 [Pub. L. 115-56), $1.5 billion were allocated by the U.S. Department of Housing and

Urban Development. (HUD) for disaster recovery assistance to the Government of Puerto

Rico under the CDBG-DR. These funds are intended +o provide financial assistance to

address unmet needs that arise and that are not covered by other sources of financial

aid.

WHEREAS, on February 9, 2018, a Notice was published in the Federal Register, Volume

83, Issue 28 [83 FR 5844), that allocated $1.5 billion for disaster recovery assistance to the

Government of Puerto Rico.

WHEREAS, pursuant to a letter dated February 23, 2018 sent by the Governor of Puerto

Rico to the Honorable Benjamin Carson, Secretary of HUD, the PRDOH is the

governmental agency designated by the Governor of Puerto Rico as grantee of the

CDBG-DR funds allocated to the Government of Puerto Rico.

WHEREAS, on August 14, 2018, an additional allocation of $8.22 billion for recover/ was

allocated to Puerto Rico under Federal Register Volume 83, Issue 157, 83 FR 4031 4. Wi+h

these allocations of funding, the PRDOH aims to lead a transparent, comprehensive

recover/ to benefit the residents of Puerto Rico. PRDOH holds accoun+obility and is

committed to the responsible, efficient, and +ransparenf adminisfra+ion of CDBG-DR
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^

grant funding. On September 20, 2018/ the Governor of Puerto Rico and the Secretary of

HUD signed the Grant Agreement.

WHEREAS, according +o the approved Action Plan, Puerto Rico intends to undertake a

Home Repair/ Reconstruction, or Relocation Program [hereinafter, "R3 Program"). The

focus of the R3 Program is +o provide relief for those who were impacted by Hurricanes

irma and Maria who have unmet housing needs while addressing recognized

impediments to affirma+ively furthering fair housing as required under the Fair Housing

Act. The approved Action Plan allocated a total budget of $2,175,570,050 to this

program. The PRDOH designated $232,000.00 of the mentioned funds to the Municipality

who will seive as administrator and servicer for the services included in the Scope of Work

under this Agreement;

WHEREAS, as the Municipality strengthens its internal capacity and with its program

partners, it may submit amendments to the Agreement to cover the above-listed

portfolio of CDBG-DR funded housing programs as well as any other CDBG-DR funded

program os specified in the HUD-approved Hurricanes Maria and Inna Action Plan;

WHEREAS/ the Municipality will assist the PRDOH in utilizing CDBG-DR funds to earn/ out the

R3 Program, pursuant to this Agreement;

WHEREAS/ the CDBG-DR funds made available for use by the Municipality under this

Agreement constitute a Subaward of the PRDOH's Federal Award, the use of which must

be in accordance wi+h requirements imposed by Federal statu+es, regulations, and the

terms and conditions of the PRDOH's Federal Award; and

WHEREAS, the Municipality has legal authority to enter this Agreement and has agreed

to undertake the corresponding administrative responsibilities under the R3 Program. The

Municipality has duly adopted the Resolution dated 2018-2019 and with Identifica+ion

No. 53, authorizing the Municipality to en+er in+o this Agreement wi+h the PRDOH, and by

signing this Agreement, the Municipality assures PRDOH that Municipality shall comply

with al! the requirements described herein.

GENERAL AWARD INFORMATION

The Subaward from PRDOH to the Municipality contemplated hereunder is for the

purpose of carrying out a portion of the Federal Award described in Section I above;

thus, a federal assistance relationship is created wi+h the Municipality. This Agreement

shall be upda+ed-to reflect any changes to the Federal Award and the following award
information.

All Attachments hereto are fully incorporated herewith such that the terms and

conditions of the At+achmen+s shall be as binding as any terms and conditions of this

executed written Agreement. Should any inconsistency appear between the

A+tachmen+s and this Agreement, the Agreement shall prevail.

III. SCOPE OF WORK

The Municipality shall be responsible for performing the activities detailed in Exhibit A

[hereinafter, the "Scope of Work") of this Agreement which may be amended from time

to time with the consent of bo+h Parties. The Municipality shall complete the Scope of

Work in a manner satisfactor/ to the PRDOH and consistent with the terms and conditions

of this Agreement and applicable Federal and local statutes and regulations.

A. Municipalitv Management Remonsibilities

1. The Municipality shall only perform and be responsible of the activities detailed in

Exhibit A f'Scope of Work"). herein attached and made integral part of this

Agreement.

2. As a condition of receiving this subawarcf, the Municipality shall assist the PRDOH

in procurement, management, monitoring and reporting of the seivices included

in the Exhibit A for the R3 Program, within the boundaries of the Municipality.
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3. Al! services shall be made in accordance with PRDOH guidelines (hereinafter the

"Policy"), HUD guidelines and regulations, and other applicable state and federal

laws and regulations.

4. The services contracts will be subject +o the previous written approval of PRDOH

to become effective and will incorporate any clauses or dispositions required by

PRDOH/ including, but not limited +o, the Contract termination for convenience of

thePRDOH.

5. The Municipality will develop plans in accordance with the Exhibit A. The PRDOH

reserves authority and discretion to review and approve such plans.

6. Any proposed budget set forth for the above noted services managed by the

Municipality shall clearly specify proposed funding for administrative costs and/or

program delivery costs and/or planning costs, to the extent that such costs are

considered applicable categories for funding.

Prohibited Activities

The Municipality may only carry out the roles and responsibilities described in this

Agreement and the activities related to-the performance of the Scope of Work described

in Exhibit A of this Agreement. No+wi+hs+anding anything to the contrary in this

Agreement, the Municipality shall not be obligated to perfomn any work or services

outside the Scope of Work described in Exhibit A of this Agreement.

The Municipality is prohibited from charging to the PRDOH the costs of CDBG and/or

CDBG-DR ineligible activities, including those described a+ 24 CFR 570.207, unless waived

or made eligible by an applicable Federal Register Notice, from using funds provided
herein or personnel employed in the administration of activities under this Agreement for

political activities, inherently religious activities, or lobbying. The Municipality may be

financially liable for the carry out of activities ou+side of the parameters of the Scope of

Work of this Agreement.

C. Na+ional Obiec+ives
All activities funded with CDBG-DR funds must meet one of the CDBG-DR program's

National Objectives: (i) benefit low-and moderate-income persons; [it) aid in the

prevention or elimination of slums or blight, or; (Hi) meet community development needs

having a particular urgency, as defined in 24 CFR 570.208.

The Municipality certifies that the activities carried out- under this Agreement shall meet

the following national objective(s) and satisfy the following criteria:

• Low- and moderate-lncome (LMi) Area Benefit;

• Low- and Moderate-lncome (LMI) Housing.

The Municipality shall ensure that the ser/ices meet the applicable CDBG-DR Na+ional

Objective(s) and that the subcontractor or third party complete the applicable forms to

document the National Objective(s).

D. Levels of Accomplishmen+ - Perfornnance Goals and Timelines -

The Municipality shall complete the activities required under the Scope of Work (SOW) of

this Agreement in accordance with the timeframes and performance goals set forth in

Exhibit B ("Timelines and Performance Goals") of this Agreement, herein attached and

made an integral part of this Agreement.
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E. Nonperfomnance Standard
If a+ the end of the six (6) months from the Effective Date, as defined in Section V of this

Agreement/ the program activity has not begun or a+ any time during the two (2) years

term the program activity has not accomplished the performance objectives set forth by

the PRDOH in Exhibit B ("Timelines and Performance Goals"), the PRDOH, may, at its

discretion, terminate this Agreement, de-obliga+e funds made available under this

agreement, and/or recapture funds previously expended by the Subrecipient under this

agreement from non-federal funds. No contract extensions shall be granted unless the

Municipality can document circumstances beyond its control that prevented start of the

activity. In accordance wi+h written policies and procedures, the PRDOH shall review the

properly filed and documented circumstances which are alleged to have prevented the

initiation of activity and exclusively reserves the right +o decide relative +o the reasons

s+ated as well QS the prevailing circumstances.

