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Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

The proposed project will consist of improving access from the "El Cerro" community to the Naranjito
Urban Center for residents, visitors, and emergency services. In this community, several accesses were
identified that urgently need to be repaired due to existing limitations and conditions. Currently, the
community faces great challenges whenever they request emergency services, such as ambulances and
emergency management, due to the difficult access.

The project also proposes several improvements to the physical infrastructure of the community, given
its deterioration and its informal development. An impact on the water utility infrastructure is not
anticipated at this stage, except for the repair of sanitary and drinking water pipes where access
improvements occur.

With regards to the electrical infrastructure, some elements will have to change, specifically, some
poles that could be invading the right of way (sidewalks), to comply with the parameters of the
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). In addition, solar public lights will be installed to offer lighting,
security, and resilience to the environment.

The project proposed for this community consists of rehabilitation and improvements to the existing
infrastructure in general, thus avoiding the creation of suburbs.

The scope of this project includes:

e Reconstruction of sidewalks, curbs, and gutters

e Asphalt paving improvements (where applicable) and a traffic management plan

e Reconstruction of alleys and stairs - At this stage, 80% of the reconstruction/rehabilitation of
existing roads is being considered without incurring in invasive excavations that require new
foundations.

e Implement ADA-compliant ramps - Due to the steep nature of the site, the inclusion of two ADA
compliant ramps at the entrance to the community is currently being considered. The final
location will be developed in the 90% phase. The proposed ramps will be made of reinforced
concrete

e Elimination of any architectural barriers that can affect people with disabilities

e Handrails for pedestrian safety, where necessary

e Repair of walls and/or fences in "Cyclone Fence" for pedestrian safety

e Repair of sanitary and drinking water pipes where access improvements occur, meaning alleys
where necessary

e Installation of street signs and identification of residencies

e Construction of three concrete gazebos with integrated benches and metal roofs

e Improvements to the children's play area

e Sculpture installation (letters "EL CERRQ") to identify the community

e Installation of street furniture, benches, alley orientation pedestals, etc.

e Improvements to basketball court and painting

e Improvements to existing restrooms
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e Design of collective modules for the recycling plan (a minimum of two, close to vehicle routes
for collection)

e Design of collective modules for mailboxes

e Creation of green areas where necessary

e I|dentification of residences

e Improvements to the community center, including paint application

e Repair of children's play area (18.300027, -66.246021) in front of the community center
(18.299989, -66.245953)

e |n order to promote resilience and sustainability in the community, the community areas and
luminaires will include renewable energy alternatives in their design (general vicinity of
18.300106, -66.245642)

e Community parking area (18.300297, -66.245501)

e Select electrical, plumbing, and drainage improvements, including repair of the electrical
system and new bathroom fixtures in the community center.

e Construction of retention walls in several areas.

It should be noted that new housing is not being considered in this project. The project area is
estimated to be approximately 147,431 square feet, of which 6,294 square feet are areas that will be
new in use or layout. This corresponds to an increase of 4% in change of use or occupation. While the
project’s northern boundary borders a floodplain, it is estimated that approximately 0.06 acres of
floodplain will be impacted. However, in accordance with Step 4 of the 8-Step Decision-Making
Process, the proposed activities are designed to minimize any potential impacts to the floodplain.

As part of the proposed project, other than minor ground disturbance associated with the
improvements and repairs, no ground disturbance is expected. The proposed project site will be
conducted on properties owned by the Municipality of Naranjito and will not require the acquisition of
property.

The areas to be improved were affected by Hurricanes Irma and Maria in 2017. Photographs of the
actual site conditions are included in Attachment 2.

Statement of Purpose and Need for the Proposal [40 CFR 1508.9(b)]:

The project is proposed as part of the efforts to revitalize the urban center of the Municipality of
Naranjito. This will be achieved by improving the access from the El Cerro community to the urban
center. Additionally, the project will improve the ability of emergency services to access the El Cerro
community. Currently, the community faces great challenges whenever they request emergency
services due to the poor condition of the community’s access points. Several improvements to the
physical infrastructure of the El Cerro community are proposed to improve safety, improve access, and
revitalize the community.

