Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]: The Center for Collaboration, 
Knowledge, Ideas and Innovation (CCKII) will be in a two-story building located in the Manatí Traditional 
Urban Center. The building that will house this enterprise is eligible for inclusion in the National Register 



 

 

of Historic Places (NRHP) and is in the Puerto Rico State Historic Preservation Office (PRSHPO) Manati 
Traditional Urban Center (TUC). It is locally listed as the Manatí Historic Zone by the Puerto Rico Planning 
Board (PRPB) (JPH-2) and was formerly known as the Café Central Hotel. Built with rubble-brick masonry 
during the late years of the 19th century by Don Pedro Zorrilla, father to Enrique Zorrilla, a local 
businessman and poet. Originally it sheltered his home and business, and, later, the Hotel Café Central. 
The building has also been used as a travel agency, a beauty parlor, a shoe store (Almacenes González), 
and a tattoo parlor, among others. The property was severely impacted by the winds and rain of 
Hurricane María, especially the second level where the existing metal panel roof collapsed. This 
structural failure has continually allowed rain to enter the building. 
The building will be rehabilitated following “The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for the Treatment 
of Historic Properties with Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings” (36 CFR Part 68) (SOI’s 
Standards), to provide the required spaces for the new building program, improve accessibility, and 
ensure overall health, safety, and welfare. The Innovation Center will provide an environment where 
people can gain the skills required to succeed in today’s challenging world. The visitors will find a lounge 
style e-office with diverse individual and small group stations. The facilities will have high-speed Wi-Fi, 
technological and telecommunications infrastructure.

The project is located within an “attainment” area. 
According to the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency's (USEPA) Online Green Book, the closest non-
attainment area is the municipality of Toa Baja, which is 
in Non-attainment status for SO2 1-hr (2010 standard). 
This area is located approx. 87,074ft from the project 
site. There will be no increase of emissions due to 
population density increase or the construction of 
facilities that may generate emissions. The activities 
may result in unwanted dust, incidental to construction 
activities. Due to the scale of activities, this can be 
assumed to be below the minimis levels, and the 
project does not constitute a major source of air 
pollution. The project is in compliance with the Clean 
Air Act.

 The Project site is not located in a Coastal Zone, it is 
more than 1.81 miles from the CZ as established by the 
PRPB. The scope of application or jurisdiction of the 
Coastal Zone Management Program is defined as one 
kilometer (1 km) strip inland, as well as additional 
distances to include key coastal natural systems. The 
marine component of the coastal zone three (3) 
nautical leagues (9 nautical miles or 10.35 statute 
miles), the ocean floor below them as well as all the 
islands and keys within the territorial waters. The 
proposed project does not affect a coastal zone as 
defined in the Coastal Zone Management Document.

Contamination and Toxic 
Substances

The subject and adjacent properties are free of 
hazardous materials, contamination, toxic chemicals, 
gases, and radioactive substances which could affect 
the health or safety of occupants or conflict with the 
intended use of the subject property. The proposed 
action will occur on existing buildings, sidewalks, 
streets, and neighborhoods built over 40 years ago. The 
NEPAssist Website was used to identify known EPA 
Facilities that may be sources of contamination within 
a one-mile radius. There are 17 records within the 3,000 
ft search radius. These are mostly Hazardous Waste 
generators, with other facilities including Toxic Release 
Inventory and Wastewater. There are no sites in the 
Superfund National Priorities or CERCLA List, no 
landfills, brownfields or other sites that could affect the 
project development or proposed use.  

 The Río Grande de Manatí located more than 500 feet 
west of the proposed site is on the 303(d) list for 
impaired waters, according to data from the EPA’s 
Enforcement and Compliance History Online (ECHO). 
Since the activities associated with the proposed 
project will not require use of the river water, nor will 
the activities require dewatering or continuous 
discharges to the stormwater system, the surface water 
body is not a concern for the development of the 
project.  

None of the identified sites within the one-mile radius 
are of concern for the development or proposed use of 
the project. The main reason for not being of concern is 
that the project will impact exiting sidewalks and 
streets, no major excavations will be required, and no 
new development are necessary. Also, the project does 
not propose development, construction, or 
rehabilitation that will increase residential densities. 
Thus, no further analysis is required. Both ACM and LBP 
materials were found on the property. Abatement 
activities will be required prior to construction.  

A site visit was conducted on 6/9/2023. The findings of 
the site visit show the surrounding area is clean and no 
evidence of hazardous materials or conditions are 
present. The area is predominantly residential and 
commercial. No presence of unique or natural 



 

 

resources or active USTs. The property has been vacant 
for more than 10 years.   

Radon was determined to be a low risk for this project. 
As part of the evaluation for this determination, PRDOH 
sent information requests to six (6) local agencies at the 
state and federal levels. We received responses from 
the following agencies  

• United States Geological Survey; 

• Centers for Disease Control and Prevention; 

• Puerto Rico Department of Health; and 

• United States Environmental Protection Agency 

The agencies above confirmed the lack of scientific data 
on radon testing; therefore, radon testing is impractical 
and infeasible.

The nearest critical habitat is 33,385ft from the project 
site. The RE determines that the proposal will have “no 
effect” on federally protected (listed or proposed) 
Threatened or Endangered Species. Per the Official 
Species List from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
(USFWS) Information for Planning and Consultation 
(IPaC) website, the Puerto Rican Boa can be found but 
there are no critical habitats at this location. Project will 
have no potential to affect species or habitats due to 
the nature of the activities involved in the project. If a 
Puerto Rican Boa is encountered, work will cease until 
it moves off the site or, failing that, the USFWS will be 
notified to relocate the Boa. There will be no impact to 
the habitat of this species. A self-Certification was 
obtained. See Attachments 7A-B for USFWS analysis 
and IPaC approved report.  

Explosive and Flammable Hazards

The project is located at an Acceptable Separation 
Distance (ASD) from any above-ground explosive or 
flammable fuels or chemicals containers according to 
24 CFR 51C. While the project will provide housing 
opportunities and livability, the project does not involve 
the development, construction, or rehabilitation that 
will increase residential density or conversion. There 
will be one fully compliant emergency power generator 
onsite. Examination of aerial views and street views 
show no above ground storage tanks within the 
acceptable separation distance that would not be 
blocked by intervening public infrastructure. Thus, the 



 

 

project is in compliance with explosive and flammable 
hazard requirements.

The project does not require compliance with 8-step 
decision-making at 24 CFR Part 55.20 or the 5-step 
decision-making at 24 CFR 55.12(a). The proposed 
action is located outside of flood-prone areas and 
floodways. Floodplain management was analyzed using 
the best available information including the Flood 
Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) and Advisory Base Flood 
Elevation (ABFE) maps. The PFIRM has not been 
developed for the Municipality of Manti. The horizontal 
extent of the floodplain includes the 100-year 
floodplain (1% annual chance) and 500-year floodplain 
(0.2 percent-annual chance) based on FEMA maps. The 
project site is located 346.06 meters from the closest 
ABFE flood zone. Therefore, the project is in compliance 
with executive order 11988.

Furthermore, the project consists of activities that are 
unlikely to have an adverse impact on groundwater 
resources. The project is in compliance with Sole Source 
Aquifer requirements.

Since the 
proposed project is not in these municipalities, there 
will be no impact to Wild and Scenic Rivers and comply 
with Wild and Scenic rivers Act of 1968.

Summary of Findings and Conclusions:   During the site visit, data was collected to support the 
Environmental Review Record (ERR) process, ensuring compliance with the National Environmental 
Policy Act (NEPA) and other applicable regulations. Key areas of focus included identifying potential 
environmental impacts, evaluating the proximity to sensitive natural resources, and documenting 
existing land use. All properties are in urban land. No evidence of hazardous materials, contamination, 
toxic chemicals and gases, or radioactive substances were observed during the site inspection. In 
addition, there were no storage tanks, drums, distressed vegetation or other visible evidence of 
contamination found during the inspection. The project is not expected to have an impact on the natural 
or human environment, and the project area was found to be free of potential environmental concerns 
such as wetlands and endangered species habitat. The gathered data confirmed that the proposed 
project qualifies for a categorical exclusion, as it does not involve activities that could significantly alter 
the physical or environmental landscape.

Re: Justification for the Infeasibility and Impracticability of Radon Testing 

After reviewing Application Number PR-CRP-000774 under the City Revitalization Program 

(CRP), administered by the Puerto Rico Department of Housing (PRDOH), to complete the 

property’s contamination analysis in accordance with 24 C.F.R. § 50.3(i) and 24 C.F.R. § 

58.5(i), we have determined that testing the property’s radon levels is infeasible and 

impracticable. 

Per the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s (HUD) CPD Notice 23-103, 

the recommended best practices and alternative options for radon testing are infeasible 

and impracticable in this case due to the following reasons 

• As required by the CPD Notice 23-103, the scientific data reviewed in lieu of 

testing must consist of a minimum of ten documented test results over the previous 

ten years. If there are less than ten documented results over this period, it is 

understood that there is a lack of scientific data. The latest report for radon testing 

in Puerto Rico was prepared in 1995 by the U.S. Department of the Interior in 

Cooperation with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. No other completed 

studies and reports on radon testing are available in Puerto Rico. 

  

• There is no available science-based or state-generated information for Puerto 

Rico for the last ten years that can be used to determine whether the project site 

is in a high-risk area. The Department of Health and Human Services, Centers for 

Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), National Environmental Public Health 

Tracking, and Radon Testing map do not include Puerto Rico data.

• There are only two (2) licensed professionals in Puerto Rico who can conduct 

radon testing using the American National Standards Institute/American 

Association of Radon Scientists and Technologists (ANSI/AARST) testing standards, 

which makes it difficult, time-consuming, and highly expensive to coordinate and 

secure a site visit for the contamination evaluation. 

 

• Do-it-yourself (DIY) radon test kits are known to be unreliable in assuring and 

controlling the quality of the test results; they are not readily available in Puerto 

Rico, and the cost and time required for purchasing and sending them for analysis 

are unreasonable when weighed against the results’ reliability and the need for 

prompt results. 

• Local authorities in Puerto Rico do not have the specialized radon monitoring 

equipment or trained staff needed to conduct the radon testing analysis and 

ensure proper quality control and quality assurance practices are adhered to. We 

also do not have a radiation laboratory certified for radon testing.   

 

• The project site has remained historically vacant, with no prior residential, 

commercial, or industrial use, reducing the likelihood of radon accumulation or 

exposure risk from previous activities. 

As part of the evaluation for this determination, PRDOH sent information requests to six (6) 

local agencies at the state and federal levels.  We received responses from the following 

agencies:  

• United States Geological Survey; 

• Centers for Disease Control and Prevention; 

• Puerto Rico Department of Health; and 

• United States Environmental Protection Agency. 

  

The agencies mentioned above confirmed the lack of scientific data on Radon testing 

for Puerto Rico and the technical difficulties that we face to comply with HUD’s Radon 

testing requirement. For the above-mentioned reasons, Radon testing is infeasible and 

impracticable for this property, and no further consideration of Radon is needed for the 

environmental review.

Recovery (CDBG-DR) funds financed by the federal Department of Housing and Urban 

Development due to damage received by the 2017 Hurricanes Irma and Maria. The Puerto Rico 

Department of Housing (PRDOH) has established an Agreement between PRDOH and the 

Municipality of Manatí for the City Revitalization Program (CRP) as part of the CDBG-DR. 

The Center for Collaboration, Knowledge, Ideas and Innovation (CCKII) will be in a two-

story building located in the Manatí Traditional Urban Center (TUC).  The building that will house 

this enterprise is eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP).    It is 

locally listed as the Manatí Historic Zone by the Puerto Rico Planning Board (PRPB) (JPH-2) and 

was formerly known as the Café Central Hotel. It was built with rubble-brick masonry during the 

late years of the 19th century by Don Pedro Zorrilla, father to Enrique Zorrilla, a local businessman 

and poet.  Originally it sheltered his home and business, and, later, the Hotel Café Central.  The 

building has also been used as a travel agency, a beauty parlor, a shoe store (Almacenes González), 

and a tattoo parlor, among others.  The property was severely impacted by the winds and rain of 

Hurricane María, especially the second level where the existing metal panel roof collapsed.  This 

structural failure has continually allowed rain to enter the building. 

The building will be rehabilitated following “The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for 

the Treatment of Historic Properties with Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings” (36 

CFR Part 68) (SOI’s Standards), to provide the required spaces for the new building program, 

improve accessibility, and ensure overall health, safety, and welfare. The Innovation Center will 

provide an environment where people can gain the skills required to succeed in today’s challenging 

world. The visitors will find a lounge style e-office with diverse individual and small group 

stations. The facilities will have high-speed Wi-Fi, technological and telecommunications 

infrastructure.  A formal consultation with the PRSHPO was prepared for the project in compliance 

with Stipulation II.A.4 of the Section 106 Programmatic Agreement1 (PA) as amended in the form 

of an Effect Determination Form (EDF). PRSHPO, in a letter dated April 1, 2025, concurred with 

a finding of No Adverse Effect for this undertaking provided the condition to implement an

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archaeological monitoring plan during ground-disturbing activities including demolition and 

construction (see Appendix A). This monitoring plan is based on the Archaeological Monitoring 

Work Plan Template developed by Archaeologist Sharon Meléndez Ortiz, Horne PR, 2023. 

The following description of the direct and indirect APE is a summary of the information 

presented in the NHPA Section 106 EDF entitled Rehabilitación de Estructura Existente para 

Facilidad de Colaboración, Conocimiento, Ideas e Innovación (Antes Hotel Café Central) (PR-

CRP-000774) completed 12/26/2024. The Program has determined that the direct APE for this 

project is the building site, which is 0.11 acres (422m²/4550ft²) and is almost completely occupied 

by the building footprint. The site is approximately 45 feet on the east/west axis and 110 feet on 

the north/south axis (Figure 1).  The staging area for the project is located in the Municipal Public 

Works Department on Road number 685. Located east of the historic cemetery of Manatí, this area 

has been previously impacted by heavy machinery and trucks associated by its use as a warehouse 

facility for equipment, machinery and materials related to municipal public works and upkeep. 

The staging area is approximately 0.57 acres (2,311.59 m²/24,885.00 ft²).  This area will not be 

impacted by excavations. It will serve as temporary material storage, employee parking, 

temporary construction office placement, and similar construction related activities.  The indirect 

or visual APE is the viewshed of the proposed project and staging area, which has been defined as 

the properties surrounding the building and immediate staging area context. The indirect APE of 

the project area is as follows: approximately 190 feet north, approximately 108 feet east, 

approximately 85 feet south, and approximately 115 feet west.

The plan is consistent with the Secretary of the Interior's (SOI) Guidelines for 

Archeological Documentation, the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation's (ACHP) 

recommendations on the recovery of significant information from archaeological sites, PR 

Regulation #8932 of the Council for Protection of the Puerto Rico Terrestrial Patrimony and PR 

Regulation #9233 of the OGPe (Puerto Rico Permits Management Office). The monitoring plan 

was prepared by archaeologist David Sherman, MA with ICF. A technical review of the 

monitoring plan was performed by archaeologist Karen Anderson-Córdova, PhD with Historical 

Compliance Consulting. Both archaeologists exceed the requirements set forth in 36 CFR Part 61. 

Description and Development of the APE 

The information in this section is a summary of the information presented in NHPA Section

Conocimiento, Ideas e Innovación (Antes Hotel Café Central) (PR-CRP-000774)” completed 

12/26/2024.  
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PHYSIOGRAPHIC REGION AND SOILS 

Manatí is located in the northern coastal plain, a geographic region that extends all along 

the northern coast of the island, from Aguadilla to the west to Luquillo to the east. Manatí is in the 

Humid Alluvial subregion, which consists of an extensive coastal plain interrupted by karst hills 

(mogotes).2  The Manatí urban core area where the proposed project is lies on a gently sloping 

upland plain on the east side of the Manatí River and its associated wetlands.  The APE is underlain 

by Quaternary to Late Tertiary-age blanket sands (QTbs), which were largely deposited long 

before the arrival of human populations to the island.  These deposits consist of up to 30 feet of 

ferruginous sand found between ridges of limestone. Manatí  is surrounded to the north, east and 

south by karst hills, and its soil is classified as urban land (Ul). Soils surrounding the Manatí urban 

area include Toa silty clay loam (To), 0 to 2% slopes, occasionally flooded; Rock outcrop-Tanamá 

complex (RtF), 12 to 60% slopes; and smaller areas of Almirante clay (AnB) and Coloso silty clay 

(Cn), 2 to 5% and 0 to 2%s slopes, respectively.  Although the urban soils have not been studied, 

they were traditionally used during the settlement of the town for the planting of home plots 

(huertos caseros) which did not require the use of equipment for the preparation of the soil.3  The 

topography, hydrography and soils in the project area indicate a high probability for the location 

of archaeological sites.

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Description of Proposed Project 

The information in this section is a summary of the information presented in NHPA Section 

106 EDF entitled “Rehabilitación de Estructura Existente para Facilidad de Colaboración, 

Conocimiento, Ideas e Innovación (Antes Hotel Café Central) (PR-CRP-000774)” completed on 

12/26/2024.  