F. Staffing
The Municipality shall supervise and direct the completion of all activities under this

Agreement. Any changes in assigned key personnel (hereinafter, the "Key Personnel")

^ assigned or their responsibilities under the activities are subject to the prior approval of

the PRDOH. If possible, i+ is the best practice for Municipality ,+o provide PRDOH with

ample written notice to the personnel changes and requests. Ample notice in this

context shall be ten ( 10) business days. If that is not possible, then Municipali+y shall make

all reasonable effort to notify PRDOH of changes.

At a minimum/ Municipality shall assign the staff with the identified responsibilities to the

identified activities as described in Exhibit C ["Key Personnel") of this Agreement herein

attached and made integral part of this Agreement.

Depending on the needs of the R3 Program activity, the Municipality shall provide staff

and/or procure professional service con+rac+ors to assist with the compliance of said

activities. The staff who will support the R3 Program activities included in the Scope of

Work, shall solely perform those tasks and shall be remunerated hourly.

As a reimbursement-based program, tasks and deliverables contained in the Scope of

Work (Exhibit A) and in the PRDOH's approval thereof must be conducted in a manner

satisfactory to PRDOH and in compliance with applicable federal and state

requirements, laws/ and regulations. The Municipality shall monitor the performance of

its staff, and contractors against the goals and performance standards as stated in the
Exhibit B ("Timelines and Performance Goals").

G. Pre-Award Costs

Pre-award costs applicable +o the Subrecipient are strictly prohibited.

IV. PERFORMANCE/ MONITORING AND REPORTING

A. Monitoring
The PRDOH shall monitor the performance of the Municipality as necessary +o ensure that

the funds allocated to the Municipality are used for authorized purposes/ in compliance

wi+h Federal statutes, regulations, and the terms and conditions of this Agreement,
including the timeframes and performance goals set forth in Exhibit B associated with the

activities included in the Scope of Work (Exhibit A).

This review shall include: (1) reviewing financial and performance reports required by the

PRDOH; (2) following-up and ensuring that the Municipality takes timely and appropriate
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action on all deficiencies pertaining +o the Federal award provided to the Municipality

from the PRDOH detected through audits, on-si+e reviews, and other means; and (3)

issuing a management decision for audit findings pertaining to this Federal award
provided fo the Municipality from the PRDOH as required by 2 CFR §200.521.

Substandard performance/ as specified in policies and procedures reviewed and

approved by PRDCH shall cons+i+u+e noncompliancewi+h this Agreement.

if action to correct such substandard performance is not taken by the Municipality within

fifteen (15) days after being notified by PRDOH, PRDOH may impose additional conditions

on the Municipality and suspend or terminate this Agreement, disallow all or part' of the

cost of the activity or action not in compliance or initiate other remedies for

noncompliance, as appropriate and permitted under 2 CFR 200.338.

B. Reporting
The Municipality shall submit regular monthly progress reports to the PRDOH, on the form

^ and wi+h the content to be specified and required by the PRDOK. The PRDOH shail later
^ notify Municipality in writing the guidelines and requirements applicable to the submit+al

of the monthly progress reports, and such notification shall be deemed incorporated by
reference to this Agreement.

V. EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERM

This Agreement shall be in effect and enforceable between the parties from the date of
its execution. The performance period of this Agreement is thirty-six (36) months from the
da+e of its execution/ ending in June/ l^ , 2022.

The Term shall be the later of: (i); June, lLf . 2022. (ii) the cfa+e as of which the Parties
agree in writing that all Close-Out Requirementsl have been satisfied or/ where no Close-
Out Requirements are applicable to this Agreement, the date as of which the Parties
agree in writing that no Close-Out Requirements are applicable hereto; or (iii) such later
date as the Parties may agree to in a signed amendment to this Agreement.

The Municipality hereby acknowledges that this Agreement is subject to the grant
agreement between the Government of Puerto Rico or the PRDOH, and HUD (the "Grant
Agreement"); and+he availabiiityof+he allocated CDBG-DR funds. The Municipality also
acknowledges and agrees that-any suspension, cancellation/ temnina+ion or otherwise
un avail ability of the CDBG-DR alloca+ion(s] shall result in the immedia+e suspension,
cancellation, or temnination of this Agreement/ upon PRDOH's notice.

Contract Extensions:

PRDOH may, at i+s sole discretion, extend the Agreement's term for an additional two
terms of twelve (12) months, upon mutual written agreement of the parties. The term of
this Agreement shall not exceed a period of five (5) years, including options for renewal
or extension..

Notice to Proceed:

The Municipality shall not, and shall not be obligated to, commence performance of the

Scope of Work until PRDOH issues the notice to proceed ("Notice to Proceed" or "NTP")

authorizing the same pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Upon the

Municipality receipt from PRDOH of the NTP, the Municipality shall promptly commence

with the performance of the Work. The NTP shall be issued in the form attached hereto as

1 "Close-Out Requirements" means all requirements to be satisfied by each party in order to close-out this
Agreement and the CD6G-DR funds provided herein in accordance with applicabie Requirements of Law,
including the execution and delivery by one or more of the Parties of ail dose-out agreements or other legal
instruments and the taking of any actions by one or more of the Parties in connection with such close-out, in
any case as required under applicable Requirements of Law.
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Exhibit A, Schedule A-1. The Municipality agrees+o acknowledge i+s receipt of the NTP by

coun+ersigning it and returning such acknowledged copy +o PRDOH on the da+e the NTP

is received by the Municipality. The Municipality shall timely provide copies of such notice

of commencement to Subcontractors.

Any performance of the Scope of Work prior to the issuance of the NTP shall be

considered by the PRDOH as an unapproved activity not subject to reimbursement.

VI. BUDGET

A. Budget

The Municipality shall complete all activities in the Scope of Work of this Agreement

[Exhibit A) in accordance with the Budget herein incorporated as Exhibit D attached

herein and made integral part of this Agreement [the "Budget") as such Budget may be

amended from time +o time.

The Budget may include a reserve of the Subaward for PRDOH's activity deliver/ costs

and expenditures related to the Program. The Municipality may not access the reserve

identified in the Budget without written consent from the PRDOH.

The PRDOH may require a more detailed budget breakdown than the one contained

herein, and the Municipality shall provide such supplemen+an/ budget information in a

timely fashion in the form and content prescribed by the PRDOH. Any amendments to

the budget must be approved in writing and signed by the PRDOH and .the Municipali+y.

B. Indirect Costs
Indirect costs invoiced/ if any, must be consis+ent with the conditions set forth herein.

Indirect costs may be charged to PRDOH under a cost allocation plan prepared in

accordance with 2 CFR part 200, subpart E, and as approved by PRDOH in accordance
wi+h written policies and procedures, shall be included in the Budget [Exhibit D).

C. Program Income

The Municipality shall report monthly all Program Income2, if any, generated by activities
earned out with CDBG-DR funds made available under this Agreement. All Program

2 As defined in section VI(A)(19)(a) of the HUD Notice 83 Fed. Reg. 5844, 5856 (February 9, 2018, os maybe'
amended by HUD), Program Income is:

[...] gross income generated from the use of CDBG-DR funds, except as provided in subparagroph
[d] of this paragraph, and received by a State or a Subrecipienf of a State."

Program income includes, but is not limited to, the following: (a) Proceeds from the disposition by
sale or !ong-+en-n lease of real property purchased or improved with CDBG-DR funds; [b) Proceeds
from the disposition of equipment purchased with CDBG-DR funds; (c) Gross income from the use or
rental of real or personal property acquired by a State, local government, or Subrecipient thereof
with CDBG-DR funds, less costs incidental to generation of the income [i.e., net income); (d) Net
income from the use or rental of real property owned by a S+a+e, local government, or Subredpienf
thereof, that was constructed or improved with CDBG-DR funds; (e) Payments of principal and
interest on loans made using CDBG-DR funds; [f] Proceeds from .the sale of loans made wi+h CDBG-
DR funds; [g) Proceeds from the sale of obligations secured by loans made with CDBG-DR funds; [h)
Interest earned on program income pending disposition of the income, including interest earned on
funds held in a revolving fund account; [i] Funds collected through special assessments made
against nonresiden+ial properties and properties owned and occupied by households not low- and
moderate-income, where the special assessments are used to recover all or part of the CDBG-DR
portion of a public improvement; (j) Gross income .paid to a State, local government, or a
Subrecipient thereof, from the ownership interest in a for profit entity in which the income is in return
for the provision of CDBG-DR assistance.
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Income (as defined at 24 C.F.R. 570.500) generated by activities carried out with the

CDBG-DR Funds must be reported to and returned to PRDOH. Program Income is subject

to all applicable CDBG-DR laws and regulations for so long as i+ exists. Any interest earned
on cash advances from the U.S. Treasury and from funds held in a revolving fund account

is not Program Income and shall be remitted promptly +o the PRDOH.