Existing Conditions and Trends [24 CFR 58.40(a)]:

Under existing conditions, the infrastructure within the El Cerro community of Naranjito is in need of
repair and revitalization. Currently, emergency services and residents alike have difficulty accessing the
community due to the poor state of infrastructure at the community entrances. The proposed project
will improve access to the community by repairing asphalt, sidewalks, and stairs, and will also revitalize
the El Cerro community by installing gazebos and rehabilitating recreational areas. If the project is not
completed, the conditions throughout the El Cerro community will continue to deteriorate with time
and the goal of revitalizing the urban center will not be achieved. The project will avoid further
deterioration of the community’s infrastructure, improvement of living conditions, eliminate safety
hazards and improve access to the community for emergency services as well as residents and visitors.

The project proposes construction activities which can
produce particulates and conditions in which soil could
be exposed to wind erosion and airborne particulates.
During construction, the proposed action could
generate emissions (particulate material,
hydrocarbons, nitrogen oxide, sulfur dioxide, among
others) in addition to those produced during the
operation of the existing roads of the area. For the
most part, those emissions would be produced by the
operation of the heavy equipment and machinery used
during the construction process. Potential air quality
impacts are primarily short-term and construction
related.

Implementation of construction-related air pollution
controls (fugitive dust control and heavy equipment
emissions controls) would reduce potential impacts.
This temporary effect is not significant and would not
have an adverse impact on the residential,
institutional, and commercial properties located near
the project area. In addition, the corresponding air
emissions permit from the La Oficina de Gerencia de
Permisos (OGPe)/Department of Natural and
Environmental Resources (DNER) will be obtained
prior to initiating construction.

The project will not impact air quality and is in
compliance with the Clean Air Act.

ECHO reports and Facility reports for each of the sites
listed above can be found in Attachment 9B, except
for site 13 which for reasons unknow was not found in
the EPA database.

Sites 1 and 2 are discharges of stormwater under the
Construction General Permit, their status are
“Effective” and no violations have been identified.

Site 3 is a water treatment facility whose permit has
been terminated in 2001 thus it is no longer in
operation.

Site 5 has no compliance status or violation recorded
since the year 2000. The status is reflected as “Active
VSQG” under RCRA.

Site 6 refers to an NPDES permit issued under the
Clean Water Act. The permit seems to have expired,
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and the last compliance monitoring activity is
8/13/2013. According to the compliance history, there
are violations described as “Failure to develop any or
adequate SWPPP/SWMP”.

Site 9 has no violations identified under RCRA, the
status is identified as Inactive.

Site 10 has no violations identified under RCRA. The
site is identified as a Small Quantity Generator (SQG)
and its status is Active.

Site 11 is a sewer treatment plant and has some
discharge violations for CWA, likely due to not meeting
discharge limits, but no violations for RCRA. The RCRA
statues appears as Inactive, the NPDES Individual
Permit is listed as “Effective” with an expiration date
of 8/31/2028.

Site 14 has no violations listed under the CWA. It is
also related to a construction general permit.

For sites 4, 7, 8, 12 and 13, there were no ECHO
reports in the EPA website but instead “Cleanup In My
Community”. It shows information related to a
Assessment that was “announced” in 2019. According
to the information, for sites 8 and 12, Phase | ESA and
Phase Il ESA were performed, the records indicate that
cleanup is not necessary. For site 7 there is mention a
of a Phase | ESA start date of 1/12/2021 but no
completion date. Finally for site 4 there are no ESA
mentions. It is difficult to judge the risks this may pose
to the overall Naranjito population.

There are no NPL Superfund Sites within a 1-mile
(5,280 feet) radius of the project site.

The sites identified within a 3,000 feet radius do not
intervene or affect the proposed development or the
intended use of the actions under the project’s scope.
This is because the violations are mainly due to the
CWA discharge violations which would have occurred
downstream of the project site. Furthermore, the site
area has already developed and is heavily impacted by
high-density residential activity. In general, no toxic
substances or areas suspicious for contamination were
observed.