The proposed undertaking consists of the construction of the Center for Collaboration, 

Knowledge, Ideas and Innovation (CCKII) in a two-story building located in the Manatí 

Traditional Urban Center. The building that will house this enterprise is eligible for inclusion in 

the NNRHP and is in the PRSHPO Manatí TUC.  The property was severely impacted by the 

winds and rain of Hurricane María, especially the second level where the existing metal panel roof 

collapsed. This structural failure has continually allowed rain to enter the building.  

The proposed rehabilitation scope of work includes repairs to masonry and concrete 

structures and façade elements, removal of lead and asbestos containing materials, removal of 

debris and other materials, and interior improvements to accommodate the proposed uses. The 

scope also includes building a new roof, interior and exterior vertical circulation elements, ADA 

improvements, and addition of bathrooms.  

Ground disturbances will be kept to a minimum. Excavations for footings, if required, will 

be limited to around two (2) feet from existing floor levels and within the building perimeter 

(Figure 2). There will be no ground disturbances outside the building footprint. The concrete floor 

of the northeast quadrant of the building, where the basement4 is located (Figure 3), will be 

demolished, the basement will be cleaned of debris, the pipes protruding from the walls will be 

capped, the basement will be filled, a new slab on grade will be poured in place. This new floor 

will have several levels to accommodate an ADA accessible route from the Main Entry to all of 

the interior spaces.

Removals 

 

The presence of lead-based paints and the advanced decomposition state of all wood 

materials warrants that these be removed and properly disposed of. This action includes the 

removal of the roof and the wood floors on the second level. See attached document with an  
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assessment of wood elements, and the lead and asbestos reports prepared for the building. 

On the first floor, the recently added CMU and drywall partitions will be removed, along 

with the steel structure creating the mezzanine. Finally, as a safety precaution, the northern half of 

the east wall balcony will need to be demolished. The guardrail balusters from this balcony 

segment shall be salvaged for use in replacing missing or damaged ones in the remaining segments. 

Other minor elements and debris, like modern ceiling systems, drywall studs, mirrors 

attached to columns, and the like, will be detached and removed from the building. 

Repairs 

The remaining masonry walls and architectural features will be repaired following the 

recommendations of the SOI’s Standards and other materials preservation guidelines. Existing 

hydraulic tile floors shall be cleaned, polished, and repaired to the extent possible. Where broken 

or missing tiles are found, new architectural concrete will be used to infill. Finally, a sealing and 

polishing process will preserve the restored floor and additional materials.  

Additions 

The rehabilitated building will require new additions to address safety, accessibility, 

programmatic requirements, interior circulation, and sustainability concerns. The removal of all 

wood elements and structures will allow for new programmatic areas to be incorporated. A new 

atrium and entrance will be accommodated in the northeast quadrant of the building to provide 

interior vertical circulation. Likewise, a small, limited use-limited application (LULA) elevator 

will be added to provide an accessible means to the second floor. Some second story floors will be 

added using lightweight steel to add circulation and habitable spaces. Finally, a new insulated roof 

will be constructed from lightweight steel members. 

Ground Disturbing Activities 

Although the Scope anticipates minimum ground disturbance limited to the building 

footprint, the following activities that have the potential to affect historic archaeological 

resources:  
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1. The structure located in the northeast quadrant of the building was originally thought to

be a basement, it is most probably an old cistern. This statement is based on the historic

nature of this building (late 19th to early 20th century), the location, depth of 151 inches

(12 feet 7 inches), and the existing piping system, supported by previous studies of

similar buildings.  Further historical and archaeological investigations will be needed to

confirm this, as discussed below.

2. The elevator to be installed will require subsurface excavations to a depth of 7 feet 8

inches.

3. The addition of bathrooms, as well as electrical and plumbing improvements also have

the potential of ground disturbance, the depth is 3 to 5 feet deep.

Although this undertaking as proposed does not involve extensive land disturbing activities and 

is limited to the building’s footprint, the potential for the location of historic archaeological 

resources associated with the historic use of the area and building is high. Intact deposits such as 

trash pits, privies, and structural remains of previous buildings have been documented in at least 

one area within the historic urban core of Manatí, and previous Phase I surveys have pointed out 

the sensitivity of the area for the location of archaeological resources. In the case of this building 

rehabilitation project, the nature of the architectural element in the northeast quadrant, which 

potentially represents an old cistern, needs to be determined, and documented prior to filling it 

in. Alternatives for filling material should considered. Historically, cisterns no longer in use, are 

known to have been the repository of a variety of archaeological materials such as ceramics, 

glass, metal, and faunal materials, etc., that can provide information about the inhabitants’ use of 

the building through time.   
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Archaeological Evaluation and Monitoring Procedure 

The objectives of this archaeological monitoring plan are: (1) to establish measures to 

prevent direct adverse effects on historic properties; (2) to establish the protocol to be 

followed by the monitor and construction crew before, during, and after construction; (3) to 

establish the protocol to be followed in the event of an inadvertent discovery of archaeological 

resources; (4) to establish the protocol to be followed in the event of an inadvertent discovery 

of human remains; (5) to outline the documentation required and relevant timelines for 

deliverables; and lastly (6) to ensure the protection of cultural resources throughout the 

proposed scope of work.  

The monitoring activities are divided into three groups: activities before the project 

begins, activities during construction, and post-construction activities. Monitoring is limited 

to ground-disturbing activities such as the demolition and new construction activities defined 

in the previous section and the design plans. Those activities that do not require ground 

disturbance do not require an archaeological monitor. The monitor shall not defer their 

monitoring responsibilities to any other person who does not meet the minimum professional 

qualifications outlined in the Professional Qualifications section. 

The background research on historic properties within the direct APE suggests that there 

may be potential for prehistoric and historic archaeological resources within the APE. The 

APE includes an NRHP eligible building that was constructed during the late nineteenth 

century.  The presumed cistern below the building may contribute to its NRHP eligibility 

status.  Methods of construction and design may be preserved.  Additionally, the presumed 

cistern may harbor archaeological deposits that represent the building’s uses during the late 

nineteenth to early twentieth century as a warehouse, hotel, and residence. Potential historic 

artifacts related to this period include glass, metal, ceramics and faunal remains (shell, bone, 

etc.) may be buried under modern debris in the presumed cistern.  

The immediate topography of the APE, the proximity of the Rio Gande de Manatí , and 

associated wetlands would have made it attractive to prehistoric populations.  These 

observations, along with the density of recorded archaeological sites in the municipality suggest 

the APE is within an archaeological high probability area. However, the APE is underlain by 

Tertiary to late Quaternary age blanket sands that were likely deposited long before human  
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populations began to occupy the island.  The soils within the APE are mapped as Urban land 

and no data is available.  However, the soils mapped nearby tend to be shallow to rock and are 

unlikely to have aggraded significantly since the advent of human occupation in Manatí.   For 

this reason, the potential for deeply buried prehistoric archaeological resources is considered 

low.   Likewise, previous impact to the APE stemming from construction of the subject building 

indicated that the potential for shallowly buried prehistoric archaeological resources is also low.   

The APE is within the Manatí TUC and is locally listed as the Manatí Historic Zone by 

the Puerto Rico Planning Board (PRPB) (JPH-2).  The building within the APE is NRHP eligible 

and is representative of rubble brick construction techniques used during the nineteenth century.   

For these reasons, the APE is thought to possess a high potential to harbor archaeological 

deposits representative of the period of significance for the building which extends from the late 

nineteenth to the early twentieth century and coincides with the fluorescence of Manatí  when 

the subject building was utilized as a business and residence of Don Pedro Zorrilla and later as 

the Café Hotel.  The APE also has the potential to harbor historic archaeological deposits that 

predate the subject building. 

Although limited ground disturbance is anticipated, the following activities have the 

potential to affect historic archaeological resources and are subject to archaeological monitoring:  

 

1. The structure located in the northeast quadrant of the building was originally thought to 

be a basement, it is most probably an old cistern.  Further historical and archaeological 

investigations will be needed to confirm this.  

2. The elevator to be installed will require subsurface excavations to a depth of 7 feet 8 

inches. 

3. The addition of bathrooms, as well as electrical and plumbing improvements also have 

the potential of ground disturbance, the depth is 3 to 5 feet deep. 

 

 It is important to distinguish between the treatment of expected finds (for which the plan 

is being implemented) and unanticipated historically significant archaeological resources. 

Expected finds for this project include architectural remains relevant to understanding how the 

presumed cistern was constructed and operated as well as refuse deposited after the building’s  
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period of significance through the modern era. If encountered, expected finds will be documented 

immediately and then follow the course of the project without triggering consultation with 

PRSHPO. 

During removal of materials that post-date the buildings period of significance, special 

consideration will be given to any intact architectural remains encountered that represent the 

presumed cistern to avoid impact. Any architectural remains identified will be fully exposed, 

architecturally assessed and described in detail.  These remains will also be photographed as well 

as drawn in plan and profile, prior to construction. The use of lidar to map the cistern, if 

appropriate, is also recommended.  

Unanticipated finds of historically significant archaeological resources for this project 

include the discovery of materials representative of the building’s use during its period of 

significance extending from the late nineteenth to early twentieth century, a buried prehistoric 

archaeological deposit, remains of previous historic structures and any associated features such as 

privies or old foundations,. At the discretion of the SOIQ archaeologist, limited screened shovel 

testing may be conducted within the presumed cistern once modern materials have been removed 

to confirm the presence of a significant archaeological deposit.  If encountered, the treatment of 

historically significant finds shall follow the inadvertent discovery plan process outlined in bullet 

6 of the During Demolition and Construction section.   

 

Before Construction Begins 

1. The Municipality and Construction Manager (CM) will notify the Project Manager 

(PM), Grant Manager (GM), and SOI-qualified archaeological monitor (monitor) of 

the proposed activities' start date. The PM is responsible for coordination between 

the CM and monitor. The GM shall notify the PRSHPO of the start date of the 

project and of the archaeologist who will be conducting the monitoring. 

2. Before any demolition or construction begins, the Municipality, PM, CM, GM, and 

monitor will have a kickoff meeting to discuss the procedure for archaeological 

monitoring, including the coordination protocol between the monitor and the CM. 

The monitor will provide an orientation on the area's cultural resources and their 

proper treatment. The monitor will also explain which project activities require 
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archaeological monitoring. 

3. The Municipality, CM, PM, and construction crew will complete and sign a 

statement outlining the activities that may not be performed without the 

monitor's presence, demonstrating their understanding and commitment to 

following the archaeological monitoring procedures. 

4. The CM will ensure that all personnel in the field are aware that the monitor can 

provide instructions directly to the construction field crew personnel concerning 

how to proceed when there is the potential to impact an archaeological resource. 

The construction field personnel will abide by these requests’ examples of which 

include excavating slowly, stopping the excavation to evaluate a finding, etc. 

 

During Demolition and Construction 

1. The monitor shall be in the field during all project activities involving demolition and 

construction with full access and clear sightlines to all demolition and construction 

activities. If ground-disturbing work is conducted in multiple locations 

simultaneously, then a monitor shall be present at each site. Therefore, the number 

of monitors required in the field will vary based on the number of locations where 

ground-disturbing work is occurring. 

2. The monitor shall provide instructions directly to the construction field 

personnel concerning how to proceed when there is the potential to impact an 

archaeological resource. The construction field personnel shall abide by these 

requests and exercise caution when excavating in areas that may contain buried 

archaeological resources. 

3. The Monitor shall keep a record of monitored activities. The monitor shall fill out 

the Daily Record of Activities Form (see Appendix B). These forms shall be sent 

weekly to the GM for review and will be included in the final report. 

4. After the demolition and removal of surfaces, the Monitor shall document any 

exposed subsurface feature and shall complete a scale plan drawing. The amount, 

size, and placement of excavation units needed to document the features, if any, 

shall depend on the size and complexity of the feature being documented. If  
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necessary to understand the context of the identified resource, the monitor should  

conduct archival research of primary sources (like previous project files, 

newspapers, journals), cartographic sources, and historical images. 

5. The monitor shall document all other archaeological remains identified during 

construction activities, except for previously unidentified historically significant 

findings. The documentation shall include a detailed description of the discovery, 

context, horizontal and vertical provenience, photos, and a plan drawing. This 

documentation shall be done within a reasonable amount of time, trying not to 

impact on the project schedule as much as possible. 

6. If historically significant archaeological materials are encountered, per stipulations 

III.B.1.a. and III.B.1.b of the PA, an inadvertent discovery plan shall be 

implemented and the monitor shall instruct the construction crew to immediately 

cease work within the vicinity of the inadvertent discovery; take all reasonable 

measures to avoid or minimize harm to the property; notify the Municipality, PM, 

CM, and GM of which the GM shall immediately notify the PRSHPO; and adhere 

to the following protocol: 

i. The monitor shall make a preliminary assessment in an Inadvertent 

Discovery Report. The assessment shall include a description of the 

discovery, location, horizontal and vertical extent (if known), context, 

photographs, and drawings including a site plan. Additionally, the 

assessment shall include an NRHP-eligibility determination. Lastly, the 

assessment shall also implement a work plan for continuing construction 

in recognition of the inadvertent discovery. 

ii. The Inadvertent Discovery Report shall be submitted via email to the PM 

and GM within 24 hours of the discovery. Construction shall not continue 

in the vicinity of the inadvertent discovery until the following steps have 

been completed and the PRSHPO has concurred with the NRHP-eligibility 

determination.   

1. The GM shall notify the PRSHPO of the NRHP-eligibility 

determination. If the finding is not eligible to the NRHP, the GM 
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shall notify 

the PRSHPO and provide supporting documentation. 

Construction activities may resume under archaeological 

monitoring unless the PRSHPO disagrees with the NRHP 

determination and makes a timely objection within 48 hours of 

notification. 

2. If the finding is eligible to the NRHP, the criteria of adverse 

effect shall be applied. If the project activities do not adversely 

affect the finding, the GM shall notify the PRSHPO and provide 

supporting documentation. Construction activities may resume 

under archaeological monitoring unless the PRSHPO makes a 

timely objection within 48 hours of the notification. 

3. If the project activities have an adverse effect on the NRHP-

eligible finding, a data recovery plan will be implemented as a 

treatment measure per Appendix F.H of the PA. The monitor 

shall develop a data recovery plan with a research design 

consistent with the Secretary of the Interior's Guidelines for 

Archeological Documentation (NPS 1983) and the Advisory 

Council on Historic Preservation's (ACHP 2009) recommendations 

on the recovery of significant information from archaeological 

sites. The data recovery plan and research design shall be submitted 

to the GM for comments, who after review shall submit the plan to 

the PRSHPO for comments and approval. The PRSHPO shall have 

two weeks to comment on the data recovery plan. This treatment 

measure does not apply to burials or human remains. 

4. PRDOH in consultation with the PM, GM and Municipality shall 

determine a specific plan for the curation of artifacts as well as field 

and laboratory records in accordance with the provisions of 36 CFR 

Part 79, per stipulation III.C.2.a. of the PA. 

7. If any additional construction activities are added or design changes are made after 

the project has begun, the Municipality, CM and PM shall inform the GM and the  
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monitor prior to performing the work. The monitor, in conjunction with GM, shall  

evaluate these activities and apply the adverse effect criteria. If it is determined that 

the effect is adverse, the monitor will provide recommendations on how to avoid, 

minimize, or mitigate the adverse effect. These recommendations will be consulted 

with the PRSHPO prior to implementation. The PRSHPO will have fifteen days to 

comment on the recommendations. If no communication is received within that time 

frame it will be assumed that the PRSHPO has no objection and concurs with the 

recommendations outlined. 

8. If during construction activities a known historic property is affected in an 

unanticipated manner, the CM shall stop work immediately, and inform the 

Municipality, PM, GM. The monitor, in conjunction with GM, shall evaluate the 

unanticipated effects and apply the adverse effect criteria within no more than 24 

hours. If the effect is determined to be adverse, the monitor and GM will provide 

recommendations on how to avoid, minimize, or mitigate such adverse effects. 

The GM shall consult with the PRSHPO prior to implementation. The PRSHPO 

will have 48 hours to comment on the recommendations. If no communication is 

received within that timeframe, it will be understood that the PRSHPO has no 

objection and concurs with the recommendations outlined. 

 

After Construction Ends 

1. Upon the completion of archaeological monitoring, the Municipality, PM and 

GM shall be notified. The PM shall be responsible for submitting the last 

weekly report to the GM, who after review will forward it to the PRSHPO. 

2. A technical report shall be prepared detailing monitored construction activities, 

documentation for archaeological features or other findings, location of temporary 

curatorial repository for any artifacts, and analysis and interpretation of the results. 

The report must include visual information, such as drawings, photographs, an 

overview map of the APE with all archaeological resources encountered plotted 

on the map to scale, and sketch maps of any archaeological features. The report 

shall be submitted to the GM no later than four to eight weeks after completing  
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the archaeological monitoring work. The GM shall submit the report to the  

PRSHPO no later than one (1) week after receiving it. 