All Program asse+s, other than Program Income (property, equipment/ etc.], if any, shall

revert to PRDOH upon termina+ion of this Agreement in accordance wi+h applicable

Federal, laws, regulations, HUD Notices, policies, and guidelines.

PRDOH will later notify the Municipality in writing the applicable procedures for the return

or reversion of Program Income and Program assets to the PRDOH, and such notification

shall be deemed incorporated by reference to this Agreement.

D. Reversion of Assets
Use and Reversion of Assets

The use and disposition of real property and equipment under this Agreement shall be in

^ compliance wi+h the requirements of 24 CFR Part 84 and 24 CFR 570.502, 570.503, and

570.504, as applicable/ which include but are not limited to the following:

The Municipality shall transfer to PRDOH any CDBG-DR funds on hand and any

accounts receivable at+ribu+able to the use of funds under this Agreement at the

time of expiration/ cancellation/ or +emnination.

Real property under the Municipality's control that was acquired or improved, in

whole or in part with funds under this Agreement in excess of $25,000 shall be used

+o meet one of the CDBG National Objectives pursuant to 24 CFR 570.208 until five

(5) years after expiration of this Agreement [or such longer period of time as

PRDOH deems appropriate]. If the Municipality fails to use CDBG-DR assisted real

property in a manner that meets a CDBG National Objective for the prescribed

period of time/ the Municipality shall pay PRDOH an amount equal +o the current

fair market value of the property less any portion of the value attributable to

expenditures of non-CDBG-DR funds for acquisition of, or improvennent to, the

property. Such payment shall constitute Program Income to the PRDOH. The

Municipality may retain real property acquired or improved under this Agreement
after the expiration of the five-year period or such longer period of.+ime as PRDOH

deems appropriate.

In all cases in which equipment acquired/ in whole or in part, wi+h funds under this

Agreement is sold, the proceeds shall be Program Income (prorated +o reflect the extent

to that funds received under this Agreement were used to acquire the equipment).

Equipment not needed by the Municipality for activities under this Agreement shall be

(a) transferred to the PRDOH for the CDBG-DR program or [b] retained after

compensating the PRDOH [an amoun+ equal +o the current fair market value of the

equipment less the percentage of non-CDBG-DR funds used to acquire the equipment].

VII. PAYMENT

A. Amount:

This Agreement is based on the reimbursement of funds to the Municipality expended on

approved CDBG-DR items. Funding is contingent on a CDBG-DR award to PRDOH or a
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Grant Agreement between the Government of Puerto Rico or the PRDOH, and HUD/ and

PRDOH's receipt of CDBG-DR funds. It is expressly agreed and understood that the total

funding amount to be paid by the PRDOH to the Municipality under this Agreement shall

not exceed the amount specified in the Budget (Exhibit D). Such payment shall be

compensation for all allowable services required, perfonned and accepted under this

Agreement. However, PRDOH reserves the right, to reduce the funding amount if CDBG-

DR funding is not provided at the curren+ly anticipated levels and/or if the actual costs

for the approved activities are less that those set forth in the Budget (Exhibit D).

Any additional funds +o complete the services requested by the PRDOH to the

Municipality shall be subject to funds availability and shall require an amendment to this

Agreement.

B. Requests for Reimioursemen+s:

The Municipality shall submit to PRDOH requests for reimbursements of activities under this

Agreement and consistent with the approved Budget (hereinafter, the "Request for

/ Reimbursement") and Scope of Work on a monthly basis. Each Request for

Reimbursement shall be broken down into requested reimbursements against the Budget

line items specified in Exhibit D.

The Municipality shall submit Requests for Reimbursements +o the PRDOH, on the form and

with the content specified and required by the PRDOH. The Requests for Reimbursements

must be submitted with all supporting invoices, bills/ time shee+s, monthly reports/ and any

other document necessary to justify the payment, or any other supporting document

requested by PRDOH. The Request for Reimbursement must also be accompanied by

documentation from the Municipality demonstrating that all procurements for which

payment is requested have been made in accordance with this Agreement.

If PRDOH determines that the submitted Request for Reimbursement and supporting
documents are acceptable, then the invoice shall be approved for payment.

An authorized representative of the PRDOH shall review each Request for Reimbursement

and, if adequate, shall approve and process its payment. Payments +o the Municipality

shall be mode by check or electronic funds transfer (EFT). PRDOH reserves the right to

conduct any audit it deems -necessary.

In order for the Municipality to receive payment for any work performed hereunder, the
following certification must be included in each Request for Reimbursement submitted

tofhePRDOH:

"Under penalty of absolute nullify/ I certify that no public servant of the

Municipality of Aguada or of the Government is a party to or has an interest in

the profits or benefits that are the product of the contract subject of this invoice/

and to be a party to or have an interest in the profits pr benefits of resulting from

the contract, under this invoice a prior dispensation has been issued. The sole

consideration to furnish the contracted goods or services subject of the

contract is the payment agreed upon with the authorized representative of the

parties. The amount that appears in the invoice is fair and correct. The work has

been performed/ the products have been delivered and the services rendered/

and no payment has been received for them."

The PRDOH shall pay to the Municipality CDBG-DR funds available under this Agreement

(See Exhibit E, "Funds Certifica+ion") based upon information submitted by the
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Municipality for allowable costs pemnitted under this Agreement and consistent with the

approved Budget. With the exception of advances/ payments shall be made for eiigible

and allowed expenses actually incurred by the Municipality/ and not to exceed actual

cash requirements. PRDOH reseives the right to adjust payments in accordance wi+h

advance fund and program income balances available in Municipality accounts.

VIII. NOTICES

All notices, requests, approvals/ and consents of any kind made pursuant to this

Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed to be effective as of the date

sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, or email. All notices and other written

communications under this Agreement shall be addressed to the individuals in the

capacities indicated below/ unless otherwise modified by subsequent written notice.

IX. AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION

A. Amendments

This Agreement may be amended provided that such amendments make specific

reference to this Agreement, comply with programma+ic policies/ procedures, and

guidelines, are. executed in writing and signed by a duly authonzed representative

of each party, and approved by PRDOH. Such amendments shall not invalidate this

Agreement, nor relieve or release the Parties from their obligations under this
Agreement.

This Agreement may be amended by the parties hereto, for the purpose of including
any other CDBG-DR funded program included in the HUD-opproved Hurricanes Maria
and Imna Action Plan.

The PRDOH may/ in i+s discretion, amen'd this Agreement to conform wi+h Federal, state

or local governmental guidelines/ policies and available funding amounts, or for other

reasons. If such amendments result in a change in the funding, the scope of services, or

schedule of the activities +o be undertaken as part of this Agreement/ such modifications

shall be incorporated only by written amendment signed by both the PRDOH and the
Municipality.

However, PRDOH reserves the right to notify in writing to Municipality any applicable

policies, procedures, regulations/ requirements or guidelines, whether existing or +o be
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established/ as well as changes and/or amendments thereof, and the notified policies,

procedures, regulations, requirements or guidelines shall be deemed incorporated by

reference to this Agreement without the need of executing a separate wri+fen and

signed amendment.