According to the EPA underground storage tank (UST)
Finder Tool, the closest gas stations are located
approximately 950 feet (0.18 miles) west, 1,100 feet
(0.21 miles) west, and 1,100 feet (0.21 miles) east of
the project area (see Attachment 13).
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Although no permits have been obtained, a
notification of requirements for issuance of the
construction permit has been received. The conditions
listed must be complied with prior to obtaining the
final construction permit. Furthermore, evidence of
the absence of asbestos-containing materials (ACM)
and lead-based paint (LBP) must be provided to ensure
regulatory compliance. A survey must be conducted by
a contractor certified by the DNER. The contractor is
responsible for reviewing the full scope of work (SOW)
and identifying the specific areas to be tested.

Prior to any construction activities, the survey results
must be presented to determine any further actions. If
ACM or LBP is detected above regulatory thresholds, a
mitigation plan must be developed to establish the
appropriate paths forward in compliance with
applicable requirements. This responsibility shall be
clearly stated in the project documentation and
incorporated into the construction contract.

The project scope includes improvements to the
community center, which may be occupied for more
than four hours a day. However, it was determined
that testing the property’s radon levels is infeasible
and impractical. A radon memo justifying the
infeasibility and impracticality of radon testing as well
as correspondence with the EPA, the University of
Puerto Rico, the CDC the Puerto Rico Department of
Natural Resources, the Puerto Rico Department of
Health, and the US Geological Survey can be found in
Attachment 9C.

A pole-mounted electric transformer with a minor
leakage and another corroded pole-mounted electric
transformer were observed during the site field
inspection conducted by engineer Luis R. Colén
Morales of Caribe Environmental Services, on
5/5/2023. This transformer is not included in the
project scope and precautions will be taken to avoid
any impacts to these items. These components belong
to LUMA, who in responsible for the electrical
distribution and transmission network in the island of
Puerto Rico. Any leaking or corroded electrical
transformers must be reported to the agency for their
intervention.

Self-Certification under the Blanket Clearance Letter
for federally sponsored projects, Housing and Urban
Development was submitted to the US Fish and
Wildlife Service (USFWS) on June 28, 2024, under the
following criterion: 1 -street resurfacing, 2 -
construction of gutters and sidewalks along exiting
roads, 7 - activities within the existing Right of Ways,
and 8 - improvements to existing recreational facilities.
The USFWS concurred with the self-certification per
response on July 11, 2024 (see Attachment 10).

The project site is not located within a critical habitat
area (see Attachment 11). The distance to the nearest
critical habitat is approximately 51,100 feet (9.7 miles).
Additionally, the project site is located within an
urbanized, developed area.

According to the IPAC (see Attachment 12), the
following Endangered species are listed at the project
site:

e Puerto Rican Boa (Chilabothrus inornatus)

It is our understating that this project is in compliance
with the Endangered Species Act. However, if a Puerto
Rican Boa is found in the project action site, work shall
cease until the Boa moves off on its own. If the Boa
does not move off, the CM shall contact the Puerto
Rico Department of Natural and Environmental
Resources and ask for them to relocate the Boa.

According to the Federal Emergency Management
Agency’s (FEMA) Advisory Base Flood Elevation (ABFE)
map, the project area is partially within the 1% Annual
Chance of Flood (100-year floodplain), with
approximately 0.6 acres of the project located in Zone
A (see Attachment 15). The areas of the project within
the floodplain are portions of streets that lead into the
community and are near the Naranjito urban center.
These streets are not identified with names in the
project drawings, please refer to the 8-step process
documentation for details of the areas within the
floodplain.

The 8-Step Decision-Making Process was used to
analyze the direct and indirect impacts associated with
the construction, occupancy, and modification of the
floodplain (see Attachment 16). The Step 2 early
notice was published on January 22, 2024 in the El
Vocero newspaper while the Step 7 final notice was
published on June 19, 2024 in El Vocero. No comments
were received from either publication.