 

Human Remains 

If any member of the construction team believes an inadvertent discovery involving 

possible human remains has occurred, they shall call a stop work in the immediate vicinity and 

notify the monitor. The archaeological monitor must adhere to the following protocol: 

1. Stop work immediately.  

2. Project personnel should not take photographs of potential remains and 

the remains should be treated with dignity and respect, left in situ and 

protected from further disturbance or harm. 

3. Per stipulation III.B.1.a. and III.B.1.b of the PA, the monitor shall 

immediately notify the local law enforcement office and the coroner/ 

medical examiner, following applicable Commonwealth statute(s).  

4. The monitor shall notify the GM who in turn shall notify the PRSHPO 

within 24 hours of identifying human remains. 

5. The coroner or law enforcement office will make the official ruling on the 

nature of whether the remains are forensic or archaeological.  

6. If the remains are determined to be archaeological and native to Puerto Rico, 

then per stipulation III.B.1.d.iii. of the PA, subsequent actions concerning the 

remains shall follow the guidelines outlined in the ACHP’s Policy Statement 

Regarding the Treatment of Burial Sites, Human Remains, and Funerary 

Objects (ACHP 2023). 

7. The decision concerning whether to mitigate potential impacts to the remains 

by avoidance, or whether to disinter the remains for reinterment in a new 

location shall be made by the GM in consultation with the PRSHPO and shall 

be consistent with all applicable state statutes and regulations. 

8. Construction shall not continue in the area around the human remains as 

determined by the archaeological monitor until a determination from the GM  
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and PRSHPO has been made and the plan has been executed on-site by the 

archaeological monitor. 

 

Summary of Anticipated Products 

Daily Monitoring Record of Activities Form – This form should include a description of daily 

tasks completed including but not limited to demolition activities, construction activities, and their 

results. It should be completed daily and compiled weekly for submission to the PM and GM for 

review. 

 

Inadvertent Discovery Report – This report should include identification of any historically 

significant findings, their location, a detailed description, context, provenience, photos, to-scale 

plan drawing, the integrity and importance of the findings, and clear recommendations for 

eligibility status. This shall be submitted to the PM and GM within 48 hours of the inadvertent 

discovery.  

 

Archaeological Monitoring Plan Final Report – The final report will include the following sections 

at a minimum: Introduction, Methods, Results, Discussion, and Conclusion. Additionally, the 

report shall include any relevant photographs of artifacts, features, fieldwork and any relevant 

maps that show the location of any archaeological resources encountered. Lastly, all fieldwork 

paperwork such as the Daily Record of Activities Forms, Weekly Reports, and Inadvertent 

Discovery Reports shall be included and the results summarized in the report. The final report shall 

be submitted to the PM and GM no later than four to eight weeks after completion of the 

archaeological monitoring work. The GM shall review the report and submit it to the PRSHPO no 

later than one week after receiving it. 

 

Professional Qualifications 

The monitor must meet the minimum Secretary of the Interior Professional 

Qualifications Standards for Archaeology established in 36 CFR Part 61 (NPS 1983). These are: 

a graduate degree in archaeology, anthropology, or closely related field; at least one (1) year 

of full-time professional experience or equivalent specialized training in archaeological 
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research, 

administration, or management; at least four (4) months of supervised field and analytic 

experience in general Puerto Rican archaeology; the demonstrated ability to carry research to 

completion; and at least one (1) year of full-time professional experience at a supervisory level 

in the study of archaeological resources of the historic period.

We acknowledge receipt of your letter dated January 7, 2025 regarding the above
referenced project. After a careful review of the submitted documentation, specifically the
preferred design alternative for a box rib cladding façade (Alternative / Option 3), we are
providing the following comments:
1. The proposed Center for Collaboration, Knowledge, Ideas and Innovation constitutes a
new function that is compatible with that of the the former Hotel Café Central building.
However, in order to be placed in a new use, minimal changes to its character defining
features, site, and environment are recommended. As such, the removal of the historic
balcony segment and two historic window moldings in the west façade to emphasize the
center’s new entrance should be avoided. Instead, their preservation as distinctive features
of the building that evidence construction techniques and craftmanship is strongly
encouraged.
2.If the balcony segment may not be retained, preserved, and repaired considering its level
of severe deterioration, a replacement must match the existing in all visual qualities. There
are no missing features, so the available physical and documentary may facilitate said
approach.
3. Regarding the box rib cladding over the existing we are concerned if and how this exterior
alteration over the original fabric has the potential to gradually and irreversibly deteriorate an
essential character-defining feature of the property when removed.
While the proposed interior rehabilitation complies with the Secretary of the Interior’s
“Standards for Rehabilitation” and your condition regarding an archaeological monitoring for
this undertaking seems adequate, the recommended box rib exterior cladding façade option
meets the criteria of adverse effect per 36 CFR 800.5 (a) (2) (i), (ii), (iv), and (v). Therefore,
the SHPO cannot concur with your finding of “no adverse effect” at this moment.
We encourage the agency to take into account our comments and continue consultation in
order to avoid adverse effects on historic properties. If you have any questions concerning
our comments, do not hesitate to contact Office.

On February 9, 2018, an allocation of Community Development Block Grant - Disaster Recovery 

(CDBG-DR) funds was approved by the United States Department of Housing and Urban 

Development (HUD) under the Federal Register Volume 83, No. 28, 83 FR 5844, to assist the 

Commonwealth of Puerto Rico in meeting unmet needs in the wake of Hurricanes Irma and Maria. 

On August 14, 2018, an additional $8.22 billion recovery allocation was allocated to Puerto Rico under 

the Federal Register Volume 83, No. 157, 83 FR 40314. With these funding allocations, the Puerto Rico 

Department of Housing (PRDOH) aims to lead a comprehensive and transparent recovery for the 

benefit of Puerto Rico residents. To faithfully comply with HUD's environmental requirements, 

PRDOH contracted Horne Federal, LLC (HORNE) to provide environmental records review services 

that will support their objectives for the CDBG-DR funds. 

 
On behalf of PRDOH, HORNE is submitting documentation for the proposed Rehabilitación de 

Estructura Existente para Facilidad de Colaboración, Conocimiento, Ideas e Innovación (Antes Hotel 

Café Central) project in the Manatí Traditional Urban Center. The Municipality of Manatí proposes to 

rehabilitate the former Café Central Hotel into an Innovation Center. The proposed scope of work 

includes repairs to masonry and concrete and façade elements, removal of lead and asbestos 

containing materials, removal of debris and other materials, and interior improvements to 

accommodate the proposed uses. The scope also includes building a new roof, interior and exterior 

vertical circulation elements, ADA improvements, and addition of bathrooms.  
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This project was previously submitted to the PRSHPO for Technical Assistance regarding structural 

condition studies (SHPO-CF-09-06-23-03) on September 6, 2023. On October 5, 2023, you responded 

that “SHPO believes a finding of “no adverse effect” would be adequate for the proposed activities.”  

On May 21, 2024, a Technical Assistance request regarding the proposed plans for the project, 

specifically the changes to the building’s entrance, was submitted (SHPO-CF-05-21-24-10). On June 

25, 2024, you responded “that the proposed project design does not fully comply with the Secretary 

of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation. We would like to propose a meeting to present the 

project in detail and thoroughly discuss alternatives that could avoid, minimize or mitigate potential 

adverse effects to the former Hotel Café Central Building.”  

In response, three design alternatives have been provided, with Option 3 being the recommended 

design option. Additionally, the designer conducted an updated Assessment Report to document 

the current state of the building, particularly focusing on the state of interior wood elements. The 

full scope of the project is described in the submitted documentation, which includes mapping, 

photographs, and the 90% design plans.  

Based on the documentation provided, the Program requests a concurrence with a determination 

that "No Adverse Effect" is appropriate for this undertaking, conditioned to archaeological 

monitoring during all ground-disturbing activities. Additionally, changes in scope that do not 

conform to allowances as outlined in Appendix B of the Programmatic Agreement will be submitted 

to the PRSHPO for additional consultation. If this condition is deemed appropriate, an archaeological 

monitoring plan will be prepared and submitted to the PRSHPO for review and concurrence of the 

appropriateness of its implementation for this undertaking.

business, and, later, the Hotel Café Central.  The building has also been used as a travel agency, a 
beauty parlor, a shoe store (Almacenes González), and a tattoo parlor, among others.  The property 
was severely impacted by the winds and rain of Hurricane María, especially the second level where the 
existing metal panel roof collapsed.  This structural failure has continually allowed rain to enter the 
building. 
 
The building will be rehabilitated following “The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for the Treatment of 
Historic Properties with Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings” (36 CFR Part 68) (SOI’s Standards), 
to provide the required spaces for the new building program, improve accessibility, and ensure overall 
health, safety, and welfare. The Innovation Center will provide an environment where people can gain 
the skills required to succeed in today’s challenging world. The visitors will find a lounge style e-office 
with diverse individual and small group stations. The facilities will have high-speed Wi-Fi, technological 
and telecommunications infrastructure. 

 
YEAR BUILT DETERMINATION  
 
Since no original plans or drawings of this building have been found, several primary and secondary 
sources have been used to establish a year in which it was built. A land registry study was prepared 
by Mr. Ivor Hernández, and found the earliest record of the property to be from 1915, when then 
mayor Don Delfín Suro granted ownership of the building the Doña Enriqueta Caballero de Zorrilla.  
 
The only other record related to this property referencing a “year built’, was the 1986 Inventory of 
Architectural Resources from the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) which stated the year built 
as 1890.

Following program guidance, we’re using the most conservative date as our Year Built scenario; 1890. 
 
HISTORY OF THE PROPERTY IN THE LAND REGISTRY   

The studied building is located in the historic urban center of the town of Manatí. The plot is located 
on "McKinley Street with a measure of 45.93 feet (14 meters) by said street and 98.43 feet (30 meters) 
by Celis Aguilera Street.  It is bordered on the north by the grounds of the Sons of Charity congregation 
of St. Vincent de Paul; on the south by the aforementioned McKinley Street; on the East with that of 
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Celis Aguilera; and on the west with the property of Ramón and Julia Rodríguez".2 The property 
contains a house built in masonry of two floors roofed in zinc that occupies almost all of the land. 
 
The plot under study is a segregation of farm 262, (Land Registry, Manatí f. 220, t.5). This farm was 
composed of "31 acres of land belonging to the town of Manatí since its foundation". According to 
the first inscription, the main estate was intended for the construction of public and private buildings, 
streets and squares.  
 
On December 22, 1915, the mayor Don Delfín Suro granted the ownership of the house to Mrs. 
Enriqueta Caballero vda. de Zorrilla, and the brothers don Enrique (industrialist), don Ángel, husband 
of Doña Ramona Delgado, as well as Don José and Doña Mercedes. The provision is made that the 
ownership of the plot was not granted. From 1917 the property was the subject of several mortgage 
transactions such as: Carlos Cortés, native of Barcelona, Spain, who acquired it as collateral for a 
debt (Second registration) which was paid off the following year.  
 
By 1918 the community of partners passed the right of use in favor of the widow Doña Enriqueta Zorrilla 
Caballero, to Enrique and José. Since then, the property was mortgaged several times to the 
American Colonial Bank of Puerto Rico, to the National City Bank by mortgage session until 1923.  The 
upper floor of the house was leased in favor of Juan Ramón Ramos for four years and the ground floor 
in favor of Virgilio Ramos Muñiz for two years (eighth inscription).  
 
In 1933, Enrique Zorrilla sold the house to the mercantile Zorrilla Sáenz y Compañia (ninth inscription), 
and then by death, the property passes to two heirs (Enriqueta Josefa and Pedro Zorrilla). They 
terminated the Sociedad Mercantil and sold it to the merchant Juan Dávila Díaz, husband of 
Mercedes Zorrilla y Caballero in 1934, who in turn passed it on to the National City Bank for mortgage 
debt. The house passed in 1939 in favor of Ramón Cacho Vega and wife Ana María Torres Toro. 
 
In volume 224, folio 290, it is specified that the plot described in this study consists of the west of two 
contiguous alignments totaling 102.69 feet (31.30 meters) owned by the Municipality and Mr. Eduardo 
Álvarez and Mr. David Álvarez.  The house was registered in favor of Corporación Teide Inc., 
represented by Gregorio Delgado Hernández and Celedonia Delgado. In 1982, the Municipality 
represented by Mayor Juan Aubín Cruz Manzano sold the plot to that corporation. In 1991 Banco 
Santander acquired the right to mortgage the property. On June 12, 2020, Mayor José Antonio 
Sánchez González, received the property through the deed of donation number 7 by Virgilio Pagán 
Negrón and Carmen Miriam Sánchez García. According to the deed, they had bought the property 
in 2010 from Noel Eduardo Añeses Grajales.

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As a result of the previous exposition, we notice that in none of the dozens of inscriptions studied of 
this property, additional details of construction are mentioned, except that mentioned in the first 
inscription, a “two-story masonry house." No details of architectural changes, uses, demolitions or 
aggregations are listed. However, a historical study provided by the municipal authorities indicates 
that the building was used as a warehouse and later reserved for a hotel.  
 
The Hotel Central, initially Hotel Comercio, was built in the late 1800s by the Zorrilla family. This family 
of merchants maintained a distribution network of coffee and tobacco from Manatí throughout the 
north coast of Puerto Rico and used the property as a distribution center.  
   
The building, although exhibiting neoclassical colonial architecture of the late nineteenth century, is 
not included in the Register of Historic Places. However, it appears as listed in the SHPO inventory, 
"Inventario de recursos arquitectonicos de Manati (1986)" (Figure 1).

EXISTING SITE AND BUILDING DESCRIPTION 
 
The Old Hotel Comercio is a Spanish Colonial style building whose footprint occupies almost the 
entirety of the 422.55 square meter site. This corner lot is bound by PR-669 (Paseo las Atenas) to the 
south and PR-670 (Calle Inmaculada) to the east. To the west, the building has a less than one (1) 
foot wide yard towards two neighboring properties, and to the north a four (4) foot wide yard, mostly 
occupied by the only stairs to the second story.  
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The Building has been thoroughly documented, both graphically and photographically. 
Documentation included field measurements, site surveys, and 3d laser scanning.

The two-story building’s perimeter and main interior structural walls are built with clay brick masonry, 
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typical of the time when it was built. On the first floor, there are partitions built from both Concrete 
Masonry Units (CMU’s) and drywall with metal framing, that appear to be from recent interventions. 
A steel structure was also built on this floor to create a small mezzanine and provide additional 
support for the second floor’s wood structure and balcony, in the northeast corner of the building.

Recent research and communication with neighbors 
and former owners revealed the apparent existence of

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a “basement”3 in this NE corner of the building. An exploratory investigation was performed to 
validate its depth and extent4.  Both the SOI Architect and the first SOI Archaeologist were present to 
monitor these investigations. Three perforations confirmed and allowed views into the “basement,” 
and one the location and composition of its walls. The basement walls are approximately six (6) feet 
from the building’s masonry walls and built from concrete.  The “basement” depth was confirmed as 
151 inches from the floor finish elevation. There is an additional basement area where the stairs into it 
are located. (Figure 5) 

 
The “basement” is currently flooded and filled with debris. The visible debris is composed of “modern” 
materials related to the building’s recent commercial past. There are also several pipes coming 
through the perimeter walls with unknown origins. These seem to be the source of flooding. (Figure 6) 
 

 
3  The structure located in the northeast quadrant of the building was originally thought to be a basement, it is most probably 
an old cistern. We base this statement on the historic nature of this building (late 19th to early 20th century), the location, depth of 
151 inches (12 feet 7 inches), and the existing piping system, supported by previous studies of similar buildings and the Program’s 
experience.

The second floor has partitions that are built with wood framing and board paneling. These walls have 
been severely damaged by water intrusion and are, for the most part, collapsing and rotting. A 
trimmed and decorated arch serves as a threshold from the main hallway into a lounge area where 
the smaller rooms are located. Three large rooms have the upper segments of former divisions still 
hanging from the ceiling and marked in the flooring patterns.

The floors in the first level are built as concrete slabs on grade, with a diversity of tiles applied on them. 
There is an 8-inch step from the area on the northeast corner of the building to other parts of the 
floor. Around 65% of the interior second floor is built as a concrete slab with beams and columns on 
the first floor. The remaining area of the second floor has a wood beam and panel system as the 
main floor structure that is currently all but collapsed. (Figure 6)

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The roof is currently built with 2x10 beams and corrugated metal panels. There is physical evidence 
that the original wood structure had different beams. The pockets where the original beams were 
embedded into the walls have been filled with bricks but were never covered. (Figure 9) These can 
be seen in areas where the interior wood ceiling has collapsed.

The building’s exterior walls have ornamentation that is representative of the Spanish Colonial style 
with Second Empire Baroque elements, such as the curved pediments, escutcheons, and pseudo-
rustication in the corner quoins. The building has a parapet cornice, corner quoins (sillares), pilasters, 
and framing around openings. While most ornaments are made from brick and plaster, cornices atop 
openings on the street-side facades are made of wood, a character defining feature of this building 
to be restored in most cases (Figure 10).