B. Suspension or Temnina+ion

a. Termination for Cause

The PRDOH may ternninate this Agreement, in whole or in part, upon 30 days' notice,

whenever it determines that the Municipality has failed to comply with any term,

condition, requirement or provision of this Agreement. Failure to comply with any terms

of this Agreement, include (but are not limited to) the following:

a. Failure to comply with any of the rules/ regulations or provisions referred

to herein/ or such statutes, regulations/ executive orders/ and HUD

guidelines/ policies or directives os may become applicable at any time;

^ b. Failure/ for any reason/ of the Municipality to fulfill in a timely and proper
/ manner its obligations under this Agreement;

c. Ineffective or improper use of funds provided under this Agreement; or

d. Submission of reports by the Municipality to the PRDOH that are incorrect
or incomplete in any material respect.

The Municipality shall have up +o thirty (30) days +o resolve issues listed above to the

satisfaction of PRDOH.

b. Termination for Convenience of the PRDOH

The PRDOH may terminate this Agreement any time by a notice in writing from the PRDOH

to the Municipality. If the Agreement is terminated by the PRDOH as provided herein,

the Municipality shall be paid the total compensation as the allowable services actually

performed up until the da+e of temnination. Any compensa+ion under this paragraph must

be for documented costs that are CDBG-DR eligible/ and allowable, allocabie, and

reasonable in accordance wi+h Uniform Administrative Requirements.

This Agreement may also be terminated in whole or in part by either the PRDOH or the

Municipality, or based upon Agreement by both the PRDOH and the Municipality in

accordance with the requirements in 2 CFR part 200, subpart D.

c. Notification and Recoupment of Costs Incurred Prior to Termination

The PRDOH shall promptly notily the Municipali+y, in writing, of its determination and the

reasons for the temnina+ion together with the da+e on which the +emnination shaii take

effect and any other notifications required under 2 CFR part 200, subpart D. Upon

termination, the PRDOH retains the right +o recover any improper expenditures from the

Municipality and the Municipality shall return to the PRDOH any improper expenditures

no later than thirty (30) days after the date of termination. In the case of a Termina+ion

for Convenience only, the PRDOH may, at i+s sole discretion, allow the Municipality to

retain or be reimbursed for costs reasonably incurred prior to termination, that were not

made in anticipa+ion.of termination and cannot be canceled provided that said costs

meet the provisions of this Agreement, 2 CFR Part 200, Subpart E, Cost Principles, and any

other applicable state or Federal s+afu+es, regulations or requirements.

d. Unilateral Termination

The PRDOH may terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part at PRDOH 's sole discretion,

wi+h orwithout cause, at any time. The PRDOH will terminate this Agreement by delivering
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to the Municipaiity a thiriy (30) day notice of termina+ion specifying the extent to which

the performance of the work under this Agreement is terminated, and the effective da+e

of termina+ion. Upon receipt of -such notice, the Municipali+y shall immedia+ely

discontinue all services affected and deliver to the PRDOH all information, studies and

other materials property of the PRDOH. If the Municipality does not deliver +o the PRDOH

all information, studies, and other materials property of the PRDOH wi+hin the established

timeframe, and the PRDOH invests any additional funds to reproduce the information,

studies/ and other materials not provided by the Municipality upon termination, then the

PRDOH will disallow from payments to the Municipality under this Agreement the funds

expended for the PRDOH to reproduce such information, studies/ and other materials. In

the event of a temnination by Notice, the PRDOH shall be liable only for payment of

services rendered up to and including the effective da+e of termination.

e. Suspension

The PRDOH may suspend this Agreement in whole or in part at any time for the PRDOH's

convenience. The PRDOH shall give the Municipality five days' written notice of such

^ suspension. Upon receipt of said notice the Municipality shall immediately discontinue all

Services affected.

f. Immediate Termination

In the event the Municipality is subjected to a criminal or civil action, suit proceeding/

inquiry or court of applicable jurisdiction, or any governmental agency, or the

Municipality shall be subject to an order/ Judgment, or opinion, issued by any federal or

local authority, a court of applicable Jurisdiction, or any governmental agency, in

connection with the execution, delivery, and performance by the Municipality of this

Agreement or the Municipality of this Agreement has been noncompliant breach,

inaccuracy of any representation/ warranties, covenants, or the certifications provided

herein/ whether the noncompliance/ breach or inaccuracy takes place before or after

the execution of this Agreement, the PRDOH shal! have the right +o the immecfia+e

termination of this Agreement nofwi+hs+anding/ any provisions to the contrary herein. This

section will apply in the event of any Judgment that may obligate the PRDOH to terminate

the Agreement pursuant +o Act Number 2 of January 2, 2018, as amended/ known as the

An+i-Corruption Code for the New Puerto Rico. The Municipality has a continuous

obligation +o report to PRDOH any proceedings which apply to the Municipality under

this paragraph.

In the event that the grant of funds by HUD under any allocations of the CDBG-DR may

be suspended/ withdraw or canceled/ this Agreement will be immediately termina+ed.

g. Period of Transition.

Upon termination of this Agreement and for 90 consecutive calendar days thereafter

(the Transition Period)/ Municipality agrees to make himself available to assist the PRDOH

wi+h the transition of services assigned to Municipality by the PRDOH. Municipality shall

provide +o the PRDOH the assistance reasonably requested to facilitate the orderly

transfer of responsibility for performance of the Services +o the PRDOH or a third party

designated by the PRDOH. The Parties agree +o execute a Transition Services Agreement

for the Transition Period and Municipality will be paid at a reasonable, agreed upon

hourly rate for any work performed for the PRDOH during the Transition Period.

h. Availability of Funds
This Agreement is contingent upon the availability of funds from MUD. 1+ is expressly

understood and agreed that the obligation -to proceed under this Contract is

conditioned upon the receipt of Federal funds. If the funds anticipated for the continuing
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fulfillment of the Agreement are, at any time, not for+hcoming or insufficient, either

through the failure of the Federal government +o provide funds or the discon+inuance or

material al+eration. of the program under which funds were provided, or if funds are not

otherwise available to PRDOH/ the PRDOH have the right upon ten (10) working days

written notice to the Municipality, to ternnina+e this Agreement without damage, penalty,
cost or expenses to PRDOH of any kind whatsoever. The effective date of +ennina+ion

shall be as specified in the notice of termination.

X. COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL STATUTES/ REGULATIONS AND THE TERMS AND
CONDITIONS OF THE FEDERAL AWARD AND ADDITIONAL PRDOH REQUIREMENTS

The "Cross Cutting Program Guidelines, Applicable to all PRDOH CDBG-DR Programs",

which are attached to, and made an integral part of this Agreement as Exhibit F, set forth

certain requirements imposed by MUD wi+h respect +o the PRDOH's Federal award or

CDBG-DR Grant. The Municipality agrees to earn/ out its obligations under this Agreement

in compliance wi+h all the requirements described Exhibit F to this Agreement to the

j/ extent that such requirements are applicable to programs such as the program
contemplated in this Agreement.

This Agreement also includes terms and conditions of the PRDOH's Federal Award or

CDBG-DR Grant that are imposed on the Municipality, and the Municipality agrees to

cany out its obligations in compliance with all the obligations described in this

Agreement.

A. General Compliance

The Municipality shall comply wi+h all applicable provisions of the Housing and

Community Development Act of 1 974, as amended, and the regulations at 24 CFR part
570, as modified by the Federal Register notices that govern the use of CDBG-DR funds

available under this Agreement. See Federal Register Notice 83 FR 5844 (February 9,

2018). No1\vithstanding the foregoing/ (1).the Municipality does not assume any of the

PRDOH's responsibilities for environmental review, decision-making, and action,

described in 24 CFRpiart 58 and [2] the Municipality does not assume any of the PRDOH's

responsibilities for initiating the review process under the provisions of 24 CFR Part 52. The

Municipality shall also comply with all other applicable Federal, state and loca! laws,

regulations, and policies that govern the use of the CDBG-DR funds in complying with its

obligations under this Agreement, regardless of whether CDBG-DR funds are made

available +o the Municipality on an advance or reimbursement basis.