Alternatives considered included i) locating the
proposed activity outside the floodplain; ii) locating
the proposed activity within the floodplain; and iii) a
no action alternative. It was decided that in order to
provide adequate improvements to the physical
infrastructure of the El Cerro community that allow
access to citizens and emergency services, the activity
should be developed at the proposed location.

It was determined that there is no practicable
alternative for partially locating the project outside of
the flood zone. This is due to: 1) the desire to improve
citizen livelihood by providing infrastructure
improvements for safety and accessibility; 2) the need
to revitalize urban areas; 3) the project’s accessibility
to LM citizenship; and 4) the ability to minimize
impacts on human health, public property, and
floodplain values.
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Mitigation measures have been incorporated in all
phases of the project. During the design phase,
mitigation activities considered limiting the creation of
impermeable surfaces and incorporating the reuse of
existing infrastructure. Mitigation activities will be
implemented during the construction phase by
establishing and implementing activities that limit
erosion and sedimentation to surrounding water ways.
These include the use of silt fencing, hale bales, and
among others. These will not be necessary during
operation because all areas will be stabilized. No other
mitigation activities were deemed necessary.

The analysis found that the proposed project would
not result in adverse impacts to lives, property, or alter
the natural values of the floodplain. The areas in the
floodplain are existing streets which will maintain the
existing elevations and grades to allow traffic
movement. While the proposed action may not
restore floodplain values, the design is intended to
preserve them. This preservation will be partly
achieved through the renovation and utilization of
existing facilities such as roads, sidewalks, and green
areas, which will reduce the creation of impermeable
surfaces. The design does not include new structures
that might impede floodwater movement.

As analyzed, the project is in compliance with
floodplain management regulations.

According to the Section 106 NHPA Effect
Determination submitted to the State Historic
Preservation Office (SHPO) on Nov 13, 2024, the RE
requested concurrence with a determination of “No
Adverse Effect” for the undertaking (see Attachment
17). However, PRSHPO reviewed the Effect
Determination and issued a finding of No Adverse
Effect with conditions on December 7, 2024. The
conditions are as follows:

1. If there are any further changes to the SOW,
including any increase in the extent and depth of
ground disturbance during the construction that
entails activities beyond the existing footprint, the
applicant must notify, prior to engaging in further
construction activities not within the current footprint.

2. In case the municipality of Naranjito acquires the

The layout for the excavations should
consider the proposed project anticipated ground
disturbing activities. The Phase IB report must be
submitted to PRSHPO for its review before any work
initiates.

The proposed project does not include new
construction for residential use or rehabilitation of an
existing residential property. Based on the project
description, this project includes no activities that
would require further evaluation under HUD's noise
regulation.

The proposed project consists of rehabilitation of infrastructure and
revitalization of the El Cerro community. Although some new elements
will be added to the project area, such as new ADA-compliant ramps,
street signs, gazebos, and green areas, there will be no change in the
current land use classification or zoning. The project area primarily
consists of residential and “A Mejorarse” (for improvement) zoning. See
Attachment 21 for current land use classifications.

The proposed project will include the construction of new gazebos,
improvements to the children’s play area, installation of street furniture
and benches, improvements to the basketball court and mural,
improvements to the community center, and the creation of green
spaces where necessary. These actions are consistent with the goals
and vision described in the 2012 Plan Territorial Municipio de Naranjito
— Programa, particularly the goal of creating opportunities for sports,
recreational, cultural, ecological, and natural activities, among others
(see Attachment 22). According to this plan, the El Cerro community
was identified as a “special community”, which receives priority
consideration for improvements based on existing factors such as
infrastructure deficiencies and poor socioeconomic conditions. These
“special communities” are in need of improvements to street and
sewage infrastructure, which the proposed project aims to provide. The
project will also help meet the goals of the recycling program and the
energy conservation program.

The proposed project will not increase building density, and its design is
consistent with the context of the existing community. There is no
element of the proposed project that will be out of character compared
with the existing built environment.