There are also some concrete and steel elements in the façade. Photographic evidence suggests 
that the balcony was originally built with wood. This must have coincided with the addition of the 
interior second story concrete floor. The corbels supporting the concrete balcony are also concrete 
and align with interior concrete beams part of the floor system. These do not align with the façade 
pilasters. Likewise, in the northeast corner of the building, where no concrete floors were added, 
several haphazardly placed steel channels and beams are supporting the overhanging balcony. 
(Figure 11)

There are combinations of wood and aluminum and glass doors on all façades. The north and west 
façades have had most of the original fenestrations closed. Two of the four door openings on the 
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south façade’s first floor have been converted into windows. On the upper level, wood double doors 
close the openings. The west façade openings have all been altered on the first floor. Five doors 
have been converted into windows with a concrete or CMU 30” high base wall, another door has 
been replaced by a roll-up door, and the larger opening has an aluminum storefront system with 
door and a security gate in front. The second floor has wooden doors on all eight openings, similar 
to the other four on the south façade (Figure 12).

CONDITION ASSESMENT 
 
This building has been intervened several times throughout its lifetime. While there are no official 
records (plans, permits, record drawings, etc.) of the changes made, there are physical signs of these 
interventions. Over time, the diverse palette of materials present in the building have weathered 
differently. The following paragraphs describe the conditions of mayor systems in the building, while 
the following table shows a thorough review of all parts.

The most significant intervention is the addition of the concrete slab, beams, and columns for the 
second floor. This intervention, completed somewhere in the early 1900’s, changed not only the 
interior floors, but also the facades and supports for the peripheral balcony. Historic photos show the 
original balcony was built out of wood and had corbels that aligned with the façade pilasters. The 
“new” concrete structure extended concrete beams to the exterior of the façade and serve as the 
new corbels. In the south façade, these do not align with the pilaster location.

The current roof structure is not original. The original wood beams sat in pockets on the masonry walls 
that have been filled with newer brick. The roof panels have decayed over time and, after the 2017 
hurricane season, have collapsed or broken leaving the interior exposed to the elements. This roof 
has a large opening towards the south of the building, and many small perforations visible throughout 
the entire roof.

The second floor is characterized by wood partitions and ceilings. These are now in an advanced 
state of decay and are also plagued with lead-based paints. Insect attack was not perceived

Where the floor is concrete, hydraulic cement tiles in good state but dirty, decorate the floors. Where 
the floor structure is made of wood beams and floorboards, about 35% of this level’s floor area, these 
have rotten, and all vinyl flooring has separated from the floorboards.

A modern steel structure was built on the first floor to support the wooden structural members of the 
second floor. This structure also provided a mezzanine space for the shoe store that used to occupy 
the space, as interviews with former neighbors have revealed.

SCOPE OF WORK 
 
The proposed rehabilitation scope of work includes repairs to masonry and concrete structures and 
façade elements, removal of lead and asbestos containing materials, removal of debris and other 
materials, and interior improvements to accommodate the proposed uses. The scope also includes 
building a new roof, interior and exterior vertical circulation elements, ADA improvements, and 
addition of bathrooms.  
 
Ground disturbances will be kept to a minimum. Excavations for footings, if required, will be limited 
to around two (2) feet from existing floor levels and within the building perimeter. There will be no 
ground disturbances outside the building footprint. The concrete floor of the northeast quadrant of 
the building, where the basement is located, will be demolished, the basement will be cleaned of 
debris, the pipes protruding from the walls will be capped, the basement will be filled, a new slab on 
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grade will be poured in place. This new floor will have several levels to accommodate an ADA 
accessible route from the Main Entry to all of the interior spaces. 
 
Removals 
 
The presence of lead-based paints and the advanced decomposition state of all wood materials 
warrants that these be removed and properly disposed of. This action includes the removal of the 
roof and the wood floors on the second level. See attached document with an assessment of wood 
elements, and the lead and asbestos reports prepared for the building.  
 
On the first floor, the recently added CMU and drywall partitions will be removed, along with the steel 
structure creating the mezzanine. Finally, as a safety precaution, the northern half of the east wall 
balcony will need to be demolished. The guardrail balusters from this balcony segment shall be 
salvaged for use in replacing missing or damaged ones in the remaining segments.  
 
Other minor elements and debris, like modern ceiling systems, drywall studs, mirrors attached to 
columns, and the like, will be detached and removed from the building.

The remaining masonry walls and architectural features will be repaired following the 
recommendations of the SOI’s Standards and other materials preservation guidelines. Existing 
hydraulic tile floors shall be cleaned, polished, and repaired to the extent possible. Where broken or 
missing tiles are found, new architectural concrete will be used to infill. Finally, a sealing and polishing 
process will preserve the restored floor and additional materials.

The rehabilitated building will require new additions to address safety, accessibility, programmatic 
requirements, interior circulation, and sustainability concerns. The removal of all wood elements and 
structures will allow for new programmatic areas to be incorporated. A new atrium and entrance will 
be accommodated in the northeast quadrant of the building to provide interior vertical circulation. 
Likewise, a small, limited use-limited application (LULA) elevator will be added to provide an 
accessible means to the second floor. Some second story floors will be added using lightweight steel 
to add circulation and habitable spaces. Finally, a new insulated roof will be constructed from 
lightweight steel members.

New Program 
 
The CCKII will provide spaces geared towards innovation and technology while highlighting the 
building’s architecture and heritage. On the first floor, an atrium will serve as the main vertical 
circulation space and provide accessible means to other programmatic areas. A small, LULA, 
elevator is planned for this building. The main space on this floor, the south half of the building, will 
be an open space where diverse furnishings will accommodate computers, 3d printers, and other 
equipment used as part of the services to be provided in the Center. Additionally, the main 
bathrooms areas are in this floor, along with some mechanical and electrical service rooms.

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The second floor will host a conference room and several small offices. These will serve as spaces for 
idea incubation and production. The main office space follows the existing spatial distribution and 
provides nine (9) small offices and a lounge.

PROPOSED DESIGN  
 
The design for the new Center for Collaboration, Knowledge, Ideas and Innovation will seek to 
provide a space that is a reflection of the innovative programmatic components while 
simultaneously honoring the buildings heritage and looking towards the future. Every element in this 
design proposal has been thoughtfully conceived to serve a programmatic purpose while registering 
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the building’s history. Following SOI’s rehabilitation guidelines, new elements will purposely differ from 
existing or historic ones and help tell the story of old and new. 
 
The first encounter visitors will have with this marriage of historic and contemporary is in the northeast 
corner of the building, where the new entrance is located. This segment of the façade, which has 
been previously modified and will need to have the balcony removed for safety reasons, has a 
mismatched composition between the first and second floor fenestration pattern. Having eight (8) 
doors in the top floor and seven in the bottom, the northernmost quadrant shows misaligned pilasters 
and doors. Additionally, the cornice and pilaster capitals under the balcony, in this segment, 
mismatch with the style of others in the building.

The proposed façade improvements include repairing all the visibly damaged walls and trim areas, 
including rebuilding the damaged wood cornices. Also, as evidence in photographic images 
validate a former the former state, quoins will be added again to the existing pilasters on the first 
floor. Rebuilding a new segment for the removed balcony is unfeasible. There will be no available 
structural support for a habitable structure and, additionally, compliance with clearance from a near 
electrical service pole would not allow for habitation.  
 
A new façade element will serve as the new entrance to the building. This bronze face paneling will 
honor the existing fenestrations while also recognizing the upper floor’s pilaster composition. A new 
overhang will replace the removed balcony to provide shade and create a “registry” of where the 
old balcony used to be. These new elements will not affect the integrity of the existing structure and 
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could be removed in the future.

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Inside the building, selective use of materials will help prepare the space for its intended use but also 
reflect on the constructive history and character of the building’s past. In the main spaces (south half 
of the building) on both first and second floor, a circular ceiling element provides a “window” through 
which to explore the buildings history.

As visitors enter the building through the new façade, they will find a small glass entrance hall that 
will provide a secure monitored entry. Immediately after entry, a reception desk will greet visitors and 
provide space for administrative personnel to perform daily tasks.

The main double height atrium then welcomes visitors and provides interior vertical circulation, 
access to the first-floor Co-Working space, and restrooms. To compensate for the different existing 
street and interior floor elevations, this atrium’s floor level is a few steps higher than the entry level 
and a step below the Co-Working space. A ramp will provide a compliant accessible route to all 
spaces within this level.

On the first floor’s co-working lounge, a glass partition with connecting doors, will allow diverse and 
separate activities to take place simultaneously. All the required utilities will be left exposed so not to 
disturb the existing historic walls.  A round ceiling lamp, visible through the glass partition, will remind 
the visitor that this was, as far as photographic evidence shows, one continuous space.

Directly above the coworking lounge, a newly built e-office area will reuse the historic spatial layout. 
Within the circular “window”, walls and ceiling will be built out of wood, with similar building methods. 
Additionally, all doors, if in their original placement, will be rebuilt as original. Because none of the 
elements are the originals and following SOI’s Standards and the Institute of Puerto Rican Culture 
(IPRC) recommendations, none of these new wood walls will touch the new ceiling. Instead, the 
required privacy will be provided with a wood and glass partition in the upper two-foot segment of 
the wall.

Outside this circular “window”, walls and ceilings will be built out of drywall to allow for all of the new 
communications, electrical and HVAC utilities to be incorporated. These new walls and ceilings will 
have a shadow reveal, so they appear not to touch the outer masonry walls. To provide universal 
access, the doors that provide office access from the lounge need to be wider than the existing 
ones, and the wall that currently hosts the arch cannot be rebuilt. Because this arch is a character 
defining feature, a new arch will be rebuilt as a free-standing element and a brass plate will register, 
in floors, walls, and ceilings, where the original wall was placed. The doors that are wider and/or 
placed in a different location from the original ones, will be made of metal and glass.

Other elements throughout the building design will remind visitors of former building materials and 
elements, such as wood ceilings, walls in corridors and conference rooms. Likewise, all exterior doors 
will be remade in wood, but to comply with safety and energy standards, interior glass doors and 
fixed glass areas, will be installed. While the new steel structure will not be visible from the interior, the 
atrium ceiling will reveal a timber structure, similar in scale to the original roof, that will also serve as 
an area to install skylights that will lower lighting needs during the day.

Finally, a newly built, wood-clad, wall will also serve as a record of the building’s history. This double 
height wall located in the main atrium will proudly display a poem by Enrique Zorrilla. This poem won 
him accolades in his time. On the first floor, the other side of the wall will provide a space for a timeline 
that recognizes the building’s many recorded tenants, owners, and visitors.

Area of Potential Effects 
 
As defined in 36 CFR §800.16(d), the area of potential effects (APE) is the geographic area or areas 
within which an undertaking may directly or indirectly cause changes in the character or use of historical 
properties if any such properties exist. Based on this definition and the nature and scope of the 
Undertaking, the Program has determined that the direct APE for this project is limited to the existing 
building footprint and the staging area. The indirect or visual APE is the viewshed of the proposed project 
and staging area, which has been defined as the properties surrounding the building and immediate 
staging area context. The indirect APE of the project area is as follows: approximately 190 feet north, 
approximately 108 feet east, approximately 85 feet south, and approximately 115 feet west.   
 
The direct APE is made up of the building site, which is 0.11 acres (422m²/4550ft²) and is almost 
completely occupied by the building footprint. The site is approximately 45 feet on the east/west axis 
and 110 feet on the north/south axis. (Figure 3) It is located in the northernmost part of the Manatí TUC. 
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The building, object of this undertaking, is eligible for inclusion on the NRHP. 
 
The staging area for the project is located in the Municipal Public Works Department on Road number 
685. This place is already impacted by machinery, trucks and all the work that is carried out there. This is 
east of the historic cemetery of Manatí. (Figure 36) This site serves as a warehouse facility for equipment, 
heavy machinery and materials related to municipal works and upkeep. The staging area is 
approximately 0.57 acres (2,311.59 m²/24,885.00 ft²). 
 
This area will not be impacted by excavations. It will serve as temporary material storage, employee 
parking, temporary construction office placement, and similar construction related activities. 

 
Identification of Historic Properties – Archaeology 
 
Existing information on previously identified historic properties has been reviewed to determine if any such 
properties are located within the APE of this undertaking. The review of this existing information, by a 
Program contracted Historic Preservation Specialist meeting the Secretary of the Interior’s Professional 
Qualification Standards (36 CFR Part 61), shows that there are no archaeological properties, historic or 
prehistoric, previously identified in the project area.  
 
The archaeological cultural resources survey reports and site survey forms, as well as the administrative 
project files, of both the PRSHPO and the IPRC were consulted. This review evidences the PRSHPO and 
IPRC document two (2) archaeological properties within the quarter of a mile of the proposed project 
(MA0100019 and MT-48).  (See Figures 47 and 48 for location of previously documented archaeological 
properties.5)  
 
A total of twelve (12) cultural resources Phase 1A and 1B reports, plus two (2) Phase II reports, are 
documented in these files. Nine (9) of these yielded negative results for the location of archaeological 
properties, and four (4) were positive. (See a summary of these reports and their results in Table 1 below.)

In addition, although there are only two documented archaeological sites within the quarter mile of the APE 
for this undertaking, there are sixty-two (62) cultural resources (including prehistoric and historic sites and structures) identified in the 
PRSHPO’s files for the Municipality of Manatí, the majority (39) located in the barrios of Tierras Nuevas Saliente and Poniente. These 
span all the known periods of occupation on the island, from the preceramic period, also known as Archaic, through the entire 
prehistoric ceramic periods (Saladoid, Ostionoid and Chicoid) and the historic occupations of the 17th 18th, and 19th centuries to 
the present (PRSHPO Resumen arqueológico del municipio de Manatí, MS: San Juan, Puerto Rico, 2014-2016).

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The earliest of these reports was submitted to the PRSHPO in 1985, for a residential project east of PR Road 
#685, km. 0.4 in barrio Tierras Nuevas Salientes, approximately 0.09 miles north from the APE of the staging 
area for the current undertaking (SHPO 12-16-85-01; MT 87-01-07). (See Figures 45 and 46 for location of 
archaeological surveys.)  It surveyed approximately 30 29.14 acres and located a rockshelter with 
petroglyphs and a shallow midden deposit. This site is documented in the PRSHPO as Site MA 0100019, 
Cerro Vista, and is described as a pre-Columbian rockshelter with petroglyph and midden containing 
Chicoid (Capá) and Ostiones ceramics, bone and lithics. The site was subject to a Phase II investigation 
in 1986 which documented two petroglyphs as well as the results of the excavation of 6 square meters 
of the midden deposit. The report concludes that the rockshelter was probably used as a temporary 
habitation area during the Ostionoid and Chicoid periods (based on the presence of alimentary remains, 
including shell and faunal remains, and ceramics, lithics and a couple of olive shell pendants (pendientes 
de oliva)). The site is no longer extant, as it was destroyed by the residential construction.10  
 
In 1987, a Phase 1A and 1B report carried out for another residential project in barrio Bajura Afuera, 
surveyed a 33.10 acres area located south of Carr. # 685, km. 0.6, and west from the proposed project’s 
staging area (SHPO 11-20-86-02) (See Previous Figure 45 and 46 for location of archaeological surveys.), 
located two (2) rockshelters, one with 19th century ceramics, and another with 19th century glass and 
English tiles (losa inglesa).  These were considered not to be eligible to the NRHP, and no further 
investigations were carried out prior to the construction of the residential development.11 
 
During the 1990s, there were five (5) cultural resources survey reports carried out within the quarter mile 
area of the APE for this undertaking and were all negative for the location of archaeological resources. 
One of these involved a phase IA-IB survey for a sanitary sewer pipeline in various sectors of Manatí, 
including St. Route 670 which passes through the APE for the proposed undertaking as it runs north toward 
Highway 2 (SHPO-10-21-93-03, ICP/CAT/MT94-04-03.)  (See Previous Figures 45 and 46 for location of 
archaeological surveys.) Also of note are two reports within the urban core of Manatí involving the Plaza 
de Recreo of Manatí, and approximately 0.08 miles southwest from the proposed project’s APE (SHPO 
05-04-95-01, IPRC: ICP/CAT/MT 99-08-09) which were also negative for the location of previous iterations 
of the plaza or of archaeological resources. The 1999 Phase IB report involved the excavation of three 
3.28 feet by 95.14 feet (1meters by 29 meters) trenches to a depth of 9.84 feet (3 meters) and no remnants 
of the 19th century plaza were located.12

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The remaining six (6) reports were carried out in 2004, 2006, 2009, 2012 (two [2] reports) and 2015. All of 
these, with the exception of ICT/CAT MT 12-15-01, were located within the urban core of Manatí, and 
one, located approximately 0.05 miles southwest from the proposed project’s APE, was positive for the 
location of historic archaeological resources (IPRC: ICP/CAT MT15-15-05.  (See Figures 45 and 46 for 
location of archaeological surveys.) This involved the construction of a new building to house the Escuela 
de Arte on the corner of Carlos Georgetti and Patriota Pozo streets. According to the report, at the time 
of the survey, the area consisted of a surface parking lot where previous historic structures had been 
razed after suffering major damage during Hurricane George13. The Phase II excavations documented 
four (4) “architectural elements” associated with two (2) structures from the 19th and early 20th centuries, 
two of which yielded archaeological materials; a rectangular rubble/masonry construction 
(mampostería) used as a trash pit (basurero), and a possibly later square cement structure also 
containing midden remains.  Based on the archaeological materials recovered, one of the structures 
was associated with a domestic household and the other with a commercial/mixed establishment. 
Although there is no site form for this historic archaeological site in the PRSHPO and ICPR files, it is identified 
in the ICPR’s inventory of archaeological sites as MT-48 Escuela de las Arte, and is located under the 
current Escuela de Artes building.  (See figures 45 and 46 for location of archaeological surveys.) 
 