Where waivers or alternative requirements are provided for in the applicable Federal

Register Notice dated February 9, 2018/ a+ 83 FR 5844 or any future Federal Register Notice

published by HUD ("HUD Notices"), such requirements/ including any regulations

referenced therein/ shall apply.

The Municipality also agrees +o comply wi+h ail other applicable Federal, State, and local

laws, regulations/ HUD Notices, policies/ and guidelines, whether existing or +o be

established, provided the same are applied to activities occurring after the da+e the

policy or guideline was established, governing the Grant Funds provided under this

Agreement. !n the event a conflict arises between the provisions of this Agreement and

any of the foregoing, the Federal/ S+a+e, and local laws, regulations/ HUD Notices,

policies, and guidelines shall control and this Agreement shall be interpreted in a manner

so as +o allow for the terms contained herein to remain valid and consistent with such

Federal, State, and local laws, regulations, HUD Notices/ policies and guidelines.
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B. Duplication of Benefits
The Municipality shall not carry out any of the activities under this Agreement in a manner

that results in a prohibited duplication of benefits as defined by Section 312 of the Robert

T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 USC 5155) and described in

Appropriations Act. The Municipality must comply wi+h HUD's requirements for duplication

of benefits, imposed by Federal Register notice on the PRDOH, which are published in a

separate notice entitled "Clarification of Duplication of Benefits Requirements Under the

Stafford Act for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Disaster Recovery

Grantees" [76 FR 71060, published November 16, 2011). The Municipality shall carry out

the ac+ivi+ies under this Agreement in compliance with the PRDOH's procedures to

prevent duplico+ion of benefits.

C. Drua-Free Workplace

The Municipality must comply with drug-free workplace requirements in Subpart B of part
2429, which adopts the government wide implementation (2 CFR part 182] of sections
5152-5158 of the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988 (Pub. L 100-690, Title V, Subtitle D; 41.
U.S.C. 701-707).

D. Insurance & BondJno

The Municipality shall carry sufficient insurance coverage and bonding from insurers

^ licensed to conduct business in the Government of Puerto Rico .to protect all contract

assets from loss due +o any cause, including but not limited +o theft/fraud, and/or physical

damage.-The Government of Puerto Rico, the Puerto Rico Depori-ment of Housing and

the Puerto Rico Public Housing Administration shall be named as additional insured on all

such insurance. The Municipality shall meet all other insurance requirements as the

PRDOH may impose from time to time. In addition, all insurance carriers and bonding

companies shall meet minimum size and financial stability/financial rating requirements

as may be imposed by the PRDOH from time to time. Certificates of insurance shall be

provided +o the PRDOH and full.and complete copies of the policies and/or bonds shall
be provided +o the PRDOH upon i+s request for same.

Notwithstanding the above, for construction or facility improvement performed by the.

subcon+rac+ors or third parties, the Municipali+y shall ensure that the subcontractors or

third parties, at a minimum, comply wi+h the bonding requirements a+ 2 CFR Part 200,
subpart D.

E. Hold Harmless

The Municipality shall and hereby agrees to hold harmless, defend (with counsel

acceptable to the PRDOH) and indemnify the PRDOH and each and al! of its successors,

affiliates, or assigns, and any of their employees, officers, directors, o+torneys, consultants,

agents/ managers, and affiliates, from and against any and all damages, costs,

ot+orneys' fees, claims, expenses, injuries, property damage, causes of action/ violations

of law, violations of this Agreement and losses of any form or nature arising from or

related to the conduct of the Municipality in the performance of the efforts called for in

this Agreement. This indemnity shall expressly include, but is not limited +o, the obligation

of the Municipality +o indemnify and reimburse the PRDOH for any and all attorneys' fees

and other litigation or dispute resolution costs incurred or +o be incurred in the PRDOH 's

enforcement of this Agreement or any portion thereof against the Municipality or

otherwise arising in connection wi+h the Municipality's breach, violation, or other non-

compliance with this Agreement. This clause shall survive indefinitely the termination of
this Agreement for any reason.

F. PRDOH Recoani+ion
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f. Financial records as required by (1) 24 CFR 570.502; and (2) 2 CFR Port

200;
g. Other records necessary to document compliance with Subpart K of 24

CFR Part 570.

K. Access to Records

The Municipality shall furnish and cause each of i+s own subcontractors +o furnish ail

information and reports required hereunder and shall permit access to its books, records

and accounts by the PRDOH/ HUD or its agent, or other au+horized Federal officials for

purposes of investigation +o ascertain compliance with the rules, regulations and

provisions s+a+ed herein.

L. Record Retention and Transmission of Records to the PRDOH

The Municipality shall retain all official records on programs and individual activities shall

be retained for the greater of five (5) years, starting from the closeout of the grant

between PRDOH and HUD/ or the end of the affordabili+y period for each housing

activity, whichever is longer. If any other laws and regulations as described in 24 C.F.R.

570.490 applies to a project, the record retention period may be extended. Al! records

involved in litigation, claims, audits, nego+iations/ or other actions, which have started

before the expiration cfa+e of their retention, will be kept untii completion of the action

and resolution of all issues or the end of the regular five (5) year period, whichever is

M/ longer. (See 2 C.F.R. § 200.333 and 24 C.F.R. § 570.490[d}.}

Records shall be made available to PRDOH upon request.

M. Client Data and Other Sensitive Informofion
In the event that the Municipality comes +o possess client da+a and other sensitive

information as a result of this Agreement, then the Municipality shall maintain client data

demonstrating client eligibility for services provided. Such data shall include, but not be

limited to/ client name, address, income level or other basis for determining eligibility, and

description of service provided. Such information shall be made available to PRDOH

monitors or their designees for review upon request.

The Municipality must comply with 2 CFR §200.303 and shall take reasonable measures

to safeguard protected personally identifiable information, as defined in 2 CFR 200.82,

and other information HUD or the PRDOH designates as sensitive or the Municipality

considers sensitive consistent wi+h applicable Federal, state, local, and tribal laws

regarding privacy and obligations of confidentiality.

The Municipality shall comply with all State or local requirements concerning the privacy

of personal records, consistent with 24 CFR 570.508 (local governments) and 570.490(c]
(States).

N. Close-Out

The Municipaii+y obligation to PRDOH shall not end until all close-out requirements are

completed. Activities during this close-out period may include, but are not limi+ed to:

making final payments, disposing of program assets (including the return of all unused

materials, equipment/ unspent cash advances, program income balances, and

accounts receivable +o the PRDOH), properly addressing Program Income [as that term

is defined in section VI (A) (19) [a] of the HUD Notice 83 Fed. Reg. 5844, 5856 (Febnjar/ 9,
2018, as may be amended byHUD]), balances, and accounts receivable to the PRDOH),

determining the cus+odianship of records, and the Municipality ceri-ifica+ion of

compliance with the terms of this Agreement. Nofwifhsfanding the foregoing, the terms
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of this Agreement shall remain in effect during any period that the Municipality has

control over CDBG-DR funds, including Program Income.

Notwithstanding the terms of 2 CFR 200.343, upon the expiration of this Agreement, the

Municipality shall transfer to the recipient any CDBG-DR funds on hand at the time of

expiration and any accounts receivable attributable +o the use of CDBG-DR funds,

further, any real property under the Municipality's control that was acquired or improved

in whole or in part wi+h CDBG-DR funds (including CDBG-DR funds provided to the

Municipality in the form of a loan) shall be treated in accordance wi+h 24 CFR

570.503[b)[7).

0. Audits and Inspections
All Municipality records wi+h respect to any matters .covered by this Agreement shall be

made available to the PRDCH MUD, and the Comptroller General of the United States/

or any of their authorized representatives, a+ any time during normal business hours, as

often as deemed necessary, to audit, examine, and make excerpts or transcripts of all

relevant, data. Any deficiencies noted in audit reports must be fully cleared by the

Municipality wi+hin 30 days after receipt by the Municipality. Failure of the Municipality to

comply wi+h the above audit requirements shall cons+i+ute a violation of this Agreement

and may result in the withholding of future payments and/or termination.