According to the USDA NRCS Web Soil Survey, the project area is
located on soils classified as Urban land-Mucara complex and Mucara
clay.

Field Inspection (Date and completed by):

A site field inspection was conducted by engineer Luis R. Colén Morales of Caribe Environmental
Services, on May 5, 2023. Mr. Jesus M. Rodriguez Rivera of the Municipality of Naranjito accompanied
CES personnel during the site inspection.

The purpose of the site visit was to observe present site conditions and identify potential issues of
environmental concern, that would need to be addressed during the ERR process. During the site visit,
the proposed project area was observed fully developed consisting of the El Cerro Community Facilities
which include mostly streets, walkways, basketball court, playground areas, and open paved among
others. Photographs of the actual site conditions are included in Attachment 2.

The following environmental features of interest were observed by CES:
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Electrical Transformers: Nine pole-mounted electric transformers were observed along the
project area. Most of these pole-mounted electric transformers were observed in good
condition and appear to be relatively new with no signs of spills or leakages observed in the
pole-mounted electric transformers' surroundings. However, a pole-mounted electric
transformer with a minor leakage and another corroded pole-mounted electric transformer
were observed. No soil staining in the surroundings was observed. This transformer is not
included in the project scope and precautions will be taken to avoid any impacts to this pole. If
any impacts to the pole are anticipated, a qualified electrician should verify if any of the
observed transformers would be classified as a Non-PCB or PCB-containing transformer. If PCB
containing equipment is detected, proper management and disposal of the dielectric fluids
should be considered. Also, leaking or corroded transformers that may be impacted by the
proposed project need to be repaired or replaced.

In compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) regulations for HUD, the public will
be notified of the project through the publication of the combined Finding of No Significant Impact
(FONSI) — Notice of Intent to Request Release of Funds (NOI-RROF) notice with a 15-day public
comment period. Additionally, appropriate stakeholders and the public were engaged and invited to
comment during Step 2 and Step 7 of the 8-Step Decision Making Process.

Cumulative Impact Analysis [24 CFR 58.32]:

The proposed actions are not anticipated to have a negative impact on environmental resources. None
of the environmental assessment factors, nor the regulations reviewed in the above checklist, resulted
in significant or potentially significant impact.

Overall, the proposed project will have a positive impact by improving the existing conditions in the El
Cerro community within the Municipality of Naranjito. No other planned or ongoing projects were
identified in the project vicinity that could contribute to cumulative impacts of environmental
resources.

Short-term impacts during construction would be mitigated through the measures detailed in the table
below and would not contribute to construction impacts surrounding the project area. The project will
not contribute to adverse cumulative impacts.

Alternatives [24 CFR 58.40(e); 40 CFR 1508.9]:

Widening of streets and construction of new housing were considered in the original scope of work,
which required acquisition of properties. This also required relocation and displacement of residents,
increased demolition work, increased funding, and extended construction period. It was decided to
minimize the impact on the community and reduce the scope to improve the accessibility for
emergency services.

As is, the project will revitalize the area, providing much needed repairs to the community’s
infrastructure and facilities such as the community center, children’s play areas, and the basketball
court. Additionally, it will provide new features such as gazebos, outdoor furniture, and green spaces.
More importantly, the project will improve access to the El Cerro community for emergency services
and residents alike, improving safety for the community. The project will improve the use of this area
and is consistent with the zoning and designated land use of the location. It will be constructed in a
pre-developed urban area and will not have a significant environmental impact on the project site or
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surrounding areas. The selected alternative offers the best use of available resources and will provide
the greatest benefit to the people of El Cerro.

No Action Alternative [24 CFR 58.40(e)]:

Under the No Action Alternative, the Municipality of Naranjito would not receive federal funding for
the implementation of the proposed project. As a result, the El Cerro community would not benefit
from the infrastructure improvements and facilities rehabilitation that are currently proposed. The No
Action Alternative would not improve access for residents and emergency services and would not
benefit the safety and well-being of the residents.