Lastly, it is important to note that of the remaining four (4) reports carried out in the urban core of Manatí, 
two were Phase 1A reports that recommended either a Phase1B or archaeological monitoring (SHPO 03-
27-03-01; IPRC: ICP/CAT MT-12-14-07, respectively). No further information is available on whether these 
recommendations were carried out. In addition, a cemetery was discovered under the atrium of the 
Iglesia de Nuestra Señora de la Candelaria y Apóstol San Matías, and reliefs (relieves) discovered in the 
section of the church which corresponds to the Hermitage constructed in the 18th century.14  We can 
conclude, based on the information discussed above, that the urban core of Manatí is sensitive for the 
location of archaeological properties of the historic period.  
 
PHYSIOGRAPHIC REGION AND SOILS 
 
Manatí, a town in the Northern coast of Puerto Rico, is located in the northern coastal plain, a geographic 
region that extends all along the northern coast of the island, from Aguadilla to the west to Luquillo to 
the east. Within this area, Manatí is in the Humid Alluvial subregion, which consists of an extensive coastal 
plain interrupted by karst hills (mogotes).15  The Manatí urban core area where the proposed project is 
located, lies on an alluvial terrace on the east side of the Manatí River and its associated wetlands.  It is 
surrounded to the north, east and south by karst hills, and its soil is classified as urban land (Ul). Soils 
surrounding the Manatí urban area include Toa silty clay loam (To), 0 to 2% slopes, occasionally flooded; 
Rock outcrop-Tanamá complex (RtF), 12 to 60% slopes; and smaller areas of Almirante clay (AnB) and 
Coloso silty clay (Cn), 2 to 5% and 0 to 2%s slopes, respectively.  (See Figure 49.)  Although the urban soils

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have not been studied, they were traditionally used during the settlement of the town for the planting of 
home plots (huertos caseros) which did not require the use of equipment for the preparation of the soil.16  
The topography, hydrography and soils in the project area indicate a high probability for the location of 
archaeological sites. 
DETERMINATION ELIGIBILITY OF PROPERTIES WITHIN THE PROJECT’S APE 
 
In summary, previous archaeological cultural resources surveys in the quarter mile area surrounding the 
proposed undertaking, although in the majority were negative for the location of archaeological 
properties, still provide an indication of the sensitivity of the Manatí urban core area for the location of 
archaeological properties of the historic period. In addition, although no archaeological properties 
eligible for inclusion in the NRHP are known to be located within the project’s APE, the topography of the 
area, the large number of sites known in the municipality of Manatí, and the documented sensitivity of 
Manatí’s urban core for the location of archaeological sites of the historic period indicate the potential 
of the project’s APE for the location of archaeological properties.  
 
Identification of Historic Properties - Architecture 
 
Existing information on previously identified historic properties has been reviewed to determine if any such 
properties are located within the APE of this undertaking. The review of this existing information, by a 
Program contracted Historic Preservation Specialist meeting the SOI’s Qualification Standards, shows that 
the project area is within the boundaries of the Manatí Historic District 
 
The proposed Center for Collaboration, Knowledge, Ideas and Innovation is sited at the northern edge 
of the Manatí traditional urban center, this building is eligible for the NRHP.  Research activities have 
found three (3) NRHP and SHPO listed properties and an additional ninety-one (91) properties in both the 
IPRC and Municipal Registries within a quarter mile distance form our APE, and most, within the traditional 
urban center.  
 
The three (3) listed properties are the remains of the Brunet-Calaf Residence (65), the “Fabrica de 
Tabacos La Colectiva” (68), and the “Nuestra Señora de la Candelaria y San Matías” Church. Two (2) of 
which (65, 75) surround the town’s main square. The properties found on both ICP’s and the Municipality’s 
list, are of varied styles, historic times and in various states of conservation or decay. (figure 50) 
 
Thirty-nine (39) properties are found in McKinley Street, where our site is located, and within an extended 
viewshed from the property. These are listed only in the IPRC or Municipal registries. Some of these are 
currently being studied for repairs under another CRP Project undertaken by the municipality.  Please see 
attached document “Documented Architectural Properties.PDF” for full details on these.

Category - This historic property will qualify as a Building. 
 
Historic Context – The building is located within a recognized and designated historic district. Manatí’s 
traditional urban center is representative of Spanish colonial architecture and urban layout. This context 
is associated with several context themes of significance at both a local and state level. Some of these 
areas of significance are Architecture, Commerce, literature, politics and Social History. Manatí is known 
as the “Athens” of Puerto Rico for its association with myriad characters of intellectual significance. 
 
As previously established in this document, available information dates this building to 1890, or late 
nineteenth century. Therefore, this building’s age (approx. 130 years) will qualify for inclusion in the 
national registry. 
 
The building shows significance in three of the four categories (A, B, C) established by the NRHP, these 
are discussed below.  
 
Criteria A – Association with events – This building served initially as the home and business place of 
Enrique Zorrilla. The original commercial use was a tobacco and coffee distribution center. Later it 
became a hotel and a Café/Bar in the town of Manatí for many years. Both these uses were associated 
with commercial and social trends of their times. There are many anecdotal tales of famous people, both 
local and international, passing through its halls making this a hotspot of cultural and economic trends. 
There is no documented association with any specific historic event. 
 
Criteria B – Associations with Significant Person – This building is associated with a person of significance 
at the local level. Enrique Zorrilla, thew original building owner, was both a local businessman and 
nationally recognized poet. He was one of the nineteenth century local businessmen who defined the 
types of commercial activities that helped grow Manatí’s city center. Additionally, he was a well-known 
poet, whose poetry received recognition at state level competitions. He was also father to Pedrín Zorrilla, 
a recognized early 20th century baseball player and, at some point, owner of the building as well. 
 
Criteria C – Design – This building is one of a few examples of Spanish Colonial architecture in Manatí. 
Although there are signs of interventions throughout its lifetime, the building presents a high level of 
integrity and is a good example of the building construction type, craftsmanship, and stylistic details of 
its time. There is no record of the original building’s architect or designer. 
 
This building is representative of the architecture of its time, and it possesses aspects of integrity at varying 
degrees. Overall, we would rate the integrity of the building at a 50% to 65%. 
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Location – The building is in its original location. 
 
Setting – The building is within the limits of the Planning Board designated Manatí historic District (JPH-2). 
It is a corner, zero-lot-line, building with a perimeter balcony, that is exemplary of the type of building 
within the district and other similar ones. The scale of the building also fits within the setting.  
 
Design – The building is representative of the Spanish Colonial Style and retains most of its defining 
characteristics. While the building has been altered over time, some of these interventions are also 
characteristic of their time. For example, many colonial masonry buildings had concrete floors added to 
them in the 1920’s 30’s and 40’s, like this one.  
 
Materials – The building’s exterior construction (structural and decorative) and some of the interior 
elements retain its character defining features. It is a masonry building with colonial style architectural 
elements. The roof and some interior walls have been altered over time. 
 
Workmanship – The building retains some of its original workmanship. Particular to this building are wood 
cornices that make up part of the façade that are to be repaired.  
 
Feeling – This building’s architectural expression is characteristic of the Spanish Colonial style and epoch; 
it retains its character. 
 
Association – The building is associated with Enrique Zorrilla, a local industrialist and poet. Also, this building 
is associated with locally accepted anecdotal stories of both local and international cultural and political 
figures that frequented the Café Central. 
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HISTORIC CONTEXT 
 
Prehistoric Period17 
The Municipality of Manatí is located on the Atlantic coast of Puerto Rico, extending through the karst 
zone and south to the piedmont of the Cordillera Central. It has a variety of ecological environments—
lagoons, coastal valleys, karst hills, and the lower basin of the Río Grande de Manatí.  These varied natural 
environments provided myriad types of resources for use by human societies, and there is evidence that 
it was settled throughout the entire sequence of human occupation on the island, starting in the pre-
Ceramic period (also known as Archaic, 400BC to 200AD), Ceramic Agriculturalist periods 1 (Saladoid, 
250-600AD) II (Ostionoid, 600-1200AD) and III (Chicoid, 1200-1500AD) up to the historic colonial period to 
the present.  
 
Sites include tool-working and habitation sites associated with the Archaic occupation; habitation and 
multicomponent sites, middens and shell middens, petroglyphs, ceremonial plazas, and burial sites 
associated with ceramic peoples; and historic period sites such as haciendas, homesteads, and 
cemeteries.  The majority of the known sites thirty-nine (39) are located in the barrios of Tierras Nuevas 
Saliente and Poniente.  One of the most significant of these sites, located in barrio Tierras Nuevas 
Ponientes, is the site of Tierras Nuevas (MA100008) located east of the mouth of the Río Grande de 
Manatí.  This is a pre-Columbian settlement with four ceremonial plazas, and extensive midden deposits 
spanning ceramic agriculturalist periods 1, II, & III, and which may have been occupied into the historic 
period.18 
 
In summary, there is evidence for human occupation of the Manatí region from the pre-Ceramic period 
to the present, representing the full range of human activity on the island. It is a territory rich in 
archaeological resources with a lot to offer for interpretation of the past. 
 
Historic Period 
Until the moment of its foundation on June 1738, Manatí was part of the Arecibo Municipality, Puerto 
Rico.  Secession leadership is credited to Don Pedro Menéndez Valdés (1632-?), one of several who 
sought the dissolution of the political ties which existed between the new and historic municipalities in 
this northern part of the island of Puerto Rico.  This was standard practice throughout the archipelago.  
Unhappy members of the ruling class sought refuge from taxes, among other issues, by leading groups 
to seek separation from one municipality by founding another one.  Lobbyists were found in Spain and 
petitions were made time and time again until the king/queen accepted the proposal and declared 
the creation of a new municipality.

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At present, Manatí is surrounded by the Atlantic Ocean (north), as well as the municipalities of Ciales and 
Morovis (south); Vega Baja (east); and Barceloneta and Florida (west).  The area is part of the North 
Coastal Plain and the Karst northern region.  While some believe the name “Manatí” derives from the 
manatee animal, many believe it originates from “Manatuabón,” the Native word for the river system of 
the area, known at present as the Río Grande de Manatí.  It is possible this fertile sector was Juan Ponce 
de Leon’s first choice for the royal farm (granja real) established along the northern coast during the 16th 
century to serve the Caparra settlement founded in 1508-1509.  At the time, rivers were sources of richness 
in varied ways.  First, gold could be extracted from them.  Second, they were surrounded by extremely 
fertile terrain perfect for agricultural ventures.  Additionally, some rivers were navigable during certain 
seasons empowering commercial activities between the municipality and the rest of the world.  Some 
sources claim the Manatí area was abandoned by Ponce and his group of settlers due to the ferocity of 
the sea.  To this day the municipality’s beaches – like Mar Chiquita – are considered some of the most 
spectacular ones in the archipelago.  
 
As early as the 18th century there was a hermitage (ermita) dedicated to the Limpia y Pura Concepción 
de María (Immaculate Conception of the Virgin Mary) located where the town exists today.19  However, 
foundation of the town in 1738 is credited to Don Sebastián Antonio Durán de Villafañe20 (c 1675-1753).  
He was instrumental in the founding of the barrio that later became the town.  Manatí was the eighth 
town to be founded in the archipelago and its creation was intimately related to its fertile land, as well 
as the existence of a partly navigable river and a coastline with a port that provided a good place for 
commercial exports and imports (Tortuguero Bay).  As early as 1843, groups formed by hacendados, 
comerciantes y propietarios (plantation owners, businessmen, and property owners) were clamoring to 
use the port at Tortuguero.  At that time, an offer was made by the townsfolk to construct a customs 
house.21  Since the fertile lands were perfect for sugar production, it was essential to be close to a 
functioning harbor.  The Hacienda Azucarera La Esperanza, at present owned by the Puerto Rico 
Conservation Trust, is an example of some of the vast sugar enterprises that characterized the 
municipality.  By the 19th century, this crop was the principal export product of the area.  
 
As traditional, an orthogonal grid was established to organize the urban area of town.  It was anchored 
by a large plaza (Plaza de Luis Muñoz Rivera since 191622), described by Fernando Miyares Pérez y Bernal 
(1749-1818) as a “large” one.  The Iglesia Nuestra Señora de la Candelaria y San Matía, additionally, 
garnered his admiration as well as the appreciation of Friar Iñigo Abbad y Lasierra23 (1745-1813).  Both

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visitors described Manatí’s church as the best one in the island.  The interior of the temple evidences an 
interpretation of Italian and local ideas.  Although, as mentioned, there was a previous chapel, the 
present building is dated to 1729.  In 1864, Ramón Soler, an engineer from the Spanish Royal Corps of 
Engineers, oversaw a complete rehabilitation of the temple.  At present, the façade includes a tetrastyle 
temple front motif with engaged Tuscan pilasters that frame a semicircular arch marking the only 
entrance to the interior.  Curiously, the temple arrangement has two pointed windows (one on each 
side) creating an aesthetic intersection between Classicist and Gothic ideas.       
 
During the late 19th century and early 20th century, Manatí experienced a period of splendor.  Its private 
architectural examples – like the famed Hacienda La Esperanza and the many elegant residences 
throughout town – evidence the impact of European and Caribbean islands architectural semantics.  
The palatial “big house” of the Hacienda La Esperanza, for example, incorporated mansard roofs, 
creating a most unusual façade in the island which betrays foreign influence.  Unique in the archipelago 
is the Cementerio Histórico Municipal de Manatí (dated 1877) that includes distinctive pantheons and a 
centralized octagonal chapel, like the one at the Cementerio de Santa Magdalena de Pazzis in the Old 
San Juan Historic District.  (This last example is circular while the Manatí one is octagonal.)  The Cruz de 
Atrio is a stone monument of unique relevance also found in the burial ground.  It is probably a Baroque 
work imported to the island from Europe.  Its name describes the fact it probably was at the church atrium 
before it was moved to the cemetery.  (This makes sense given the Cross was to act as a reminder of 
death by means of its carved skull and bones, a theme not necessarily attuned to the social use of the 
plaza where the church sits.  The urban plaza in most towns served as church atria.)    
 
Probably because of its intense commercial life, Manatí was one of the most sophisticated towns of the 
archipelago during the 19th century and the early years of the 20th century.  It was around this time the 
town was known as the “Athens of Puerto Rico” for its rich cultural life.  The Biblioteca Municipal Francisco 
Álvarez Marrero (improbably dated to 1994) and it Doric hexastyle façade, while a naïve interpretation, 
evidences this attachment to the Greco-Roman past.  Manatí’s Juegos Florales (Floral Games) were 
famed throughout the archipelago.  Stemming from a Roman festival dedicated to the goddess Flora, 
poems were presented and given prizes in the form of flower arrangements.  The activity came to the 
archipelago from Spain where it was a favored one during the final years of the 19th century and early 
days of the 20th century. 
 
Another important 19th century social and cultural activity of the upper social echelon was to belong to 
a casino, a sort of club in the manner of the British gentlemen’s club.  During this period, it was common 
for the men belonging to this class to meet with friends to talk, smoke cigars, play cards, and/or enjoy 
drinks.  They did this in these establishments which usually occupied an elegant building in town.  The 
term “casino” comes from the Italian belvedere meaning a place that has a beautiful view.  Casinos 
became a fixture of many towns in the Spanish peninsula during the 19th century.  In contrasting manner 
to the British iteration, members of the Hispanic casinos could invite their wives and children to special 
activities such as cotillions and children’s dances usually celebrated on 6 January, Three Kings Day.   
 
In some towns in Puerto Rico there were several kinds of casinos.  Common to most towns was the Casino 
Español and Casino de Puerto Rico or Casino Puertorriqueño.  In nearby Arecibo, there existed a Casino 
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de Segunda (Second Class Casino), specifically founded for workers and the classes that were not 
affluent.  Buildings used as casinos were usually rented unless the group had enough money to buy a 
building.  Project PR-CPR-000774 aims to rehabilitate one such building that although not built to be a 
casino was rented for this use.  It was not until the second half of the 20th century that suburban locales 
were sought to build special buildings to house this use.  These venues usually include swimming pools for 
the members.  Neighboring Arecibo Country Club and Bayamón’s La Colonia Hispanoamericana come 
to mind regarding this shift.  Most casinos españoles dissolved when many returned to Spain after the USA 
invasion.  Still not all disappeared.  Arecibo had a Casino Español until the second half of the 20th century. 
 