1. Single Audit
The Municipality must be audited as required by 2 CFR part 200, subpart F when it is

expected that the Municipality's Federal awards expended during the respective fiscal

year equaled or exceeded the threshold set forth in §200.501 Audit requirements.

2. Inspections and Monitoring
The Municipality shall permit the PRDOH and audi+ors to have access to the Municipality's

records and financial statements as necessary for the PRDOH to meet the requirements

of 2 CFR part 200.

3. Corrective Actions

The PRDOH may issue management decisions and may consider taking enforcement

actions including but not limited to corrective actions in 24 CFR § 570.910 if

noncompiiance is detected during monitoring and audits. The PRDOH may require the

Municipality to take timely and appropria+e action on all deficiencies pertaining +o the

Federal award provided to the Municipality'from the pass-through entity defected

through audits, on-site reviews/ and other means. A timely and appropriate action shall

be predicated on reasonable standard wherein the Municipality utilizes all available

resources to correct the noted issue or issues. In response +o audit deficiencies or other

findings of noncompliance with this Agreement, the PRDOH may impose additional

conditions on the use of the CDBG-DR funds +0 ensure future compliance or provide

• training and technical assistance as needed to correct noncompliance.

P. Procurement and Contractor Oversight

The Municipality shall not enter into any .contract for goods or services with any entity

without the written consent of the PRDOH prior to the execution of such contract. Unless

specified otherwise within this Agreement/ the Municipality shall procure all materials,

property, equipment, or services in accordance with the requirements of the PRDOH's

procurement policies and procedures, and 2 CFR 200.318-326, as applicable, including

but not limited to the need to appropriately assess the lease versus purchase alternatives.

PRDOH's procurement policies and procedures as found in the CDBG-DR Websi+e
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(www.cdbQ-dr.Dr.aov} is herein included and made integral part of this Agreement, as it

may be updated from time to time.

The Municipality shall include all applicable PRDOH's conditions (as revised from time to

time by the PRDOH in accordance with applicable law, rule or regulation) in any contract

entered in+o under this Agreement. Municipality shall also require all contractors +o flow

down the PRDOH's Conditions, as well as temnina+ion for convenience of the PRDOH, +o

all subcontractors as well as the requirement to flow down such terms +o all lower-tierecf

subcontractors. These Conditions include required terms for project contracts, HUD

General Provisions, Participation by Minority Group Members and Women Requirements

and Procedures for Contracts wi+h Housing Trust Fund Corporation, Standard Clauses for

Contracts with the PRDOH and required diversity forms.

The Municipality must comply wi+h CDBG-DR regulations regarding debanred or

suspended entities at 24 CFR 570.609 or 24 CFR 570.489(1} as appropria+e. CDBG-DR funds

may not be provided +o excluded or disqualified persons.

The Municipality shall maintain oversight of aH ac+rvi+ies, under this Agreement and shall

ensure that for any procured contract or Agreement, its contractors perform according

to the terms and conditions of the procured contracts or Agreements, and the terms and

conditions of this Agreement.
^/

Q. Nondiscriminotion

The Municipality shall comply wi+h 24 CFR part 6/ which implements the provisions of

section 109 of title ! of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1 974 (Title I) (42
U.S.C. 5309). Section 109 provides that no person in the United States shall, on the ground

of race, color, national origin/ religion, or sex, be excluded from participation in, be

denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity
funded in whole or in part wi+h Federal financial assistance.

The Municipaii+y shall adhere to the prohibitions against discrimination on the basis of

age under the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 U.S.C. 6101-6107] (Age Discrimination

Act) and the prohibitions against discrimination on the basis of disability under section

504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 794} (Section 504). Section 109 of the

HCDA makes these requirements applicable +o programs or activities funded in whole

or in part wi+h CDBG-DR funds. Thus, the Municipality shall comply wi+h regulations of 24

CFR part 8, which implement Section 504 for HUD programs, and the regulations of 24
CFR part 146, which implement the Age Discrimination Act for HUD programs.

R. Architectural Barriers Act and the Americans wi+h Disabilities Act
The Municipality shall ensure that its Activities are consistent with requirements of

Architectural Barriers Act and the. Americans with Disabilities Act.

The Architectural Barriers Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 4151-4157} requires certain Federal and

Federally funded buildings and other facilities to be designed, constructed/ or altered in

accordance wi+h standards that ensure accessibility to, and use by, physically

handicapped people. A building or facility designed, constructed, or altered wi+h funds
allocated or reallocated under this part after December 11/ 1995, and that meets the

definition of "residential structure" as defined in 24 CFR 40.2 or the definition of "building"

as defined in 41 CFR 101-19.602(a) is subject to the requirements of the Archifec+ural
Barriers Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 4151-4157] and shall comply with the Uniform Federal

Accessibility Standards (appendix A to 24 CFR part 40 for residential structures, and

appendix A +o 41 CFR part 101-19, subpart 101-19.6, for general type buildings).
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The Americans wi+h Disabilities Act (42 U.S.C. 12131; 47 U.S.C. 155,201 / 21 8 and 225} (ADA)

provides comprehensive civil rights +o individuals wi+h disabilities in the areas of

employment, public accommodations. State and local government sen/ices, and

+elecommunica+ions. It further provides that discrimination includes a failure to design

and construct facilities for first occupancy no later than January 26,1993, that are readily

accessible to and usable by individuals wi+h disabilities. Further, the ADA requires the
removal of architectural barriers and communica+ion barriers that are structural in nature

in existing facilities/ where such removal is readily achievable—that is, easily

accomplishable and able +o be earned outwifhou+ much difficulty or expense.

The' Municipality agrees to comply with the non-discrimination in employment and

contracting opportunities laws, regulations, and executive orders referenced in 24 CFR

570.607, as revised by Executive Order 13279. The applicable non- discrimination

provisions in Section 109 of the HCDA are s+ill applicable.

- S. Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (24 CFR part 1)

1. General Compliance:

The Municipality shall comply wi+h the requirements of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of

^ States shall, on-the ground of race, color, or national origin/ be excluded from

participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected +o discrimination

under any program or activity funded by this Agreement. The specific nondiscrimina+ion

provisions at 24 CFR 1.4 apply to the use of these funds. The Municipality shail not

intimidate, threaten/ coerce, or discriminate against any person for the purpose of

interfering with any right or privilege secured by title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 or 24
CFR part I/ or because he has made a complaint, testified, assisted, or participated in

any manner in an investigation, proceeding, or hearing under 24 CFR part 1. The iden+i+y

of complainants shall be kept confidential except to the extent necessary to carp/ out

the purposes of 2 CFR part I/ including the conduct of any investigation/ hearing, or

judicial proceeding arising thereunder.

2. Assurances and Real Property Covenants:

As a condition +o the approval of this Agreement and the extension of any Federal

financial assistance/ the Municipality assures that the program or activities described in

this Agreement shall be conducted and the housing/ accommodations, facilities,

services, financial aid, or other benefits to be provided shall be operated and

administered in compliance wi+h all requirements imposed by or pursuant to this part 1.

If the Federal financial assistance under this Agreement is to provide or is in the form of

personal property or real property or interest therein or structures thereon, the

Municipality's assurance herein shall obligate the Municipality or, in the case of a

subsequent transfer, the transferee, for the period during which the property is used for a

purpose for which the Federal financial assistance is extended or for another purpose

involving the provision of similar services or benefits, or for as long as the recipient retains

ownership or possession of the property, whichever is longer.

If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid, the remainder of the Agreement shall

not be affected thereby, and all other parts of this Agreement shall nevertheless be in full

force and effect.

XIV. SECTION HEADINGS ANDSUBHEADINGS
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The section headings and subheadings contained in this Agreement are included for

convenience only and shall not limit or otherwise affect the terms of this Agreement.

XV. WAIVER

The PRDOH's failure 'to act with respect +o a breach by the Municipality does not waive

its right +o act with respect to subsequent or similar breaches. The failure of the PRDOH +o

exercise or enforce any right or provision shall not constitute a waiver of such right or

provision.