Summary of Findings and Conclusions:

The Environmental Assessment for the “Iniciativa para la Rehabilitacién de Integral de la Comunidad
Especial 'El Cerro™ project in Naranjito, Puerto Rico, concludes that the proposed activities will not have
any adverse effects on the environment. The project aims to enhance the infrastructure and accessibility
of the El Cerro community, which has been significantly impacted by Hurricanes Irma and Maria in 2017.
The improvements include the reconstruction of sidewalks, curbs, gutters, and asphalt paving, ADA-
compliant ramps, and the installation of solar public lights, among other enhancements.

The project is in compliance with various federal regulations, including the Clean Air Act, Endangered
Species Act, and National Historic Preservation Act. However, mitigation measures will need to be
incorporated during the project’s construction to address potential direct and indirect impacts on water
bodies, noise, and hazardous materials. The mitigation measures that need to be implemented are listed
in the next section.

Overall, the project is expected to have a positive impact on the El Cerro community by improving living
conditions, eliminating safety hazards, and promoting resilience and sustainability.

To avoid potential impact on water bodies from sediment
transport during construction, the contractor shall prepare and
implement an Erosion and Sedimentation Control Plan (CES
Plan) and comply with the EPA NDPES as applicable.

Hazards and Nuisances including
Site Safety and Noise

Traffic control signage and adequate fencing around
construction areas while construction activities are undertaken
would protect the public from hazards and nuisances. Signs will
be posted informing the citizens of the construction of the
project, and public access will be restricted by security fences.

Noise impacts would be addressed by conducting construction
and demolition activities in accordance with local noise
regulations and proper construction equipment maintenance.
Noise disturbance missions from the equipment used would be
minimized by restricting the contractor's working hours to
daytime hours.

Historic Preservation, National
Historic Preservation Act of 1966,
particularly sections 106 and 110;

The SHPO issued a letter indicating a conclusion of “No adverse
effect with conditions”. The conditions applicable to the project
are:

1. If there are any further changes to the SOW, including
any increase in the extent and depth of ground
disturbance during the construction that entails
activities beyond the existing footprint, the applicant
must notify, prior to engaging in further construction
activities not within the current footprint.

2. In case the municipality of Naranjito acquires the parcel
TPID: 169-031-018-06-00 to be developed in the future,
the implementation of a Phase IB archaeological survey
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for the “small sitting area” is required. The layout for the
excavations should consider the proposed project
anticipated ground disturbing activities. The Phase IB
report must be submitted to PRSHPO for its review
before any works initiates.

After the close of the 30-day review period and if no
consulting party has objected, you may proceed with the
undertaking in accordance with §800.5(d)(1).
Implementing the undertaking according to the
documented finding fulfills the agency official’s
responsibilities under Section 106. However, if the
agency official will not conduct the undertaking as
proposed in the finding, the agency official must reopen
consultation under §800.5(a).

Finally, the letter indicates that if any discovery of other historic
properties occurs at any point during the project
implementation, SHPO must be notified immediately.

Public Safety - Police, Fire and
Emergency Medical

Emergency services and the municipality of Naranjito would be
notified of traffic control changes ahead of time to maintain
access for emergency service vehicles. Access by emergency
vehicles always would be allowed within the work zone.

Solid Waste Disposal / Recycling

Solid waste generated during the construction will be properly
disposed of at an authorized landfill. Recycling materials
recovered from construction debris materials where possible
would minimize the generation of solid waste.

Waste Water / Sanitary Sewers

All wastewater and sanitary sewer work will be done in
coordination with the Puerto Rico Aqueduct and Sewer
Authority (PRASA).

Water Supply

All work potable water supply activities will be done in
coordination with PRASA.

Wetlands Protection

Mitigation measures that will ensure that the wetland is not
impacted by the proposed project include erosion and
sedimentation controls and limiting the development of new
impermeable surfaces.