The Casino Puertorriqueño in Manatí was founded formally on 15 April 1910, although there is mentioned 
it was active by the year 1906.  Members of the higher financial echelon organized the group.  Among 
these were: José María Peris y Reyes; Mayor Clemente Ramírez de Arellano; Attorney Epifanio Fernández 
Vanga; Francisco Brunet, described as un industrial (someone related to the industrial world); Virgilio del 
Pozo y Santana; Pharmacist Bonocio Urgell y Reventós; Salvador Villamil; Ramón Pares and José 
Montañés, among others.24  It was highly unusual for such institutions to construct a building of their own.  
The norm was to rent a building.  As mentioned, it is known the first locale for the Casino Puertorriqueño 
de Manatí was a second floor over the Farmacia del Pozo.   
 
In 1920, the Casino Puertorriqueño de Manatí moved to the building to be rehabilitated by the project, 
owned by the Brunet Calafs.  Once such a building was rented a symbolic and functional transformation 
took place.  The residential living room was transformed into the casino’s principal room and the balcony 
into a tribune, among others.  In this case, the façade is not framed by the usual encadrements but by 
two engaged Ionic pilasters that support a thin architrave.  Between this element and the building’s 
cornice there are several attic windows which recall 16th century Italian Mannerist treatments.  Project 
PR-CPR-000774 aims to rehabilitate one such building that although not built to be a casino was rented 
for this use.  The Palladian window treatment over the main entrance also recalls this period.  The 
terracotta tiles covering the balcony cantilevered roof, its triangular supports, and the balustrades of the 
Juliette balconies, however, recalls Mediterranean revival ideas, popular during the late and early years 
of the 19th and 20th centuries.  Apparently, the Casino Puertorriqueño de Manatí disappeared during the 
1940s. 
 
The building to be rehabilitated is extremely relevant since it is iconic not only of 19th and early 20th 
centuries Puerto Rican social and cultural activities but of the apartheid instrumentation used throughout 
the highly segregated island society.  Although the casino sheltered by the building to be rehabilitated 
was one of several locales used by the institution throughout its history, it is a symbol of a way of life now 
gone. 
 
Recognizing Manatí’s rich architectural and urban legacy, the Puerto Rico Planning Board (Junta de 
Planificación de Puerto Rico) declared Manatí urban core a historic district.

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Determination 
 
The following historic properties have been identified within the APE: 
• Direct Effect: 
Archaeology 
The project, as proposed, consists of the rehabilitation of a historic building located at 34 McKinley Street, 
within the traditional urban center of Manatí.  As stated, the area estimated to be the direct APE or 
Project Limit is 0.11 acres.  The scope of work includes repairs to masonry and concrete and façade 
elements, removal of lead and asbestos-containing materials, removal of debris and other materials, and 
interior improvements.  It also includes constructing a new roof, interior and exterior vertical circulation 
elements (including an elevator), ADA improvements, and the addition of bathrooms.  
 
The staging area for the project is located in the municipal Public Works Department on Road # 685, east 
of the historic cemetery of Manatí, and will not be impacted by excavations. 
 
Although the Scope anticipates minimum ground disturbance limited to the building footprint, the 
Program identified the following activities that have the potential to affect historic archaeological 
resources:  

 
1. The structure located in the northeast quadrant of the building was originally thought to be a 
basement, it is most probably an old cistern. We base this statement on the historic nature of this building 
(late 19th to early 20th century), the location, depth of 151 inches (12 feet 7 inches), and the existing piping 
system, supported by previous studies of similar buildings and the Program’s experience.  Further historical 
and archaeological investigations will be needed to confirm this.  
 
2. The elevator to be installed will require subsurface excavations to a depth of 7 feet 8 inches. 
 
3. The addition of bathrooms, as well as electrical and plumbing improvements also have the 
potential of ground disturbance, the depth is 3 to 5 feet deep. 
 
Although this undertaking as proposed does not involve extensive land disturbing activities and is limited 
to the building’s footprint, the potential for the location of historic archaeological resources associated 
with the historic use of the area and building is high. As noted in the section of Identification of 
Archaeological Properties above, intact deposits such as trash pits, privies, and structural remains of 
previous buildings have been documented in at least one area within the historic urban core of Manatí, 
and previous Phase I surveys have pointed out the sensitivity of the area for the location of 
archaeological resources. In the particular case of this building rehabilitation project, the nature of the 
architectural element in the northeast quadrant, which the Program surmises is an old cistern, needs to 
be determined and documented prior to filling it in. Historically, cisterns no longer in use, are known to 
have been the repository of a variety of archaeological materials such as ceramics, glass, metal, and 
faunal materials, etc., that can provide information about the inhabitants’ use of the building through 
time.   
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Because of the above, it is the Program’s conclusion that the project is considered as having no adverse 
effect on historic archaeological properties conditioned on the implementation of an archaeological 
monitoring plan.  Archaeological monitoring should, among other things, document the probable cistern 
located in the northeast quadrant of the building and any archaeological material associated with it. 

 
Architecture 
The subject building, the Old Café Central, is the only building within the direct APE to be impacted. This 
building will be rehabilitated following the SOI’s Standards. No adverse effect is foreseen. 
 
• Indirect Effect: 
 
The proposed project will have an indirect effect on the properties surrounding the building's property 
line and immediate historic context. The proposed activities will follow the SOI’s Standards pertaining to 
historic context. No adverse effect is foreseen. 
 
Based on the results of our historic property identification efforts, the Program has determined that project 
actions will not adversely affect the historic property that composes the Area of Potential Effect. The 
design will preserve the character defining features of the building that are currently in good to moderate 
conditions as explained in the “Undertaking” section of this document.  
 
Due to interior and exterior structural conditions, the northeastern half of the balcony will be affected 
and removed as part of safety and structural improvements. As mitigation to this effect the Architect 
studied three possible options to the replacement of this segment of the balcony.  The proposed new 
elements will add to the architectural value of the structure and highlight its history and character, 
following the SOI’s Standards. 
 
DESIGN ALTERNATIVES 
Three design alternatives were explored as mitigation to the impact on the existing balcony. Common 
to all, these design alternatives will salvage and reuse existing balusters from the removed segments of 
the balcony railing to be reused as replacements for the ones missing on the remaining balcony railings.  
The design options explored, are as follows: 
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Option 1 – This option explored the creation of a new overhang that replaces the removed 
balcony.  This option also proposed a bronze cladding that repurposed the existing wall openings to 
provide the building’s main entry door and repurpose a door opening as a window. This option 
established the existing balcony’s floor line as a datum, but failed to complete the balcony’s formal 
volume, which is one of it’s many contributions to the context.

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Option 2 – This option considered recreating a part of the balcony in the northernmost corner of 
the building and connecting its mass with the existing balcony with a new, lightweight overhang. This 
option also introduced a different material and design for the front façade cladding which better reflects 
the existing building’s façade composition. This option presents structural challenges that could further 
impact the existing structure. Building the new balcony segment could present more damage to the 
integrity of the existing wall. Additionally, this balcony could present a safety hazard, as it would be 
located within an electrical post and line’s required clearance setback.

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Option 3 – This option considered the same façade cladding treatment as Option 2, but proposes 
the construction of a lightweight overhang that minimally impacts the existing wall, but completes the 
building mass that the existing balcony provides. This new overhang’s design takes cues from the existing 
railings and provides the same rhythm and scale of the existing steel balusters with a bent plate. 
Additional cuts into the new “balusters” will follow the existing railing’s horizontal lines to further reinforce 
existing balcony’s scale and form.

Executive Summary 

As part of the on-going design process for the rehabilitation of the Old Café Central in Manatí, 
and as agreed upon in a meeting with the Owner, ICF staff, Horne personnel and the State 
Historic Preservation Office, ECo has revisited the building to provide an updated (2024) 
assessment, particularly focusing on the state of interior wood elements.  

In early 2023, ECo had prepared an assessment of the entire building that included preparing as-
found drawings, photographic documentation, and desktop assessment of the findings. This 
effort provided a set of actions to be taken as part of the rehabilitation process for the building. 
In august of 2023, ECo scanned the building interior with lidar and photographic equipment.  

Additional efforts to test and document this current state of the building include lead and 
asbestos testing, magnetic resonance scanning of exterior walls, soils composition studies within 
the building structure, and an exploratory core into a basement. Reports for all these studies are 
available in the building’s record. 

In august 2024 ECo visited the building to record the current state of interior wood elements and 
any other change in the building’s condition since the 2023 scan. This effort included a re-
scanning of the facilities with our photographic and lidar tools to provide an updated as-found 
condition report, taking moisture content readings of the wooden elements in the second story, 
and taking some samples of the existing wood doors to investigate on their original color paint.  

Our staff and I visited the site on August 16, 2024, in order to perform the aforementioned tasks.  

Our visit produced enough data and photographs to provide an updated assessment of the 
existing conditions.  

Summary of findings 

The building is in further state of disrepair, due mostly to water that freely enters the interior 
through collapsed or perforated roof areas. Original structural concerns with all non-concrete 
structures have now increased due to their advanced state of integrity loss. The main takeaways 
from this updated report are:    

• Building façade integrity is now compromised, as plaster elements are separating from 
the structure 

• The section of the balcony on the north-east quadrant of the building is now collapsed 
for lack of support 

• All wood elements tested for moisture show a content of 15% or above  
• There is evidence of termite infestation in all areas of the building where wood is present 
• The integrity of the wood elements (partitions, ceiling, structure) is ever more 

compromised, with many having collapsed in the year since our last evaluation. 

On the following pages, these findings are explained and documented. 
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General Findings 

On our recent site visit we were able to observe that the building’s state of disrepair is of outmost 
concern. The building’s masonry walls, and concrete interior structure seem to be in good 
shape, but the metal roof has all but collapsed. The second story environment is not safe, 
besides the severely deteriorated wooden elements, there is also evidence of termite 
infestations and presence of human excrement. 

Following are some commented images describing some general findings:

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Wood Condition 

The main purpose of the August 16 site visit was to collect current as-found conditions and data 
to prepare an assessment of all the wood elements in the building, particularly the second story. 
This visit revealed that these wood elements are in a state of disrepair that makes their salvage 
and restoration technically and economically unfeasible. The existing building conditions 
allowed for limited access to some of the second-story spaces but most of it was able to be 
scanned.

Collapsed Structures 

The second story’s wood elements have lost integrity since the last scan in 2023. Some walls that 
used to be standing have since collapsed. (Fig. 8) This is not only a safety concern, but also 
evidence of subjacent problems with the wood elements. Likewise, many more ceiling planks 
have fallen to the floor. Since the building’s roof integrity is severely compromised, water 
intrusion has been a major culprit in the wooden elements decay. As seen in the ceiling photo 
montage, the roof’s metal panels allow for water to enter the building throughout the entire 
building. (Fig 6)

Termite Infestation 

Our visit revealed the presence of termites in the doors, ceilings and walls. Some of this evidence 
is seen in the pictures provided where the interior wood is visible (fig. 10 and 11), some other 
evidence is harder to photograph. Termites bore holes through the wood and create channels 
just below the paint surface. The channels are soft to touch and can be harder to photograph. 
(Fig. 12)

Wood Moisture Content 

A moisture content meter was used to measure internal moisture content for some walls. While 
the intent was to test the equipment and measure each wall in a future visit, the readings in 
what seem to be the walls with most integrity, revealed a major moisture problem. When 
contrasted to the mold evidence in the first-floor ceiling (Fig 5), these readings help paint a 
picture of the severity of the problem. The following photos show the readings from the test 
measurements taken on August 16, 2024.

Exterior Door Paint Color 

As part of this site visit, a sample of the existing wood doors was taken to assess its paint layers 
and confirm any other previous paint color. A chip from one of the exterior doors was examined 
under a microscope and revealed one layer of green paint and one layer of white paint, 
presumably a paint primer. These doors appear to not be original to be building. There are no 
signs of several layers of paint or dirt accumulation between paint layers, as is typical of older 
wood elements.

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Summary 

This site visit revealed that building conditions presented in previous reports have worsened. 
Previous concerns with building access and safety have only worsened because access to the 
second level can only occur by passing through areas where collapsed structures are present 
and floors are supported by decaying wood members. Safety conditions and access made it 
impossible to assess every corner of the building’s second story but revealed loss of integrity of 
wood elements that permeate through the entire building. We understand that further visits and 
documentation are likely to produce similar results to the ones obtained. Our findings show that 
all wood elements in the buildings have lost structural and material integrity.

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Building Setting / Context The building is located within the Historic District of Manati's Urban 
Center. This building was built in the early 1800's as commisioned 
by Enrique Zorrilla, a well known local businessman. The building’s 
architecture is representative of its time, although there is evidence 
of major alterations throughout its lifetime. The surrounding 
context, mainly in Paseo de Atenas St., houses buildings from 
many different epochs and styles, and in varying conservation 
states. 

The buildings scale andThe building’s scale and exterior appearance should 
be preserved. For the most part the building’s integrity of appearance, 
materiality, design, setting and both physical and historic context, seems to 
be balanced. It is only when viewed through a thorough analytical lens that 
some incongruences, such as location of some face elements, or the 
condition of doors and windows, become evident and will trigger the 
replacement or addition of new elements.

Features and Finishes
First Floor - Spatial Configuration The South half of the building is an open space plan with two 

columns in the middle. This area is defined by three exterior walls 
and one interior masonry structural wall. The northern half of the 
building is divided into an eastern and western half by an interior 
structural wall. The Eastern side is now mostly an open space due 
to missing drywall partitions. This area’s floor elevation is also 
lower than the rest of the building. The western half is subdivided 
into smaller, seemingly utilitarian, spaces, accessible from either 
the main southern half of the building, or the northernmost opening 
from the northeast half of the building. 

Remove all partitions and use the main open spaces as such in the 
proposed rehabilitation.

The 
current partitions are severerly deteriorated and cannot be reused. New 
materials shall not try to recreate the old ones, but still be sensible to the 
historic context.

First Floor - Floor Finish The South half of the First Floor finish shows existing hydraulic 
tiles which are covered with the remanents of a cementitious 
material. A portion of the floor in this area shows an overlay of 
ceramic tile. The floor in the northeastern part of this level is few 
inches lower than the rest of the ground. Here, part of the flooring 
is missing and the other part is composed of non-historic ceramic 
tile.

Clean-up testing should be performed in the existing hidraulic cement tile. Is 
restoration is possible, then a different material shall be chosen for the rest 
of the flooring, while this one is preserved. If restoration is not possible, a 
new floor tile or finish shall be selected for the entire floor.

Second Floor - Floor Finish The South part of the Second Floor also shows a historic hydraulic 
tile which is moderately deteriorated. Further evaluation will be 
needed during construction. The northern half otf this floor was 
built in wood and the actual condition is structurally unsafe. This 
area is starting to fall apart. The flooring composition in this part of 
the Second Level is vinyl tile which is severely deteriorated.

The tile over the structural slab should be preserved and restored, addtional 
flooriing for new floors should be coordinated to harmonize with the existing 
historic tile.

First Floor - Wall Finish There are myriad wall finishes on the first floor walls. Historic plaster should be repaired. All other finishes should be removed and 
replaced or coordinated with the new added elements.

Second Floor - Wall Finish Exterior walls are plastered. There are several localized damages 
to the finish. Interior partitions are made of wood frame and slat 
construction. Because of water infiltration, these are severely 
damaged.

Remove and Salvage all wood partitions and detailed components. These, if 
posible, shall be reused in a sculptural/record element.

First Floor - Additional Features There is a steel structure that served as both a mezzanine and 
structural support for the second floor. Addtionally, a recent 
conversation with a former store employee discovered that there is 
a supposed basement on the northeeast corner of the building.

The steel structure is to be removed as part of the second floor wood floor 
demolition. Further invasive investigation is required to asses  the basement 
extent and condition, if present.

Second Floor - Addtional Features There is an existing wooden arc feature that defines and separates 
the main corridor on the second floor from the lounge on the 
southern end.

This arch should remain as a feature element. ideally the wood is salvaged 
and replaced over a new structure. If materially imposible, a new element 
shall replace it

Historic Hotel Cafe Building
General Project Scope & Description 

The Antiguo Hotel Café will become the new Center for Collaboration, Knowledge, Ideas and Innovation. This facility is located in the 
corner of Paseo de Atenas and Calle Inmaculada, in the late 1800’s building previously known as the Hotel Café. Additionaly, the structure 
is located within the Manati Historic Zone. The Innovation Center will provide an environment where people can gain the skills required 
to succeed in today’s challenging world. The visitors will find a lounge style e-office with diverse individual and small group stations. 
The Innovation Center will have two floors with different areas that the community can use. The facilities will have high-speed Wi-Fi, 
technological and telecommunications infrastructure that will include a printer, scanner, photocopier, and training programs that will 
promote innovation. The spaces in the Innovation Center can be used by local residents, non-local residents, non-profit organizations, 
freelancers and entrepreneurs. Currently, the Municipality holds a collaboration agreement with Engine 4 and Foundation for Puerto 
Rico, who will be both helping implement the programs and providing the technology for this new Innovaiton Center.