XVI. GOVERNING LAW JURISDICTION

This Agreement shall be governed by, interpreted and enforced in accordance with' the

laws of the Government of Puerto Rico and any applicable federal laws and regulations.

^f' The Parties further agree to assert any claims or causes of action that may arise out of this

Agreement in the Puerto Rico Court of First Instance/ San Juan Part, notwithstanding

jurisdiction may be averred in any U.S. District Court/ including for diversity of citizenship.

XVII. COMPLIANCE WITH LAW

1+ is the intention and understanding of the Parties hereto that each and every provision

of law required to be inserted in this Agreement should be and is inserted herein.

Furthermore, it is hereby stipulated that every such provision is deemed to be inserted

and if/ through mistake or otherwise, any such provision is not inserted herein or is not

inserted in correct form/ then this Agreement shall forthwith, upon the application of any

Party/ be amended by such insertion so as to comply s+ric+ly with- the law and wi+hou+

prejudice to the rights of any Party.

XVIII. SUBROGATION

The Municipality acknowledges that funds provided through this Agreement are Federal

funds administered by HUD under the CDBG-DR Program and that all funds provided by

this Agreement are subject to audit, disallowance, and repayment. Any disagreement

wi+h adverse findings may be challenged and subject to Federal regulation, however/

the Municipality shall promptly return any and all funds to the PRDOH, which are found

to be ineligible/ unallowable, unreasonable, a duplication of benefits, or non-

compensable, no matter the cause. This clause shall survive indefinitely the termination
of this Agreement for any.reason.

XIX. COMPTROLLER REGISTRY

The PRDOH shall remit a copy of this Agreement +o the Office of the Comptroller for

registration within fifteen (15) days following the date of execution of this Agreement and

any subsequent amendment hereto. The services object of this Agreement may not be

invoiced or paid until this Agreement has been registered by the PRDOH at the

Comptroller's Office/ pursuant to Act No. 18 of October 30, 1975, as amended by Law

No. 127 of May 31, 2004.

XX. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement among the Parties for the use of funds

received under this Agreement and if supersedes all prior or con+emporaneous
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communications and proposals, whether electronic, oral, or written among the Parties

wi+h respect +o this Agreement.

1. PROGRAM OVERVIEW/BACKGROUND
This Scope of Work covers the $69/600.00 designated to Outreach Services for the Home
Repair/ Reconstruction or Relocation Program ("R3") that will be administered by the
Municipality.

The Municipality will provide outreach services for the Home Repair, Reconstruction, or
Relocation Program ("R3 Program") in partnership with PRDOH. The Municipali+y will serve
as administrator and servicer under a Subrecipient Agreement ("Agreement") wi+h
PRDOH.

The focus of the R3 Program is to provide relief for those who were impacted by
Hurricanes Imna and Maria and have unmet housing needs while addressing recognized

^.impediments to affimna+ively furi-hering fair housing as required under the Fair Housing
Act. Assistance under this R3 Program will be provided under three primary classifications:
repair, reconstruction, and relocation. Within reconstruction and relocation/ demolition

may be an eligible activity, and under the Relocation Program, acquisition may also be
an eligible activity.

2. NATIONAL OBJECTIVE
Benefit Low and Moderate Income (LM!) persons.

3. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
The following objectives are provided for the implementation and administration of a
successful CDBG-DR R3 Program, in keeping with U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development ("HUD") guidelines:

• The primar/ objective of the R3 Program is to provide decent safe, and sanitary
housing in the disaster-impacted areas by providing activities designed to resolve
unmet housing needs from hurricane impacts.

The focus of the R3 Program is to provide relief for those who were impacted by
Hurricanes Irma and Maria who have unmet housing needs while addressing recognized
impediments to affirma+ively furthering fair housing as required under the Fair Housing
Act. Assistance under the R3 Program will be provided under three primar/venues: repair,
reconstruction, and relocation. Wi+hin the recons+rucfion and relocation venues,

demolition may be an eligible activity, and under the relocation Program, acquisition
may also be an eligible activity.

2. NATIONAL OBJECTIVE
Benefit +o Low and Moderate Income (LMI) persons.

3. PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
The following objectives are provided for the implemen+a+ion and adminis+ro+ion of a
successful CDBG-DR R3 Program, in keeping wi+h U.S. Depari'ment of Housing and Urban
Development {"HUD") guidelines:

• The primary objective of the R3 Program is to provide decent safe, and sanitary
housing in the disaster impacted areas through the provision of activities designed
to resolve unmet housing needs from hurricane impacts.

• A second objective is to ensure that the housing needs of ver/ low-, low-, and

modera+e-income households are assisted with housing recover/ support within
the communities being served.

1.9. Monitor the Inspection Services Firms for compliance wi+h their Agreements.
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1.10. Monitor the performance of the Inspection Services Firms, and report to the R3

Program Manager.

1.11. Ensure reporting on the various aspects of the inspections operations which reflects

the major activities for the reporting period os specified by PRDOH [e.g. monthly,
quarterly).

1.12. Generate and manage Budget.

1.13. Regularly communicate potential risks, issues, and statuses with the PRDOH.

1.14. Ensure the accuracy, timeliness and completion of all tasks assigned under the

Agreement.

1.15. Ensure Inspection Firm compliance wi+h the requirements of the inspection seivices

2. Task 2: Inspections Monitoring

2.1. Coordinate milestone inspections wi+h the R3 Program Manager/Construc+ion

Ensure
that the Program Manager and the Construction Manager obtain copies of the
Progress Inspection Reports submitted by the Inspection Firms under contract with
the Municipality.

2.7. Review and audit Inspection Firm invoices for compliance with contract and
Program requirements before submitting requests for payment to the PRDOH.

2.8. Any other task to ensure that a complete and thorough inspection is performed in
the field.

(vi) Specifying only o brand name product instead of allowing an equal
product +o be offered and describing the performance of other relevant
requirements of the procurement, and
(vii) Any arbitrar/ action in the procurement process.
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The CONTRACTOR represents to the PRDOH that all work shall be performed by personnel

experienced in the appropriate and applicable profession and areas of expertise, taking

into account the nature of the work to be performed under this Contract.

The CONTRACTOR will include these HUD General Provisions in ever/ subcontract issued

by it so that such provisions will be binding upon each of i+s subcontractors as well as the
requirement +o flow down such terms to all lower-tiered subcon+rac+ors.

16. ASSIGNABILITY
The CONTRACTOR shall not assign any interest in this contract, and shall not transfer any

interest in the same (whether by assignment or novation) wi+hout prior written approval

ofthePRDOH.

17. INDEMNIFICATION
The CONTRACTOR shall indemnify/ defend, and hold harmless the Government of Puerto

Rico and PRDOH/ its agen+s and employees from and against any and all claims, actions,

suits, charges, and judgments arising from or related +o the negligence or willful

misconduct of the CONTRACTOR in the performance of the services called for in this

Contract.

18. COPELAND "ANTI-K1CKBACK" ACT (Applicable to all construction or repair

contracts)

Salaries of personnel performing work under this Contract shall be paid unconditionally

and not less often than once a month without payroll deduction or rebate on any

account except only such payroll deductions as are mandator/ by law or permitted by

the applicable regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor pursuant to the Copeland

"Anti-Kickback Act" of June 1 3, 1934 (48 Stat. 948; 62 Stat. 740; 63 S+at. 108; Title 1 8 U.S.C.

Kickback" regulations and shall insert appropriate provisions in all subcontracts covering

work under this contract to ensure compliance by subcontractors with such regulations/

.exemptions from the requirements thereof.

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All laborers and mechanics employed by CONTRACTORS or subcontractors shall receive

overtime compensation in accordance with and subject to the provisions of the Contract

Work Hours and Safety Standards Act, and the CONTRACTORS and subcontractors shall

comply with all regulations issued pursuant to that act and wi+h other applicable Federal

laws and regulations pertaining to labor standards.

Ail laborers and mechanics employed by CONTRACTORS or subcon+rac+ors, including
employees of other governments, on construction work assisted under this Contract and

subject to the provisions of the federal ac+s and regulations listed in this paragraph, shall

be paid wages a+ rates not less than those prevailing on similar construction in the locality
as determined by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act.