Local regulatory compliance

The proposed project will comply with all local permits and
regulations. The Puerto Rico Department of Housing (PRDOH)
and the Municipality of Naranjito will ensure that all necessary
permits are obtained, and all local regulations are adhered to.
This includes compliance with environmental, zoning, and
construction permits as required by local authorities.

After reviewing Application Number PR-CRP-000209 under the City
Revitalization Program, administered by the Puerto Rico Department of Housing
(PRDOH), to complete the property’s contamination analysis in accordance with 24
C.FR.§50.3(i) and 24 CF.R. § 58.5(i), we have determined that testing the property’s
radon levels is infeasible and impracticable.

Per the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s (HUD) CPD Notice
23-103, the recommended best practices and alternative options for radon testing
are infeasible and impracticable in this case due to the following reasons:

e As required by the CPD Notice 23-103, the scientific data reviewed in lieu of
testing must consist of a minimum of ten documented test results over the
previous ten years. If there are less than ten documented results over this
period, it is understood that there is a lack of scientific data. The latest report
for radon testing in Puerto Rico was prepared in 1995 by the U.S. Department of

other completed studies and reports on radon testing are available in Puerto
Rico.

e Thereis no available science-based or state-generated information for Puerto
Rico for the last ten years that can be used to determine whether the project
site is in a high-risk area. The Department of Health and Human Services,
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (€DC), National Environmental
Public Health Tracking, and Radon Testing map do not include Puerto Rico data.

e There are only two (2) licensed professionals in Puerto Rico who can conduct
radon testing using the American National Standards Institute/American
Association of Radon Scientists and Technologists (ANSIfAARST) testing
standards, which makes it difficult, time-consuming, and highly expensive to

coordinate and secure a site visit for the contamination evaluation.

« Do-it-yourself (DIY) radon test kits are known to be unreliable in assuring and
controlling the quality of the test results; they are not readily available in Puerto
Rico, and the cost and time required for purchasing and sending them for
analysis are unreasonable when weighed against the results’ reliability and the
need for prompt results.

e Local authorities in Puerto Rico do not have the specialized radon monitoring
equipment or trained staff needed to conduct the radon testing analysis and
ensure proper quality control and quality assurance practices are adhered to.
We also do not have a radiation laboratory certified for radon testing.

In the early 1990s the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) conducted geologic assessments of radon potential for all 50 states
and the territories of Guam and Puerto Rico, in collaboration with the U.S. EPA. | conducted the geologic radon potential
assessment for Puerto Rico. The PDF file of the report is too large to attach to this message but it can be obtained

at https://pubs.usgs.gov/of/1993/0292k/report.pdf. The USGS did not conduct indoor radon testing and we did not
conduct field studies associated with this assessment; it was based on existing data. Mr. David Saldana of the Puerto
Rico Department of Health kindly provided us with data for 610 homes that were tested for indoor radon by his agency
between 1993 and 1995, which are summarized in the report. | am not aware of any other radon-related geologic
studies conducted in the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico by the U.S. Geological Survey.

Dear Hanorable Secretary Rodriguez Rodriguez:

This communication is in response to your letter of August 20, 2024 addressed to the Puerto Rico
Department of Natural and Environmental Resources (DNER) and referred to the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) regarding available data on radon testing and levels within Puerto Rico.

EPA's National Radon Action Plan 20212025 sets a goal for the nation to find, fix and prevent high indoar
radon levels in 8 million buildings by 2025 and prevent 3,500 lung cancer deaths per year. Under this
Plan, leaders from across multiple sectors are working together to plan, guide, and sustain nationwide
action to prevent exposure to radon.

Due to the lack of data in Puerto Rica, EPA undertook an investigation in collaboration with the University
of Puerta Rico-Mayaguez (UPRM) Campus, Departments of Giil Engineering and Surveying and
Mechanical Engineering, to find out if radon presented a problem in Puerto Rico. Up until 2021, the only
data we had for Puerta Rico was a 1993-1935 mail-in radon screening study referred to by the U.S.
Gealogical Survey report (USGS, 1995) in which the USGS cancluded that several areas of Puerto Rica
have the geologic potential to generate indoor radon levels exceeding the EPA Action Level of 4 pCi/L
(picocuries per liter), perhaps locally reaching very high levels above 50 pCi/L, if a house construction and

ventilation allow for sil-gas radon to enter and concentrate within the structure.! According to the USGS
report, most of these areas are located in the northwest part of the island. Please note that the actual
1993-1995 study documentation is not available to the EPA.