Specific Challenges & Objectives 

The current building’s state of disrepair presents several challenges to implement the various improvements 
necessary for its intended future use. While some of the main structural components seem stable for reuse, all of 
the wood components, both structural, spatial and ornamental, are compromised to several degrees. Equally the 
building’s roof is extensively damaged. Additionally, there are no mechanical, electrical or technological systems 
present in the building that would allow for future use.   

The building was built in the late 1800s, as a result of this, any intervention in this property and its historical context 
must comply with the Secretary of Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties (SOI’s Standards) 
and will also require consultation and endorsements from the the PR State Historic Preservation Ofice (PRSHPO) 
and The Institute of Puerto Rican Culture (ICP). Additional permit requirements will be the ones stated in the 
current Puerto Rico Joint Regulation (Reglamento Conjunto 2020). 

The main architectural objective of this project will be to preserve the historic shell and architectural features 
that are of significant value and in a recoverable state, and add the necessary systems and components that will 
allow its future intended use. With this process, all interventions will add functionality, resiliency and sustainability 
measures according to current standards.

“The Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties address four treatments: preservation, 
rehabilitation, restoration, and  reconstruction. As stated in the regulations (36 CFR Part 68) promulgating the Standards, “one 
set of standards …will apply to a property undergoing treatment, depending upon the property’s significance, existing physical 
condition, the extent of documentation available, and interpretive goals, when applicable. The Standards will be applied 
taking into consideration the economic and technical feasibility of each project.” These Standards apply not only to historic 
buildings but also to a wide variety of historic resource types eligible to be listed in the National Register of Historic Places.

“The Guidelines are intended to promote responsible preservation practices that help protect the nation’s irreplaceable cultural resources. For example, they cannot, in and of 
themselves, be used to make essential decisions about which features of the historic building should be saved and which can be changed. But, once a treatment is selected, the 
Standards and Guidelines provide a consistent philosophical approach to the work. Choosing the most appropriate treatment for a building requires careful decision making about 
a building’s historical significance, as well as taking into account a number of other considerations:”

“National Historic Landmarks, designated for their “exceptional significance in American history,” and other properties 
important for their interpretive value may be candidates for Preservation or Restoration.

“Regardless of the treatment, regulatory requirements must be addressed. But without a sensitive design approach 
such work may damage a building’s historic materials and negatively impact its character. Therefore, because the 
ultimate use of the building determines what requirements will have to be met, some potential uses of a historic 
building may not be appropriate if the necessary modifications would not preserve the building’s historic character.

The Old Hotel Café Central building was originally built 
in the late 1800s showing Spanish Colonial Architecture 
and late 19th century Spanish masonry technology 
commisioned by Enrique Zorrilla. At this time, Manatí 
functioned as an important distribution center for the 
coffee industry and the Zorrilla family business was a 
coffee storehouse. Coffee was brought from Ciales, 
Morovis, Jayuya and other mountain towns, and it was 
distributed to neighboring towns on the north coast.  

After experiencing an economic boom by the end of the 
XIX century, the coffee industry received a hit by both 
the arrival of North Americans in 1898 and Hurricane San 
Ciriaco in 1899.  Trade shifted from coffee to tobacco. 
Since thier arrival, the US Government considered 
tobacco an essential complement to coffee farms.  
Manatí transformed into an important commercial and 
transportation center.  The Zorrilla family business served 
as an intermediary for the tobacco trade between towns 
from the interior of the island and cities from the coast.

The Old Hotel Café Central, initially known as Hotel 
Comercio, was built by Enrique Zorrilla, second generation 
of the Zorrilla family.  Following his Father’s footsteps, at a 
young age he was part of the family’s warehousing and 
distribution business, originally for coffee goods and later 
for tobacco.  In the second decade of the 20th century 
his main business consisted on the importing of trucks, 
cars and tires, where he began as a minority shareholder 
and later he became a partner.

Level of Significance

The building is located within the Manatí Historical District. This property is not individually listed or 
designated in the National Register of Historic Places (RNLH, abbreviation in Spanish), nor in the 
Register of Historic Sites and Zones of the Puerto Rico Planning Board (RSZH-PR, abbreviation in 
Spanish). The property to be evaluated is not identified in the inventory/survey of eligible properties 
in PR-SHPO but it does appear in the inventories/surveys of the Instituto de Cultura Puertorriqueño 
and the municipality of Manatí, as property of historical-architectural-cultural significance and 
eligible property within the listed Manatí Historic Zone (JPH-2). In addition, the property is considered 
individually eligible to the RNLH and to the RSZH-PR. The Manatí Municipality has 5 properties listed in 
the National Register of Historic Places.  The majority of these properties are located within the urban 
Historical Zone.  These are the historical buildings already registered: 

•	 The Brunet–Calaf Residence 
•	 The Iglesia de Nuestra Señora de la Candelaria y San Matías
•	 La Colectiva Tabacalera
•	 Hacienda Azucarera la Esperanza
•	 Plaza del Mercado de Manatí

Therefore, any intervention with the Old Hotel Café Central building and its historical context should 
comply with the Secretary of Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties (SOI’s 
Standards). 

Enrique also became a poet. His poems make up a total of one hundred compositions. Its 
chronologically verified production extends from the year 1910 to the year 1924. Enrique Zorrilla 
reached his moment of greatest recognition in the decade of the nineteen tens, when he recieved 
prizes for his compositions Flor de Carne, Suenos de Gesta and Cetreria de Amor were awarded 
prizes in Bayamon [1910], Mayaguez [1912] and San Juan[1913], where he won Los Juegos Florales.  
These games, whose celebration dates back to the times of the Roman Empire, consist of about 
six days of celebration between April and May in our calendar, in which competitions are held in 
poetry, oratory and music. After several years, he returned to receive a honorable mention at the 
Puerto Rican Athenaeum in 1920 for his Madrigal Huerto en Flor. 

It should be noted that Enrique Zorrilla is the father of Pedrín Zorrilla, also known as “El Cangrejo 
Mayor” and “Mr. Baseball”. Known for his significant contributions to the puerto rican semi-professional 
baseball league, specially as a founding member of “Los Cangrejeros” team from Santurce. Pedrín 
was educated in Harrisburg Military Academy and Rock Hill College in Maryland. He returned to the 
island to work with his father Enrique in their car sales business. This did not stop Pedrín from playing 
baseball in his native town, Manatí. He stood out as a pitcher, a 2nd base player and as a home 
run hitter. Pedrín was in charge of hiring some of the best players of the Negro League Baseball to 
play with Los Cangrejeros. He also stands out as a baseball scout for the New York Giants, the San 
Francisco Giants and The Chicago Cubs. 

Due to his business, his father Enrique eventually moved to Santurce and ended up renting their 
building which was converted into “El Hotel Comercio” and later transformed into the “Hotel Café 
Central ‘’ which stood in operation for many years. By the end of the 20th century the structure was 
converted into a well-known shoe store called Almacenes González.
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The building’s physical condition has been assessed thoroughly. We’ve 
created a matrix, similar to the one portrayed in the “Final Guidelines 
on evaluating deteriorated, Damaged, or Previously Altered Build-
ings within registered Historic Districts” memorandum issued in March 
1986 to all USDoI regional directors and offices. Our Matrix evaluated 
the building in the categories:

Interior partitions in the 2nd level of the building are mainly composed of 
wooden materials, iIncluding doors, window trims, and the ceiling. A fragment 
of masonry wall is also present, coinciding with the first level walls.

The Historic Hotel Cafe has a variety of building materials such as, concrete, 
masonry, wood and steel. Exterior walls are a combination of masonry and 
concrete, some ornamental woodwork. The building’s 1st level, consists 
of concrete, masonry, and steel elements in some areas. The 2nd level 
contains masonry, wooden walls/ceiling and some ornamental steelwork in 
the balcony. This diagram demonstrates where these materials are generally 
located and how they relate to one another. 

On the exterior 1st and 2nd levels of the building, each doorway contains 
an ornamental wooden trim. One laerge cornice currently serves as a 
pigoen hotel. Some show moderate to extreme deterioration or damage.

The interior walls in the 1st level are mostly composed of masonry and concrete 
materials. On the south-side of the building, a poured concrete structure, 
consisting of  collumns, beams and a slab, serve as the second story floor. On 
the north-side of the building, the structure is mainly composed of masonry 
walls. It also contains an interior, steel, sub-structure [See next spread].

The exterior concrete stairs, on the north-side face of the building, show 
protruding vegetaion, making the walking surface slippery and unsafe. They 
are also non-compliant due to riser height and tread width. 

The exterior balcony in the 2nd level has an ornamental metal guardrail. 
Under the balcony, a fragment of the concrete slab is reinforced with 
exposed and corroded steel elements. The balcony slab shows considerable 
downward deflection.

Other

The building’s roof has significant damage to its structural members and metal zinc 
panels. The wooden beams that support the metal panels, demonstrate signs of 
deterioration due to moisture exposure. It also has a slight slope towards the north-
side face wall. 

The same moisture is affecting the interior wooden walls, showing signs of decay. 
The concrete floor, which has ornamental terrazzo tiles, are also affected by mold. 
Making the area unsanitary and unsafe.

A structural steel frame is currently supporting the existing 
wooden beams of the 2nd level sub-floor. The beams are rotting 
and represent a hazard. 

The 2nd level wooden sub-floor has deteriorated over time due 
to constant  exposure to moisture. It is considered uninhabitable.

The spatial diagram for the 1st floor, shown below, is 
organized following a space hierarchy resulting from the  
intended area for each use. More significant spaces such as 
the Service Lounge, Coworking Lounge, Kitchenette Lounge 
and Lab Lounge are located on the east side and south 
side of the floor plan, making them a priority in terms of uses 
and taking advantage of the building facades. There is a 
row of utility spaces organized towards the building’s north 
wall. They are arranged in such a way that no interruption to 
the flow of circulation or to the proper functioning of other 
important spaces will be cause. In a similar way, spaces 
such as restrooms are also strategically located towards 
the building’s north side. An interior proposed stairway and 
elevator will also be included in order to access the 2nd 
level. Also, an emergency stair has been considered as a 
mean of egress from the second floor.

Manatí Innovation Center

The spatial diagram for the 2nd floor, shown below, is 
organized following the client’s request for more individual 
areas. Spaces such as the offices and conference room are 
located around the atrium area that has been added at 
the east side of the building. Utility spaces in the 2nd floor 
are located similar to the ones i the 1st floor, towards the 
north side of the structure. Also, restrooms in the 2nd floor are 
located towards the building’s north-side.

This report presents the results of the Actual Conditions Assessment & Reinforcement 
Determination at Historic Building – Innovation Center located in Manatí, Puerto 
Rico. 
 
The work was performed as stated on Spec Group Proposal PL-2023-78, on January 25, 
2024 to obtain and provide information on the actual conditions of the structure for 
evaluation. For details of the areas investigated, please refer to Figures and Photos, 
enclosed.   

 
To accomplish the above, SPEC GROUP performed the following work: 
 

1. Reinforcing Steel Location & Determination–using of Non- Destructive Testing 
(NDT) techniques. 

 

2. Visual Reconnaissance Underside Ground Level Slab – by using a wireless 
camera from DepsTech for inspection on confined or difficult access spaces. 
 

The results of the testing program performed are presented below: 
 

1. REINFORCING STEEL LOCATION AND DETERMINATION 
 

The rebar scan data was gathered without damaging the existing elements by using Non-
Destructive Testing techniques. The rebar scans were performed on east perimeter 
walls on the inside and outside located in Historic Building in Manatí to determine

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the existing reinforcement location, size, spacing, and clear cover. The scans were done 
using a combination of two NDT-type equipment: a ferromagnetic device capable of 
obtaining rebar depth, location, and rebar diameter (Hilti Ferroscan PS300) and a Ground 
Penetration Radar (Hilti PS1000 GPR) capable of obtaining a precise image of almost any 
object and material, or voids inside the concrete. 
 

✓ The Hilti Ferroscan PS 300 is an NDT investigation tool capable of determining the 
position, cover, and diameter of the existing rebars. The maximum depth of the rebar 
that the scan is capable of detecting is 8.0” with an accuracy of ±0.118”. The maximum 
depth for determining rebar diameter is 2.4” with an accuracy of ±0.04”. It should be 
noted that measurements of both systems may be significantly affected by site and 
ambient conditions, such as moisture, radio systems, proximity to magnetic or 
electromagnetic fields, dampness, construction materials containing metals, aluminum foil 
backed insulation, multiple layers and materials with cavities or electrically conductive 
wall covering or tiles. The area covered at each scan is 2’ x 2’ or also 4’ by 4’.  Larger 
continuous areas can be scanned if it is required. The typical quick scan and 2’ x 2’ full 
scans on various coverage areas were used for this project to get information of the 
concrete elements. The quick scan mode does not save any data in the memory of the 
scan, however, shows the reinforcement live in-situ. 
 

✓ The Hilti Ground-Penetrating Radar (GPR) PS1000, in this case the Hilti X-Scan 
Unit, also called impulse radar, uses electromagnetic waves to measure discontinuities 
below a concrete surface. The technique has been used to locate voids, reinforcing steel, 
and to measure thickness. Although this device was not designed to determine the 
concrete thickness of the element, it will give an image of the section of the concrete. 
In the case of a surface less than 10”, it would show a rebound image of the end of the 
signal, where the thickness of slab could be estimated. The area covered at each scan is 
2’ x 2’ or also 4’ by 4’.  Larger continuous areas can be scanned if it is required. The 
typical quick scan and 2’ x 2’ full scans on various coverage areas were used for this 
project to get information of the concrete elements. The quick scan mode does not save 
any data in the memory of the scan, however, shows the reinforcement live in-situ. 
 
The focus of this study is to estimate the existing reinforcement location, spacing, size 
and clear cover of the existing structure elements, measured from the surface at locations 
needed of the concrete elements of the mentioned structure.  
 
A total of (16) sixteen scan locations (thirty-two scans in total) were performed along 
the mentioned structure on different wall areas. We present a few general pictures 
during the work performed which can be found at Appendix A. Some example of scans 
images is included in Appendix C attached in the appendixes section. Drawings with the 
locations of the test performed and details of the sections are also included in the 
appendix located at the end of the document with the name Appendix D. It is important 
to note that the data gathered was taken in specific areas. Also, some dimensions of the 
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structural elements make the scanning in some locations. We do not scan any other 
location further than the mentioned areas. In general, the typical layout of the 
reinforcement resulting from the NDT, is as follows: 

 
 
Section #1: (Column) 

Main Reinforcement: 4#6 continuous.  
Secondary Reinforcement (Ties): #3 with spacing of 12.0”. 
The clear cover of the reinforcement varies from 3.00” to 5.50”. 
Commentaries: The details correspond to columns areas that were scanned on the 
east perimeter wall of the building. The scans performed at these columns are 
Scan #5, #7, #9 & #12. Please, refer to Appendix C & D for more information.  
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Section #2: (Clay Brick Wall):  
Vertical Reinforcement: #5 with spacing of 6” 
Horizontal Reinforcement: #4 with spacing of 8” 
Vertical Dowels: Were not found after scanning analysis. 
Horizontal Dowels or Rebar (cont.): Were not found after scanning analysis. 
The clear cover of the reinforcement is 3.00” 
Comments: The detail corresponds to clay brick walls that were scanned on the east 
perimeter wall of the building. The scan performed at this wall is Scan #3. 
Neither vertical nor horizontal dowels were found in these scanned walls. Please, refer 
to Appendix C & D for more information. 
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Section #3: (Clay Brick Wall):  
Vertical Reinforcement: Were not found after scanning analysis 
Horizontal Reinforcement: #3 with spacing of 12” 
Vertical Dowels: Were not found after scanning analysis. 
Horizontal Dowels or Rebar (cont.): Were not found after scanning analysis. 
The clear cover of the reinforcement is 4.50” 
Comments: The detail corresponds to clay brick walls that were scanned on the east 
perimeter wall of the building.

During the core drilling through the slab, we found that the concrete floor on ground 
level is an elevated slab and not a slab on ground with an approximately 10.25 inches of thickness 
(including concrete, toppings and/or tiles). We introduced a measure tape to verify the height 
and we got an approximate of 98 inches to the top surface of the ground level slab. We also 
found a steel element during core drilling, which is supporting the existing ground level slab. 
Photos taken during the exploration on this core opening is Photo #12 presented on 
Appendix B and from Photos #15 to #24 on Appendix B. 
 