On a semi-annual basis/ the CONTRACTOR shall submit Form HUD 4710 (Semi-Annual

labor Standards Enforcement Report) to CRRO.

21. TERMINATION FOR CAUSE (Applicable to contracts exceeding $10,000)
If, through any cause, the CONTRACTOR shall fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner

his obligations under this Contract, or if the CONTRACTOR shall violate any of the

covenants, agreements, or stipulations of this Contract, the PRDOH shall thereupon have

the right +o tennina+e this Contract by giving written notice to the CONTRACTOR of such

termination and specifying the effective date thereof/ at least five (5) days before the

effective date of such +emnina+ion. In such event, all finished or unfinished documents,

data/ studies, surveys, drawings, maps, models/ photographs, and reports prepared by

the CONTRACTOR under this contract shall/ at the option of the PRDOH, become the

PRDOH's property and the CONTRACTOR shall be entitled to receive just and equitable

compensation for any work satisfactorily completed hereunder. Notwithstanding the

above, the CONTRACTOR shall not be relieved of liability to the Government of Puerto

Rico and PRDOH for damages sustained by the Government of Puerto Rico and/or

PRDOH by virtue of any breach of the contract by the CONTRACTOR, and the

Government of Puerto Rico and/or PRDOH may withhold any payments to the

CONTRACTOR for the purpose of set-off until such time as the exact amount of damages

due to the Government of Puerto Rico and/or PRDOH from the CONTRACTOR is

determined.
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22. TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE (Applicable to contracts exceeding $10/000)
The PRDOH may terminate this Contract at any time by giving at least ten [10] days'

notice in writing to the CONTRACTOR. If the Contract is terminated by the PRDOH as

provided herein, the CONTRACTOR will be paid for the time provided and expenses

incurred up +o the termination cfa+e.

23. SECTION 503 OF THE REHABILITATION ACT OF 1973 (Applicable to contracts
exceeding $10/000)

The CONTRACTOR shall comply with section 503 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29
U.S.C. § 793), as amended, and any applicable regulations.

As used in this certification, the term "segregated facilities" means any waiting rooms,

work areas, rest rooms and wash rooms, restaurants and other eating areas, time clocks,

locker rooms, and other storage or dressing areas, parking lo+s, drinking fountains,

recreation or entertainment areas/ transporta+ion and housing facilities provided for

employees which are segregated by explicit directive or are, in fact, segregated on the

basis of race/ color, religion, or national origin because of habit, local custom, or any

other reason.

The CONTRACTOR further agrees that [except where it has obtained for specific time

periods) it will obtain identical certification from proposed subcontractors prior to the

award of subcontracts exceeding $10,000 which are not exempt from the provisions of

the equal opportunity clause; that i+ will retain such certifications in its files; and that it will

forward the preceding notice +o such proposed subcontractors (except where proposed

subcontractors have submitted identical certifications for specific time periods].

The notice shall describe the

section 3 preference, shall set forth minimum number and Job titles subject to hire,

availability of apprenticeship and training positions, the qualifications for each; and the

name and location of the person(s) taking applications for each of the positions; and the

anticipated date the work shall begin.

4} The CONTRACTOR agrees to include this section 3 clause in ever/ subcontract subject

action, as provided in an applicable provision of the subcontract or in this section 3

clause/ upon a finding that the subcontractor is in violation of the regulations in 24 C.F.R.

part 135. The CONTRACTOR will not subcontract with any subcontractor where the

CONTRACTOR has notice or knowledge that the subcontractor has been found in

violation of the regulations in 24 C.F.R. part 135.

5) The CONTRACTOR will certify that any vacant employment positions, including training

the Energy Policy and Conservation Act (42 U.S.C. 6201 et seq).

32. HATCH ACT
CONTRACTOR agrees to comply with manda+or/ standards and policies relating to

Hatch Act/ Public Law 94-1 63, as Amended.

The Hatch Act applies to political activities of certain state and local employees. As a

Puerto Rico Depar+nnent of Housing CONTRACTOR, you may do any of the following

activities: Be a candidate in nonpar+isan elections; Attend political meetings and
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conventions; Contribute money; Campaign in partisan elections; and Hold office in

political parties.

The CONTRACTOR may not do the following activities: Be a candidate in partisan

elections; Use official influence to interfere in elections; Coerce political contributions

from subordinates in support of political parties or candidates The Office of Special

Counsel operates a website that provides guidance concerning Hatch Act issues.

33. HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS
All parties participating in this project agree to comply with Sections 107 and 1 03 of the

Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. Section 107 of the Act is applicable to

construction work and provides that no laborer or mechanic shall be required to work in

surroundings or underworking conditions/ which are unsani+ar/, hazardous/ or dangerous

to his health and safety as determined under cons+ruc+ion/ safety, and health standards

promulgated by the Secretary of Labor. These requirements do not apply to the purchase

of supplies or materials or articles ordinarily available on the open market or contracts

for transportation.

34. PERSONNEL
The CONTRACTOR represents that it has, or will secure at its own expense, all personnel

required in performing the Work under this Agreement. Such personnel shall not be

employees of or have any contractual relationship with the City. Al! the Work required

hereunder will be performed by the CONTRACTOR or under its supeivision, and all

personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or

permitted under S+a+e and local law to perform such Work. No person who is serving
sentence in a penal or correctional institution shall be employed on work under this

Contract.

35. WITHHOLDING OF WAGES
If in the performance of this Agreement/ there is any underpayment of wages by the

CONTRACTOR or by any subcon+rac+or thereunder, the PRDOH may withhold from the

CONTRACTOR out of payment due to him an amount sufficient to pay to employees

underpaid the difference between the wages, required thereby to be paid and the

wages actually paid such employees for the total number of hours worked. The amounts

withheld may be disbursed by the PRDOH for and on account of the CONTRACTOR or

subcontractor to the respective employees to whom they are due.

36. CLAIMS AND DISPUTES PERTAINING TO WAGE RATES
Claims and disputes pertaining to wage rates or to classifications of professional staff or

technicians performing work under this Contract shall be promptly reported in writing by
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the CONTRACTOR to the PRDOH for the la+ter's decision which shall be final with respect
thereto.

37. DISCRIMINATION BECAUSE OF CERTAIN LABOR MATTERS
No person employed on the work covered by this Contract shall be discharged or in any

way discriminated against because he has filed any complaint or instituted or caused +o

be instituted any proceeding or has testified or is about to testify in any proceeding under

or relating +o the labor standards applicable hereunder +o his employer.

38. INTEREST OF MEMBERS OF LOCAL PUBLIC AGENCY AND OTHERS
The CONTRACTOR agrees +o establish safeguards to prohibit employees from using

positions for a purpose that is or gives the appearance of being motivated by a desire

for private gain for themselves or others/ particularly those with whom they have a family,

business, or other tie. The CONTRACTOR will be aware of and avoid any violation of the

laws of this State which prohibit municipal officers and employees from having or owning

any interest or share, individually or as agent or employee of any person or corporation,
either direc+ly or indirectly, in any con+ract made or let by the governing authorities of

such municipality for the construction or doing of any public work, or for the sale or

purchase of any materials, supplies or property of any description/ or for any o+her

The CONTRACTOR will also be aware of and avoid any violation of the laws of this State

which prescribe a criminal penalty for any public officer who has an interest in any

contract passed by the board of which he is.a member during the time he was a member

and for one year thereafter.

39. INTEREST OF CERTAIN FEDERAL OFFICERS
No member of or delegate to the Congress of the United States and no Resident

Commissioner shall be admitted any share or part of this Agreement or to any benefit to

arise therefrom.

40. INTEREST OF CONTRACTOR
The CONTRACTOR agrees that it presently has no interest and shall not acquire any

interest direct or indirect in the above described project or any parcels therein or any

other interest which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the

• Work hereunder. The CONTRACTOR further agrees that no person having any such

interest shall be employed in the performance of this Agreement.