Typical radon testing technology used in mainland United States (charcoal canisters or electric-powered
devices) are impractical in Puerto Rico because of high humidity and power outages. The recovery and
rebuilding of communities following the aftermath of 2017 Hurricanes Irma and Maria presented an
opportunity to develop radon prevention and mitigation strategies in 2019, Initially, EPA sampled indoor
radon air in over 170 single-family residences in the municipalities of San Sebastian, Lares, Ciales, Arecibo,
Morovis, Camuy, and Hatillo and later expanded the project to other municipalities such as Rincon,
Aguada, Aguadilla, Isabela, Quebradillas, Barceloneta and Vega Baja. The quality assurance protocols
were anchored in American National Standards Institute/American Association of Radon Scientists and
Technologists [ANSI/AARST) standards of practice (ANSI/AARS, 2019). The sampling was designed in two
stages: scoping and confirmatory sampling. The scoping sampling was conducted using Corentium Home
(CH) electronic monitors and E-Perm systems. Locations measuring above the EPA Action Level of 4 pCi/L
with CH were measured at the second stage of the sampling using RAD7 and Corentium Pro Continuous
Radon Monitors (CRMs). Nationally certified radon sampling professionals led by one such professional
from the UPRM conducted confirmatary sampling in the second stage. Also, during the study, the
nationally certified radon mitigation professionals inspected several homes with elevated indoor radon
levels.

Mapping radon in Puerto Rico proved to be a complicated endeavor given the COVID-19 pandemic in
2020. EPA and UPRM continue to work on the project, hawever, results have not been finalized, and no
scientific report has been published yet. Unfortunately, EPA cannot share preliminary data at this time
because it contains privileged information. Nevertheless, preliminary data from the study does show
homes with levels over 4 pCi/L (EPA Action Level) that might need mitigation to protect the health of their
inhabitants.

Although many states have developed laws and regulations governing radon disclosure, certification,
and ion, Puerto Rico lacks legi mandatory radon testing provisions for new construction,
remodeling, selling or buying homes. Given this loophole and aiming to answer your request, the EPA
can provide information an Best Management Practices for sampling indoor radon in Puerta Rico.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The proposed project will consist of improving access from the "El Cerro" community to the
Naranjito Urban Center and the essential services in case of an emergency. In this community,
several accesses were identified that urgently need to be repaired due to existing limitations
and conditions. Currently, the community faces great challenges whenever they request

emergency services such as ambulances and emergency management due to the difficult access.

The proposed project contemplates several improvements to the physical infrastructure of the
community, given its deterioration and its informal development. An impact on the water utility
infrastructure is not contemplated at this stage, except for the repair of sanitary and drinking

water pipes where access improvements occur.

With regards to the electrical infrastructure, some elements will have to change, specifically,
some poles that could be invading the right of way (sidewalks), to comply with the parameters
of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). In addition, solar public lights will be installed,

to offer lighting, security, and resilience to the environment.

The Project proposed for this community consists of rehabilitation and improvements

to the existing infrastructure in general, thus avoiding the creation of suburbs.

The scope of this project includes:

Reconstruction of sidewalks, curbs, and gutters

Asphalt Paving Improvements (where applicable), and MOT (Maintenance of Traffic)
Reconstruction of alleys and stairs

Implement ADA-compliant ramps

Elimination of any architectural barriers that can affect people with disabilities

Handrails for pedestrian safety, where necessary

Repair of walls and/or fences in "Cyclone Fence" for pedestrian safety

Repair of sanitary and drinking water pipes where access improvements occur, meaning
alleys where necessary