The third area investigated is located at the northeast side of the building, which we identified 
as Exploration Core #3 (EC #3) on the drawing plans of the Appendix D at the end of the 
document. During the core drilling through the slab, we found that the concrete floor on ground 
level is an elevated slab and not a slab on ground. On this area, we perform the core drilling until 
we reach an approximately 22 inches, we only found concrete and could not pass through the 
slab. We understand that we were core drilling on one of the basement walls. Photos taken 
during the exploration on this core opening is Photo #13 presented on Appendix B and from 
Photos #15 to #24 on Appendix B. 
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The fourth area investigated is located at the northeast of the building, which we identified as 
Exploration Core #4 (EC #4) on the drawing plans of the Appendix D at the end of the 
document. During the core drilling through the slab, we found that the concrete floor on ground 
level is an elevated slab and not a slab on ground with an approximately 9.25 inches of thickness 
(including concrete, toppings and/or tiles). We introduced a measure tape to verify the height 
and we get an approximate of 133.75 inches to the top surface of the ground level slab. We also 
found a steel element during core drilling, which is supporting the existing ground level slab. In 
this exploration core was on our team could get a better visual access and take photos of all the 
basement room. The basement was found with many debris, waste materials, flood, steel 
elements corroded and underside of the existing concrete slab of the ground level with cracks 
and deteriorated. Photos taken during the exploration on this core opening is Photo #14 
presented on Appendix B and from Photos #15 to #24 on Appendix B.

General Project Scope & Description 

The Antiguo Hotel Café will become the new Center for Collaboration, Knowledge, Ideas and Innovation. This facility is located in the 
corner of Paseo de Atenas and Calle Inmaculada, in the late 1800’s building previously known as the Hotel Café. Additionaly, the structure 
is located within the Manati Historic Zone. The Innovation Center will provide an environment where people can gain the skills required 
to succeed in today’s challenging world. The visitors will find a lounge style e-office with diverse individual and small group stations. 
The Innovation Center will have two floors with different areas that the community can use. The facilities will have high-speed Wi-Fi, 
technological and telecommunications infrastructure that will include a printer, scanner, photocopier, and training programs that will 
promote innovation. The spaces in the Innovation Center can be used by local residents, non-local residents, non-profit organizations, 
freelancers and entrepreneurs. Currently, the Municipality holds a collaboration agreement with Engine 4 and Foundation for Puerto 
Rico, who will be both helping implement the programs and providing the technology for this new Innovaiton Center.

Specific Challenges & Objectives 

The current building’s state of disrepair presents several challenges to implement the various improvements 
necessary for its intended future use. While some of the main structural components seem stable for reuse, all of 
the wood components, both structural, spatial and ornamental, are compromised to several degrees. Equally the 
building’s roof is extensively damaged. Additionally, there are no mechanical, electrical or technological systems 
present in the building that would allow for future use.   

The building was built in the late 1800s, as a result of this, any intervention in this property and its historical context 
must comply with the Secretary of Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties (SOI’s Standards) 
and will also require consultation and endorsements from the the PR State Historic Preservation Ofice (PRSHPO) 
and The Institute of Puerto Rican Culture (ICP). Additional permit requirements will be the ones stated in the 
current Puerto Rico Joint Regulation (Reglamento Conjunto 2020). 

The main architectural objective of this project will be to preserve the historic shell and architectural features 
that are of significant value and in a recoverable state, and add the necessary systems and components that will 
allow its future intended use. With this process, all interventions will add functionality, resiliency and sustainability 
measures according to current standards.

“The Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties address four treatments: preservation, 
rehabilitation, restoration, and  reconstruction. As stated in the regulations (36 CFR Part 68) promulgating the Standards, “one 
set of standards …will apply to a property undergoing treatment, depending upon the property’s significance, existing physical 
condition, the extent of documentation available, and interpretive goals, when applicable. The Standards will be applied 
taking into consideration the economic and technical feasibility of each project.” These Standards apply not only to historic 
buildings but also to a wide variety of historic resource types eligible to be listed in the National Register of Historic Places.

“Rehabilitation is defined as the act or process of making possible a compatible use for a 
property through repair, alterations, and additions while preserving those portions or features 
which convey its historical, cultural, or architectural values. The Rehabilitation Standards 
acknowledge the need to alter or add to a historic building to meet continuing or new uses 
while retaining the building’s historic character.”

“Restoration is defined as the act or process of accurately depicting the form, features, 
and character of a property as it appeared at a particular period of time by means of the 
removal of features from other periods in its history and reconstruction of missing features from 
the restoration period. The limited and sensitive upgrading of mechanical, electrical, and 
plumbing systems and other code-required work to make properties functional is appropriate 
within a restoration project. The Restoration Standards allow for the depiction of a building at a 
particular time in its history by preserving materials, features, finishes, and spaces from its period 
of significance and removing those from other periods.”

“Reconstruction is defined as the act or process of depicting, by means of new construction, 
the form, features, and detailing of a non-surviving site, landscape, building, structure, or 
object for the purpose of replicating its appearance at a specific period of time and in its 
historic location. The Reconstruction Standards establish a limited framework for recreating a 
vanished or non-surviving building with new materials, primarily for interpretive purposes.”

“The Guidelines are intended to promote responsible preservation practices that help protect the nation’s irreplaceable cultural resources. For example, they cannot, in and of 
themselves, be used to make essential decisions about which features of the historic building should be saved and which can be changed. But, once a treatment is selected, the 
Standards and Guidelines provide a consistent philosophical approach to the work. Choosing the most appropriate treatment for a building requires careful decision making about 
a building’s historical significance, as well as taking into account a number of other considerations:”

“National Historic Landmarks, designated for their “exceptional significance in American history,” and other properties 
important for their interpretive value may be candidates for Preservation or Restoration. Rehabilitation, however, 
is the most commonly used treatment for the majority of historic buildings Reconstruction has the most limited 
application because so few resources that are no longer extant can be documented to the degree necessary to 
accurately recreate the property in a manner that conveys its appearance at a particular point in history.”

“Preservation may be appropriate if distinctive materials, features, and spaces are essentially intact and convey 
the building’s historical significance. If the building requires more extensive repair and replacement, or if alterations 
or a new addition are necessary for a new use, then Rehabilitation is probably the most appropriate treatment.”

“Many historic buildings can be adapted for a new use or updated for a continuing use without seriously impacting 
their historic character. However, it may be very difficult or impossible to convert some special-use properties for new 
uses without major alterations, resulting in loss of historic character and even integrity.”

The Old Hotel Café Central building was originally built 
in the late 1800s showing Spanish Colonial Architecture 
and late 19th century Spanish masonry technology 
commisioned by Enrique Zorrilla. At this time, Manatí 
functioned as an important distribution center for the 
coffee industry and the Zorrilla family business was a 
coffee storehouse. Coffee was brought from Ciales, 
Morovis, Jayuya and other mountain towns, and it was 
distributed to neighboring towns on the north coast.  

After experiencing an economic boom by the end of the 
XIX century, the coffee industry received a hit by both 
the arrival of North Americans in 1898 and Hurricane San 
Ciriaco in 1899.  Trade shifted from coffee to tobacco. 
Since thier arrival, the US Government considered 
tobacco an essential complement to coffee farms.  
Manatí transformed into an important commercial and 
transportation center.  The Zorrilla family business served 
as an intermediary for the tobacco trade between towns 
from the interior of the island and cities from the coast.

The Old Hotel Café Central, initially known as Hotel 
Comercio, was built by Enrique Zorrilla, second generation 
of the Zorrilla family.  Following his Father’s footsteps, at a 
young age he was part of the family’s warehousing and 
distribution business, originally for coffee goods and later 
for tobacco.  In the second decade of the 20th century 
his main business consisted on the importing of trucks, 
cars and tires, where he began as a minority shareholder 
and later he became a partner.

Level of Significance

The building is located within the Manatí Historical District. This property is not individually listed or 
designated in the National Register of Historic Places (RNLH, abbreviation in Spanish), nor in the 
Register of Historic Sites and Zones of the Puerto Rico Planning Board (RSZH-PR, abbreviation in 
Spanish). The property to be evaluated is not identified in the inventory/survey of eligible properties 
in PR-SHPO but it does appear in the inventories/surveys of the Instituto de Cultura Puertorriqueño 
and the municipality of Manatí, as property of historical-architectural-cultural significance and 
eligible property within the listed Manatí Historic Zone (JPH-2). In addition, the property is considered 
individually eligible to the RNLH and to the RSZH-PR. The Manatí Municipality has 5 properties listed in 
the National Register of Historic Places.  The majority of these properties are located within the urban 
Historical Zone.  These are the historical buildings already registered: 

•	 The Brunet–Calaf Residence 
•	 The Iglesia de Nuestra Señora de la Candelaria y San Matías
•	 La Colectiva Tabacalera
•	 Hacienda Azucarera la Esperanza
•	 Plaza del Mercado de Manatí

Therefore, any intervention with the Old Hotel Café Central building and its historical context should 
comply with the Secretary of Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties (SOI’s 
Standards). 

Enrique also became a poet. His poems make up a total of one hundred compositions. Its 
chronologically verified production extends from the year 1910 to the year 1924. Enrique Zorrilla 
reached his moment of greatest recognition in the decade of the nineteen tens, when he recieved 
prizes for his compositions Flor de Carne, Suenos de Gesta and Cetreria de Amor were awarded 
prizes in Bayamon [1910], Mayaguez [1912] and San Juan[1913], where he won Los Juegos Florales.  
These games, whose celebration dates back to the times of the Roman Empire, consist of about 
six days of celebration between April and May in our calendar, in which competitions are held in 
poetry, oratory and music. After several years, he returned to receive a honorable mention at the 
Puerto Rican Athenaeum in 1920 for his Madrigal Huerto en Flor. 

It should be noted that Enrique Zorrilla is the father of Pedrín Zorrilla, also known as “El Cangrejo 
Mayor” and “Mr. Baseball”. Known for his significant contributions to the puerto rican semi-professional 
baseball league, specially as a founding member of “Los Cangrejeros” team from Santurce. Pedrín 
was educated in Harrisburg Military Academy and Rock Hill College in Maryland. He returned to the 
island to work with his father Enrique in their car sales business. This did not stop Pedrín from playing 
baseball in his native town, Manatí. He stood out as a pitcher, a 2nd base player and as a home 
run hitter. Pedrín was in charge of hiring some of the best players of the Negro League Baseball to 
play with Los Cangrejeros. He also stands out as a baseball scout for the New York Giants, the San 
Francisco Giants and The Chicago Cubs. 

Due to his business, his father Enrique eventually moved to Santurce and ended up renting their 
building which was converted into “El Hotel Comercio” and later transformed into the “Hotel Café 
Central ‘’ which stood in operation for many years. By the end of the 20th century the structure was 
converted into a well-known shoe store called Almacenes González.
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The building’s physical condition has been assessed thoroughly. We’ve 
created a matrix, similar to the one portrayed in the “Final Guidelines 
on evaluating deteriorated, Damaged, or Previously Altered Build-
ings within registered Historic Districts” memorandum issued in March 
1986 to all USDoI regional directors and offices. Our Matrix evaluated 
the building in the categories:

Interior partitions in the 2nd level of the building are mainly composed of 
wooden materials, iIncluding doors, window trims, and the ceiling. A fragment 
of masonry wall is also present, coinciding with the first level walls.

The Historic Hotel Cafe has a variety of building materials such as, concrete, 
masonry, wood and steel. Exterior walls are a combination of masonry and 
concrete, some ornamental woodwork. The building’s 1st level, consists 
of concrete, masonry, and steel elements in some areas. The 2nd level 
contains masonry, wooden walls/ceiling and some ornamental steelwork in 
the balcony. This diagram demonstrates where these materials are generally 
located and how they relate to one another. 

On the exterior 1st and 2nd levels of the building, each doorway contains 
an ornamental wooden trim. One laerge cornice currently serves as a 
pigoen hotel. Some show moderate to extreme deterioration or damage.

The interior walls in the 1st level are mostly composed of masonry and concrete 
materials. On the south-side of the building, a poured concrete structure, 
consisting of  collumns, beams and a slab, serve as the second story floor. On 
the north-side of the building, the structure is mainly composed of masonry 
walls. It also contains an interior, steel, sub-structure [See next spread].

The exterior concrete stairs, on the north-side face of the building, show 
protruding vegetaion, making the walking surface slippery and unsafe. They 
are also non-compliant due to riser height and tread width. 

The exterior balcony in the 2nd level has an ornamental metal guardrail. 
Under the balcony, a fragment of the concrete slab is reinforced with 
exposed and corroded steel elements. The balcony slab shows considerable 
downward deflection.

The building’s roof has significant damage to its structural members and metal zinc 
panels. The wooden beams that support the metal panels, demonstrate signs of 
deterioration due to moisture exposure. It also has a slight slope towards the north-
side face wall. 

The same moisture is affecting the interior wooden walls, showing signs of decay. 
The concrete floor, which has ornamental terrazzo tiles, are also affected by mold. 
Making the area unsanitary and unsafe.

A structural steel frame is currently supporting the existing 
wooden beams of the 2nd level sub-floor. The beams are rotting 
and represent a hazard. 

The 2nd level wooden sub-floor has deteriorated over time due 
to constant  exposure to moisture. It is considered uninhabitable.

The spatial diagram for the 1st floor, shown below, is 
organized following a space hierarchy resulting from the  
intended area for each use. More significant spaces such as 
the Service Lounge, Coworking Lounge, Kitchenette Lounge 
and Lab Lounge are located on the east side and south 
side of the floor plan, making them a priority in terms of uses 
and taking advantage of the building facades. There is a 
row of utility spaces organized towards the building’s north 
wall. They are arranged in such a way that no interruption to 
the flow of circulation or to the proper functioning of other 
important spaces will be cause. In a similar way, spaces 
such as restrooms are also strategically located towards 
the building’s north side. An interior proposed stairway and 
elevator will also be included in order to access the 2nd 
level. Also, an emergency stair has been considered as a 
mean of egress from the second floor.

Manatí Innovation Center

The spatial diagram for the 2nd floor, shown below, is 
organized following the client’s request for more individual 
areas. Spaces such as the offices and conference room are 
located around the atrium area that has been added at 
the east side of the building. Utility spaces in the 2nd floor 
are located similar to the ones i the 1st floor, towards the 
north side of the structure. Also, restrooms in the 2nd floor are 
located towards the building’s north-side.

On February 9, 2018, an allocation of Community Development Block Grant - Disaster Recovery (CDBG-DR) funds was 

approved by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) under the Federal Register 

Volume 83, No. 28, 83 FR 5844, to assist the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico in meeting unmet needs in the wake of 

Hurricanes Irma and Maria. On August 14, 2018, an additional $8.22 billion recovery allocation was allocated to Puerto 

Rico under the Federal Register Volume 83, No. 157, 83 FR 40314. With these funding allocations, the Puerto Rico 

Department of Housing (PRDOH) aims to lead a comprehensive and transparent recovery for the benefit of Puerto Rico 

residents. To faithfully comply with HUD's environmental requirements, the Puerto Rico Department of Housing 

contracted Horne Federal, LLC (HORNE) to provide environmental records review services that will support the 

Department's objectives Puerto Rico Housing (PRDOH) for CDBG-DR. 

On behalf of PRDOH and the subrecipient, the Municipality of Manatí, we are requesting technical assistance regarding 

structural condition studies for PR-CRP-000774, the Rehabilitación de Estructura Existente para Facilidad de 

Colaboración, Conocimiento, Ideas e Innovación (Antes Hotel Café Central), in order to continue with the design process. 

This Technical Assistance request is specifically focused on the need for studies to understand the structural condition 

of the building through soil testing and basement location studies. The subject property is located at in the Manatí 

Traditional Urban Center and Historic Zone at Paseo de la Atenas (McKinley Street) #34 and the coordinates are 

18.429111 -66.492251. The parcel ID for the building formerly known as the Antiguo Hotel Café is 056-012-123-02-

001. 

The proposed assessment will consist of the performance of one (1) to two (2) soil borings to estimated depths in the 

range of 10 to 20 feet below existing grade to study subsoil conditions at the site. Due to accessibility, borings shall be 

drilled with portable equipment to limited depths at cleared areas. It should be noted that the prevailing building codes 

require drilling down to 100 feet for a proper seismic site classification. However, based on the general knowledge of 
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the area, project nature, and accessibility, we expect the established depths to be sufficient at this time. The number 

and depth of borings, therefore, may vary up or down, depending on actual subsoil conditions encountered and 

accessibility. 

Field and laboratory testing will be focused on evaluating subsoil conditions at the site for providing general 

geotechnical recommendations, as applicable. At the completion of both field and laboratory testing, a report will be 

submitted containing the soil and index properties of the subsoil at the location of the borings and our assessment on 

the geotechnical aspects of the site. 

Additionally, the study considers the performance of an additional boring to identify and locate an existing basement. A 

core will be drilled using a Hilti Wet Diamond Coring for the extraction of up to 4” diameter. Observation of surroundings 

will be performed using a Dual Lens Borescope. DepsTech Endoscope is a dual lens waterproof camera that is 

commonly used to get visual access on narrow places. Is a wireless camera compatible with many devices, that is ideal 

for incepting house appliances, industrial equipment, drainages, water tanks, tubes, and an extensive other use. The 

camera is capable of detecting objects in dark or too exposed to environments by adjusting the brightness. All 

investigated (cored) areas will be filled with cementitious high strength non-shrink grout. The proposed locations of the 

borings can be seen in the attached document.
