Juan, Puerto Rico,represented herein by its Secretary, Hon. Ciary Y. PérezPefia, of legal
w age, single, and resident of Las Piedras, Puerto Rico; and Iglesia Cristiana Dios
Siempre Presente, Inc. (“Subrecipient”), a non-profit corporation, having its principal
office at Carr. 831 Km 2.7 Reparto Rosana Bo. Minillas Bayamoén, Puerto Rico,
represented herein by its President,RogelioPonce Diaz,of legal age, married, and a

resident of Toa Alta, Puerto Rico;collectively the “Parties”.
l. RECITALSAND GENERALAWARD INFORMATION

WHEREAS,inSeptember 2017,Hurricanes Irma and Maria made landfall in Puerto Rico
causing catastrophic island-wide damage, knocking out power, water, and
telecommunications forthe entireisland and itsisland municipalities. Hurricane Maria
caused major structure and infrastructure damage to family homes, businesses,and
government facilities triggering the displacement of thousands of residents of the

Island from theirhomes and jobs.

WHEREAS, under the Continuing Appropriations Act, 2018, and Supplemental
Appropriations for Disaster Relief Requirements Act, 2017, signed into law on
September 8,2017(Pub.L.115-56),$1.5billion were allocated by the U.S.Departm ent of
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for disaster recovery assistance to the
Government of Puerto Ricounder the CDBG-DRProgram. These funds are intended to
provide financial assistance to address unmet needs that arise and that are not

covered by other sources of financial aid.

WHEREAS,onFebruary 9, 2018,a Notice was published in the Federal Register, Vol. 83,
No.28 (83 FR5844), that allocated $1.5billion for disaster recovery assistance to the

Government of Puerto Rico.
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WHEREAS,under the Bipartisan Budget Act of 2018,signed into law February 9, 2018
(Pub.L.115-123),anadditional $8.22 billion were appropriated by Congress for disaster

recovery assistance to the Government of Puerto Ricounder CDBG-DR.

WHEREAS,pursuant to a letter dated February 23, 2018,sent by former Governor of
Puerto Rico to the Hon. Benjamin Carson, Secretary of HUD, the PRDOH s the
governmental agency designated as grantee of the CDBG-DRfunds allocated to the

Government of Puerto Rico.

WHEREAS,onAugust 14,2018,an additional allocation of $8.22billion for recovery was
allocated to Puerto Ricounder Federal Register Vol. 83, No. 157,(83 FR40314).

WHEREAS,on September 20, 2018,the Governor of Puerto Rico and the Secretary of
HUDsigned the Grant Agreem ent Number B-17-DM-72-0001; allowing PRDOHaccess

cyep to $1,507,179,000inCDBG-DRfunding obligated under Pub.L.115-56.

WHEREAS,underthe Additional Supplemental Appropriations for Disaster ReliefAct of
2019, signed into law June 6, 2019 (Pub. L. 116-20), an additional $277 million were
appropriated by Congress for disaster recovery assistance to the Government of
Puerto Rico under CDBG-DR.

WHEREAS,on January 27,2020, an additional allocation of $277 billion for unmet
infrastructure recovery needs was allocated to PuertoRicounder Federal RegisterVol.
85, No. 17,(85 FR4681). With these allocations of funding, the PRDOHaims to lead a
transparent, comprehensive recovery to benefit the residents of Puerto Rico. PRDOH
holds accountability and is com mitted to the responsible, efficient,and transparent

administration of CDBG-DRgrant funding.

WHEREAS,on February 21,2020,the Governor of Puerto Rico and the Secretary of HUD
signed the Grant Agreement Number B-18-DP-72-0001; allowing PRDOHaccess to
$1,700,000,000in CDBG-DR funding, obligated under Pub. L.115-123.

WHEREAS,according to the approved current Action Plan, Puerto Rico intends to
undertake the Non-Federal Match Program (“Program”). The focus of the Program is
to utilize CDBG-DRfunds to provide the non-federal cost share match for eligible
subrecipients under Federal grant programs. The approved current Action Plan
allocated a total budget of ONEBILLIONONEHUNDREDTHIRTYMILLIONONEDOLLARS
($1,130,000,001) to this program . PRDOHwill dedicate EIGHTY-EIGHTTHOUSANDNINE
HUNDREDTHIRTY-TWODOLLARSANDTWO CENTS($88,932.02) under this Agreement

to meet the non-federal cost share obligation for activities outlined in Exhibit C
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(“Budget”)."TheSubrecipient will perform the servicesincluded in the Exhibit A (“Scope
of Work”) under this Agreement.

WHEREAS,theCDBG-DRfunds made available for use by the Subrecipient under this
Agreement constitute a Subaward of the PRDOH’s Federal Award, the use of which
must be in accordance with requirements imposed by Federal statutes, regulations,
and the terms and conditions of the PRDOH's Federal Award.

WHEREAS,the PRDOHhas the legal power and authority, in accordance with its
enabling statute,the Organic Act,as am ended,supra,the federal laws and regulations
creating and allocating funds to the CDBG-DRprogram and the current Action Plan,

to issueand award the subaward, enter and perform under this Agreement; and

WHEREAS,the Subrecipient has duly adopted the Resolution dated October 16,2024,
authorizing its Authorized Representative, Rogelio Ponce Diaz, to enter into this
Agreement with the PRDOHin its behalf; and by signing this Agreement, the
Subrecipient assures PRDOHthat Subrecipient shall comply with all the requirements

described herein.

B. General Administration

D. Levelsof Accomplishment — Performance Goals and Timelines

The Subrecipient shall complete the activities required under the Exhibit A ("Scope of
Work”) of this Agreement in accordance with the timeframes and performance goals
set forth in Exhibit B (“Timelines and Performance Goals”) of this Agreement, herein

attached and made an integralpart of this Agreement.

E. Nonperformance Standard

If at the end of the six (6) months from the EffectiveDate, as defined in Section V of
this Agreement,the Program activity has not begun or at any time during the term the
Program activity has not accomplished the performance objectives set forth by the
PRDOHin Exhibit B (“Timelines and Performance Goals”), the PRDOH, may, at its sole
discretion, terminate this Agreement, de-obligate funds made available under this
agreement, and/ or recapture funds previously expended by the Subrecipient under
this agreement from non-federal funds. No contract extensions shall be granted
unless the Subrecipient can document circumstances beyond its control that
prevented start of the activityy The PRDOHshall review the properly filed and
docum ented circumstances which are alleged to have prevented the initiation of
activity and exclusively reserves the right to decide if an extension is warranted,

relative to the reasons stated as well as the prevailing circumstances.

F. Pre-Award Costs

Pre-agreement costs are eligible for payment under the terms and conditions of the

Action Plan, Program Guidelines, and this Agreement, in addition to specific

requirem ents for compliance with HUD.

Subrecipient may submit requests for reimbursement of those costs incurred for
activities undertaken in accordance with this Agreement prior to the EffectiveDate of
this Agreement, and in compliance with 24 C.F.R.§570.200(h), 2 C.F.R.part 200, and
HUD CDBG-DR Allocation Rules contained in the February 9, 2018,Federal Register
Notice and subsequent notices as applicable. Specifically,pre-agreement costs may
include, but are not necessarily limited to, the following: activities supporting program
development, action plan development and stakeholder involvement support, and
other qualifying eligible costs incurred in response to an eligible disaster covered
under Pub.L.115-56,as amended. These costs include the cost for salary, employer
fringe benefits,and direct operating costfor each employee based on theirindividual
percentage of time spent on the planning of the CDBG-DRprogram during a pay

period.
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IV. PERFORMANCE,MONITORING AND REPORTING

A. Monitoring
The PRDOHshallmonitor the performance of the Subrecipient as necessary to ensure

that the funds allocated to the Subrecipient are used for authorized purposes, in
compliance with Federal statutes, regulations, and the terms and conditions of this
Agreement, including the timeframes and performance goals set forth in Exhibit B

Substandard performance, defined as a performance that fallsshort of the standard
expected of the Subrecipient, as specified in the Agreement’s exhibits, shall constitute

noncom pliance with this Agreement.

If action to correct such substandard performance is not taken by the Subrecipient
within fifteen (15)days after being notified by PRDOH,PRDOHmayimpose additional
conditions on the Subrecipientand suspend or terminate this Agreement, disallow all
or part of the cost of the activity or action notin compliance orinitiate other remedies

for noncompliance, as appropriate and permitted under 2 C.F.R.§200.339.

B. Reporting
The Subrecipient shall subm it regular progress reports to the PRDOH,onthe form and

with the content to be specified and required by the PRDOH.The PRDOHshall later
notify Subrecipient in writing the guidelines and requirements applicable to the
submittal of the progressreports,and such notification shallbe deemed incorporated

by reference to this Agreement.

V. EFFECTIVEDATE AND TERM

ThisAgreement shallbe in effect and enforceable between the parties from the date
of its execution. The performance period of this Agreement extends from the date of
its execution to October 31,2027.

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procurements for which payment isrequested have been made in accordance with

this Agreement.

If PRDOHdetermines that the submitted Request for Reimbursement and supporting
docum ents are acceptable,then the requestforreimbursement shallbe approved for
paym ent. An authorized representative of the PRDOHshall review each Request for
Reimbursement and, if adequate, shall approve and process its paym ent. Payments
to the Subrecipient shall be made by check or electronic funds transfer (EFT).PRDOH

reservesthe right to conduct any audit it deems necessary.

In order for the Subrecipientto receive payment for any work performed hereunder,
the following certification must be included in each Request for Reimbursement
submitted to the PRDOH:

"Under penalty of absolute nullity, | hereby certify that no public
servant ofthe government entity isa party to orhas an interestofany
kind in the profits or benefits to be obtained under the contract which
is the basis of this invoice, and should he be a party to, or have an
interestin, the profits or benefits to be obtained under the contract, a
waiver has been previously issued. The only consideration to provide
the contracted goods or servicesunder the contract is the payment
agreed upon with the authorized representative of the government
entity. Theamount that appears in the invoice is fair and correct. The
work has been performed, the goods have been delivered, and the
services have been rendered, and no payment has been received

therefor."

The PRDOHshall pay to the Subrecipient CDBG-DR funds available under this
Agreement [See Exhibit D (“Funds Certification”)] based upon information submitted
by the Subrecipient for allowable costs permitted under this Agreement and
consistentwith the approved Budget.Payments shallbe made foreligibleand allowed
expenses actually incurred by the Subrecipient, and not to exceed actual cash
requirements. PRDOHreserves the right to adjust payments in accordance with

advance fund and program income balances available in Subrecipientaccounts.

Unlessspecified, such am endm ents are not intended to effect nor will
they constitute an extinctive novation of the obligations of the Parties under the

Agreementand amendment.

This Agreement may be amended by the parties hereto, for the purpose of
including any other CDBG-DR funded program included in the HUD-approved

Hurricanes Irma and Maria current Action Plan.

The PRDOHmay,in its discretion,amend this Agreement to conform with federal,state
or local governm ental guidelines,policies and available funding amounts, or for other
reasons.|f such amendments resultin a change in the funding, the scope of services,
or schedule of the activities to be undertaken as part of this Agreement, such
modifications shall be incorporated only by written amendment signed by both the
PRDOHand the Subrecipient.

However, PRDOHreservesthe right to notify the Subrecipient in writing, email, or any
other electronic method, any applicable policies, procedures, regulations,
requirem ents, guidelines, or change in law, whether existing or to be established, as
well as changes and/or amendments thereof,and the notified policies, procedures,

regulations, requirements, guidelines and laws shall be deemed incorporated by
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reference to this Agreement without the need of executing a separate written and

signedamendment.

B. Suspension or Termination

1. Term.ination for Cause

The PRDOHmay terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part, upon thirty (30) days’
notice, whenever it determines that the Subrecipient has failed to comply with any
term,condition,requirem ent,or provision of this Agreement. Failureto com ply with any

terms of this Agreement, include (but are not limited to) the following:

a. Failure to attend mandatory technical assistance and/or training,
comply with any of the rules, regulations, or provisions referred to
herein, or such statutes, regulations, executive orders, and HUD
guidelines, PRDOH’'s Program Guidelines, as applicable, policies or
directivesas may becom e applicable at any time;

b. Failure,for any reason, of the Subrecipient to fulfillin a timely and
proper manner its obligations under this Agreement;

c. Ineffectiveorimproper use of funds provided under this Agreement; or

d. Submission of reports by the Subrecipient to the PRDOHthat are

incorrectorincomplete in any material respect.

The Subrecipientshall have up to thirty (30) days to resolveissueslisted above to the
satisfaction of PRDOH.

2. Termination for Convenience of the PRDOH

The PRDOHmay terminate this Agreement any time by a notice in writing from the
PRDOHto the Subrecipient. If the Agreement is terminated by the PRDOHas provided
herein,the Subrecipientshall be paid the total com pensation as the allowable work or
services actually performed up until the date of termination under the agreed upon
Exhibit A (Scope of Work). Any compensation under this paragraph must be for
docum ented costs that are CDBG-DR eligible, and allowable, allocable, and

reasonable in accordance with Uniform Administrative Requirements.
ThisAgreement may also be terminated in whole or in part by either the PRDOHorthe
Subrecipient, or based upon Agreement by both the PRDOHand the Subrecipient in

accordance with the requirements in 2 C.F.R.part200, subpart D.

3. Notification and Recoupment of Costs Incurred Priorto Termination

The PRDOHshallpromptly notify the Subrecipient, in writing, of its determination and
the reasons for the termination together with the date on which the termination shall
take effect and any other notifications required under 2 C.F.R.part200,subpart D.Upon
termination, the PRDOHretains the right to recover any improper expenditures from

the Subrecipient and the Subrecipient shall return to the PRDOHany improper
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expenditures no later than thirty (30) days after the date of termination. Inthe case
of a Termination for Convenience only, the PRDOHmay, at its sole discretion, allow the
Subrecipient to retain or be reimbursed for costs reasonably incurred prior to
termination, that were not made in anticipation of termination and cannot be
canceled provided that said costs meet the provisions of this Agreement, 2 C.F.R.part
200, subpart E,Cost Principles,and any other applicable state or Federal statutes,

regulations or requirements.

4. Unilateral Termination

The PRDOH may terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part, at PRDOH's sole
discretion, with or without cause,at any time. The PRDOHwillterminate this Agreement
by deliveringto the Subrecipienta thirty (30) day notice of termination specifying the
extent to which the performance of the work under this Agreement isterminated, and
the effective date of termination. Upon receipt of such notice, the Subrecipient shall
immediately discontinue allservicesaffected and deliver to the PRDOHallinformation,
studies and other materials property of the PRDOH.IftheSubrecipient does not deliver
to the PRDOHallinformation, studies, and other materials property of the PRDOHwithin
the established timeframe, and the PRDOHinvestsany additional funds to reproduce
the information, studies,and other materials not provided by the Subrecipient upon
termination,then the PRDOHwilldisallowfrom payments to the Subrecipientunder this
Agreement the funds expended forthe PRDOHtoreproduce such information, studies,
and other materials. In the event of a termination by Notice,the PRDOHshallbe liable
only for payment of services rendered up to and including the effective date of

termination.

5. Suspension
The PRDOHmaysuspend this Agreement in whole orin part at any time forthe PRDOH's

convenience. The PRDOHshall give the Subrecipient five (5) days’ written notice of
such suspension. Upon receipt of said notice the Subrecipient shall immediately

discontinue all work or services affected.

6. Imm ediate Termination

Inthe event the Subrecipientis subjected to a criminal or civil action, suit,proceeding,
inquiry or court of applicable jurisdiction, or any governmental agency, or the
Subrecipient shall be subject to an order, judgment, or opinion, issued by any federal
or local authority, a court of applicable jurisdiction,or any governmental agency, in
connection with the execution, delivery,and performance by the Subrecipient of this
Agreement or the Subrecipient of this Agreement has been noncompliant, breach,
inaccuracy of any representation,warranties,covenants,or the certifications provided
herein,whether the noncompliance, breach or inaccuracy takes place before or after
the execution of this Agreement, the PRDOHshall have the right to the imm ediate
termination of this Agreement notwithstanding, any provisionsto the contrary herein.
This section will apply in the event of any judgment that may obligate the PRDOHto

terminate the Agreement pursuant to Act No. 2 of January 4, 2018,as amended, 3
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L.P.R.A.§ 1881et seq., known as the “Anti-Corruption Code for the New Puerto Rico”. The
Subrecipient has a continuous obligation to report to PRDOHanyproceedings which
apply to the Subrecipientunder this paragraph.

Inthe event that the grant of funds by HUDunder any allocations of the CDBG-DRmay

be suspended, withdraw or canceled, this Agreement willbe immediately terminated.

7. Period of Transition

Upon termination of this Agreement,and for ninety (90) consecutive calendar days
thereafter (the Transition Period), Subrecipient agrees to make himself available to
assist the PRDOHwiththe transition of services assigned to Subrecipient by the PRDOH.
Subrecipient shall provide to the PRDOHthe assistance reasonably requested to
facilitate the orderly transfer of responsibility for performance of the Servicesto the
PRDOHor a third party designated by the PRDOH.PRDOHreservesthe right to provide
for the execution of a Transition Services Agreement for the Transition Period.In such
instance, the Subrecipient will be paid at a reasonable, agreed upon, hourly rate for
any work performed for the PRDOHduringthe Transition Period.Moreover, during that
Transition Period, all finished or unfinished records (files, data, work product)

connected with this Agreement will be turned over to PRDOH.

8. Availability of Funds

This Agreement is contingent upon the availability of funds from HUD.It is expressly

understood and agreed that the obligation to proceed under this Agreement is
conditioned upon the receipt of Federal funds. If the funds anticipated for the
continuing fulfillment of the Agreement are, at any time, not forthcoming or
insufficient, either through the failure of the Federal government to provide funds or
the discontinuance or material alteration of the program under which funds were
provided, or if funds are not otherwise available to PRDOH,the PRDOHhave the right
upon ten (10) working days written notice to the Subrecipient, to terminate this
Agreement without damage, penalty, cost or expenses to PRDOHof any kind
whatsoever. The effective date of termination shall be as specified in the notice of

termination.

X. COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERALSTATUTES, REGULATIONS AND THE TERMS
AND CONDITIONS OF THE FEDERALAWARD AND ADDITIONAL PRDOH
REQUIREMENTS

The “HUD General Provisions and Other Federal Statutes, Regulations, and PRDOH
Requirements”, which are attached to, and made an integral part of this Agreement
as Exhibit E,set forth certain requirements imposed by HUDwith respect to PRDOH's
Federal award or CDBG-DR Grant. Furthermore, Exhibit F (“Special Conditions”),
attached herein and made an integral part of this Agreement, is reserved to cover
particular circumstances, conditions or specific requirements as they arise from the

dem ands of the Program.
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The Subrecipient agrees to carry out its obligations under this Agreement in
compliance with all the requirements described in Exhibit E,as well as those set forth
in the aforementioned Exhibit Fattached to this Agreement.

Moreover, Exhibit H (“Non- Conflict of Interest Certification”), attached herein and
made an integral part of this Agreement, outlines several situations that may
reasonably be considered as conflicts of interest. The Subrecipient shall disclose and
certify that, to the best of its knowledge, none of the situations existor may existat the
date of the execution of the Agreement. The aforementioned certification aids PRDOH,
in its role as grantee, to identify, evaluate, disclose and manage apparent, potential,
or actual conflicts of interest related to CDBG-DRfunded projects, activities, and/ or

operations.

XI. INSURANCE& BONDING

The Subrecipient shall carry sufficientinsurance coverage and bonding from insurers
licensed to conduct businessin the Government of Puerto Ricoto protect all contract
assets from loss due to any cause, including but not limited to theft, fraud, and/ or
physical damage. The Government of Puerto Rico, the Puerto Rico Department of
Housing and the U.S.Departmentof Housingand Urban Development shallbe named
as additional insured on all such insurance. The Subrecipient shall meet all other
insurance requirem ents as the PRDOHmay impose from time to time. In addition, all
insurance carriers and bonding companies shall meet minimum sizeand financial
stability/financial rating requirements as may be imposed by the PRDOHfromtime to
time. Certificates of insurance shall be provided to the PRDOHandfull and complete
copies of the policies and/or bonds shall be provided to the PRDOHupon its request

for same.

Notwithstanding the above,for construction or facilityimprovement performed by the
subcontractors or third parties,the Subrecipientshall ensure that the subcontractors
or third parties, at a minimum, comply with the bonding requirements at 2 C.F.R.part
200, subpart D.

Xll.  CDBG-DR POLICIESAND PROCEDURES

October 25,2023), and reporting requirem ents as established by the PRDOH.

Xlll.  SYSTEMFORAWARD MANAGEMENT (SAM) REGISTRATION

The Subrecipientmust be registered in the System for Award Management (SAM) and
shall maintain its registration active during contract performance and through final
paym ent. The Subrecipient is responsible during performance and through final
paym ent for the accuracy and completeness of the data within SAM. Failure to
maintain registration in SAM can impact obligations and payments under this

Agreement.

XIV.  FORCEMAJEURE

In the event of a fire, flood, earthquake, natural disaster, hurricane, riot, act of
governmental authority in its sovereign capacity, pandemic officiallydeclared by the
Government of Puerto Rico,strike,labor dispute or unrest, embargo, war, insurrection
or civil unrest, any Force Majeure including inclement weather, herein collectively
referred to as Force Majeure during the term of this Agreement, neither the PRDOHnor
the Contractor or Subrecipient shall be liable to the other party for nonperformance
during the conditions created by such event. The party claiming Force Majeure shall
exercise due diligence to prevent, eliminate, or overcome such Force Majeure event
where it is possible to do so and shall resume performance at the earliest possible

date.

The Contractor or Subrecipient shall notify the PRDOHin writing as soon as possible,
but in any event within ten (10)business days of the occurrence of the Force Majeure
event and describe in reasonable detail the nature of the Force Majeure event, how
the non- performance or delay relates to or arises from the Force Majeure event, its
anticipated duration and any action taken to minimize its effect. The Contractor or
Subrecipient may be entitled to reasonable adjustments in schedule, among other
measures, in the foregoing circumstances. If non- performance continues for more
than thirty (30) days, without reasonable justification,the PRDOHmay terminate this

Agreement immediately upon written notification to the Contractor or Subrecipient.

XV.  INDEPENDENTCONTRACTOR

Nothing contained in this Agreement is intended to, or shall be construed in any
manner, as creating or establishing the relationship of employer/employee between
the Parties.TheSubrecipient shall at alltimes remain an "independent contractor"with
respect to the efforts to be performed under this Agreement. The PRDOHshall be
exempt from paym ent of all Unemployment Compensation, FICA,retirement, life
and/ or medical insurance and Workers'Compensation Insurance,as the Subrecipient

isan independent entity.
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XVI.  ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHTS

The Subrecipient shall not assign or transfer any interestin this Agreement without the

prior written consent of the PRDOH.

XVII.  SEVERABILITY

Ifany provision of this Agreement is held invalid,the remainder of the Agreement shall
not be affected thereby, and all other parts of this Agreement shall neverthelessbe in

full force and effect.

XVIIl. SECTIONHEADINGS ANDSUBHEADINGS

The section headings and subheadings contained in this Agreement are included for
convenience only and shall not limit or otherwise affect the terms of this Agreement,
and shall not be used to explain, modify, simplify, or aid in the interpretation of the

provisions of this Agreement.

XIX.  CONSOLIDATIONS, MERGERS,CHANGE OF NAME, ORDISSOLUTIONS

A. Consolidation or Merger

Inthe event that the signing party (e.g.,Subrecipient,Contractor, or Subcontractor) of
the Agreement with the PRDOHmovesfor consolidation or merger with another entity
(private or public), by its discretion or otherwise, written notice of such decision or
event shall be delivered to the PRDOH Legal Division at

contractscdbgdr@vivienda.pr.gov at least fifteen (15)days priorto the effective date

of the consolidation ormerger.The notice shallinclude,but not limited to,a description
of:the expected effective date of the consolidation or merger; the name of each of the
constituent entities moving to consolidate or merge into the single resulting or
surviving entity; the proposed name of the resulting entity (in case of a consolidation)
or the name of the survivingentity (in case of a merger) if necessary; reference to the
projected capacity of the resulting or surviving entity to comply with the terms,

The Amendment would include, but not limited to, modifications to the clauses
that refer to the identity, personal circumstances, address, and any other information
related to the signing party deemed relevant by PRDOHfor the execution of the
Amendment.No amendment tothe Agreement will be necessary ifthe Subrecipient,

Contractor, or Subcontractorbecomes the surviving entity following a merger.
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Failure to comply with any of the before-m entioned conditions may result in the

activation of the termination clauses provided in the Agreement.

B. Change of Name

C. Dissolution

Consequently, the signing party acknowledges and agrees to provide to the PRDOH,
after termination of the Agreement, the assistance reasonably requested to facilitate
the orderly transfer of responsibility for the performance of the tasks or servicesto the
PRDOHora third party designated by the PRDOH. Moreover, all finished or unfinished
records (files,data, work product) connected with this Agreement will be turned over

to PRDOHfollowingthe Agreement termination.

XX.  NON-WAIVER

The PRDOH'sfailuretoact with respect to a breach by the Subrecipient does not waive
its right to act with respect to subsequent or similar breaches. Thefailure of the PRDOH
to exerciseor enforce any right or provision shall not constitute a waiver of such right

or provision.
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XXI. BANKRUPTCY

Inthe event that Subrecipientfilesfor bankruptcy protection,the Government of Puerto
Rico and PRDOHmay deem this Agreement null and void, and terminate this

Agreement without notice.

XXIl.  GOVERNING LAW:JURISDICTION

This Agreement shall be governed by, interpreted and enforced in accordance with
the laws of the Government of Puerto Rico and any applicable federal laws and
regulations.The Partiesfurtheragree to assertany claims or causes of action that may

arise out of this Agreement in the Puerto Rico Court of Firstinstance, San Juan Part.

XXIl. COMPLIANCEWITH LAW

It is the intention and understanding of the Parties hereto that each and every
provision of law required to be inserted in this Agreement should be and is inserted
herein. Furthermore,it is hereby stipulated that every such provision is deemed to be

The servicesobject of this Agreement may
not be invoiced or paid until this Agreement has been registered by the PRDOHatthe
Com ptroller's Office, pursuant to Act No. 18of October 30,1975,asamended by Act No.
1270of May 31,2004.

XXVI. ENTIREAGREEMENT

This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement among the Parties for the use of

funds received under this Agreement and it supersedes all prior or contemporaneous
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communications and proposals,whether electronic,oral,or written among the Parties

with respect to this Agreement.

XXVIl. FEDERALFUNDING

Thefulfillment of this Agreement isbased on those funds being made available to the
PRDOHas the lead adm inistrative agency for Recovery. All expenditures under this
Agreement must be made in accordance with this Agreement, the policies and
procedures promulgated under the CDBG-DRProgram, and any other applicable
laws. Further,Subrecipient acknowledges that all funds are subject to recapture and

repayment fornon-compliance.

XXVIIL. RECAPTUREOF FUNDS

PRDOHmay recapture payments it makes to Subrecipient that (i) exceed the
maximum allowable rates; (ii) are not allowed under applicable laws, rules, or
regulations; or (iii) are otherwise inconsistent with this Agreement, including any
unapproved expenditures. Subrecipient must refund such recaptured payments

XXIX. OVERPAYMENT

Subrecipient shall be liable to the PRDOHforany costs disallowed pursuant to financial
and/ or com pliance audit(s) of funds received under this Agreement. Subrecipient
shall reimburse such disallowed costs from funds other than those Subrecipient

received under this Agreement.

XXX. COUNTERPARTS

ThisAgreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of whom shall
be deemed to be an original,however, all of which together shall constitute one and
the same instrument. Ifthe Agreement is not executed by the PRDOHwithinthirty (30)

days of execution by the other party, this Agreement shall be null and void.

XXXI. SURVIVAL OF TERMSAND CONDITIONS

The terms and conditions of this Agreement related to the following subjects shall
survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement: interpretive provisions;
consideration; warranties; general affirmations, federal assurances, federal and state

laws; notices; choice of law and venue; severability; dispute resolution;consolidations,

mergers, change of name, and dissolution.Terms and conditions that, explicitlyor by
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their nature, evidence the Parties’ intent that they should survive the termination or

expiration of this Agreement shall so survive.

The Subrecipientdoes not have a legal claim to any amount of CDBGfundsto be used
for the specific project or site until the environmental review process is satisfactorily
completed. As such, the Subrecipientacknowledges that it has no legal claim to any
amount of CDBGfunds for any projects or site acquisition under this Agreement, until
the environmental review process is completed under PRDOH's satisfaction. The
Subrecipientacknowledges that it willnot begin any actions related to the project or
site until the environmental review process is com pleted and has written acceptance
and a Notice to Proceed from PRDOH.

1. Program Overview/Background

Hurricane Irma (EM-3384/DR-4336) and Hurricane Maria (DR-4339),
catastrophically devastated Puerto Ricoin September 2017.In response, the
Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)and other Federal awarding
agencies began to provide immediate Federal disaster relief assistance to
Puerto Rico, its municipalities, and eligible private nonprofit organizations to

M address the wide range of response and recovery needs facing the Island.
s Federal grant programs come with a Non-Federal share, or "local match,"
o requirement, which can be met with HUD CDBG-DRfunds. To facilitate and

expedite recovery from Hurricanes Irma and Maria, the PRDOHNon-Federal

Match Program (NFMP) has been established to use CDBG-DRdollars to

supplement Federal grant funding provided to the eligible Subrecipient Island-

wide. This Program and SRAaddress the local match requirements that the

Subrecipient must meet to participate in the FEMAPublic Assistance (PA)

program and identify items PRDOHneedsfrom the Subrecipient so that PRDOH
can provide HUD-compliantmatch payments for eligible work for this entity.

The primary partners to PRDOHinthe NFMParethe Central Office for Recovery,
Reconstruction and Resilience (COR3) and Subrecipients who for Hurricane
Irma have a twenty-five percent (25%) cost share requirement and for
Hurricane Maria, generally a ten percent (10%)cost share for FEMAPAprojects.
PRDOHwill be providing the majority of cost share for the FEMAProject

If the SUBRECIPIENToranyof
its subcontractors violate or breach any SRAterm, they shall be subject to such
sanctions and penalties as may be appropriate. The duties and obligations
imposed by the SRAdocuments,and the rights and remedies available thereunder,
shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations, rights and
remedies otherwise imposed or available by law.

PRDOH,inits sole discretion, to be reasonably necessary to monitor/ enforce
its interest in the rights subrogated and assigned to it under this Agreement,
and grant consent to such company or entity to release said information to
the PRDOH.

4. Agreement to Turn Over Proceeds;Future Reassignment.

a) If Subrecipient (or, to the extent permitted by superior loan documents, any
lender to which DOB Proceeds are payable) hereafter receives any DOB
Proceeds, Subrecipient agrees to promptly pay such amounts to PRDOH,if
Subrecipient received Grant Proceeds under the Program in an amount
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greater than the amount Subrecipient would have received if such DOB
Proceedshad been considered in the calculation of Subrecipient's award.

b) Inthe eventthat Subrecipientreceivesoris scheduled to receive any Proceeds
not listed on its Duplication of BenefitsCertification ("Subsequent Proceeds"),
Subrecipient shall pay such Subsequent Proceeds directly to the PRDOH,and
PRDOHwilldetermine the amount, if any, of such Subsequent Proceeds that
are DOBProceeds ("Subsequent DOBProceeds"). Subsequent Proceeds shall
be disbursed as follows:

(i) If Subrecipient has received full payment of the Grant Proceeds,
Subrecipient shall remit any Subsequent DOBProceeds to PRDOH.PRDOH
shall return to the Subrecipient any Subsequent Proceedsin excess of the
J(iJ) Subsequent DOBProceeds.

(i) If Subrecipient has received no payment of the Grant Proceeds, PRDOH
CYPP shall reduce the payment of the Grant Proceedsto Subrecipient by the
amount of the Subsequent DOBProceedsand shall return all Subsequent
Proceedsin excess of the Subsequent DOBProceeds to Subrecipient.

(iii)  If Subrecipient has received a portion of the Grant Proceeds,the following
shall occur: (A) PRDOHshallreduce the remaining payments of the Grant
Proceeds and return Subsequent DOBProceeds in such amount to the
Subrecipient, and (B) Subrecipient shall remit any remaining Subsequent
DOB Proceeds to PRDOH.PRDOHSshallalso return to the Subrecipient any
Subsequent Proceeds in excess of the Subsequent DOBProceeds.

(iv) Ifthe PRDOHdeterminesthat Subrecipient does not qualify to participate
in the Program or the Subrecipient decides not to participate in the
Program, PRDOHshall return the Subsequent Proceeds to Subrecipient,
and the Agreement shall terminate.

c) Once PRDOHhasrecovered an amount equal to the Grant Proceeds paid to
Subrecipient, PRDOHwillreassign to Subrecipient any rights given to PRDOH
under these provisions.
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5. Miscellaneous.

a) Subrecipient hereby represents that all statements and representations
made by Subrecipientregarding any Proceedsare true and correct, as of the
date of the issuance of the Grant Proceeds.

b) In any proceeding to enforce these provisions, PRDOHshallbe entitled to
recover all costs of enforcement, including PRDOH'sattorneyfees.

c) The parties hereto each waive the right to have any judicial proceeding
concerning any of the provisions hereoftried by a jury.

d) Neither these provisions, nor any portion or provisions hereof may be
changed, waived, or terminated orally or by any course of dealing, or in any
manner other than by an agreement in writing, signed by all parties hereto

;.K—w and approved by PRDOH.
CYPP e) These provisions, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be

governed and construed by federal law and the laws of the Government of
Puerto Rico without giving effect to conflict of law provisions. Any action
arising out of or related to this Subrogation and Assignment provisions shall
be brought within the Government of PuertoRico.

f)  The captions of the various sections of this Subrogation and Assignment
provisions have been inserted only for the purpose of convenience; such
captions are not a part of the Agreement and shall not be deemed in any
manner to modify, explain, enlarge or restrict any provisions of this
Subrogation.

g) Subrecipient acknowledges that making a false, fictitious, or fraudulent
statement or representation in this agreement is punishable under State and
Federal law (18 U.S.C.287, 1001,and 31 U.S.C.3729), and shall constitute a
separate criminal offense each time a public benefit is fraudulently received.

h)  Subrecipient acknowledges that they have been informed and understand
the penalties for making a materially false or misleading statement to obtain
CDBG-DRfunds under the Program or any other of the PRDOH'sPrograms.
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The Subrecipient certifies that to the best of its knowledge:

1. No public servant of this executive agency has a pecuniary interest in this
agreement, contract, purchase, or commercial transaction.

2. Nopublic servantof this executiveagency has requested me oraccepted from
me, directly or indirectly, for him (her), for any member of his family unit or for
any person, gifts, bonuses, favors, services,donations, loans or anything else of

id) monetary value.
3. No public servant (s) requested or accepted any good of economic value,
_CYPP linked to this transaction, from any person of my entity as payment for

performing the duties and responsibilitiesof their employment.

4. Nopublic servant has requested from me, directly or indirectly, for him (her),
for any member of his or her family unit, or for any other person, business, or
entity, something of economic value, including gifts, loans, promises, favors or
services in exchange for the performance of said public servant is influenced
in my favor or of my entity.

5. I have no kinship relationship, within the fourth degree of consanguinity and
second of affinity, with any public servant who has the power to influence and
participate in the institutional decisions of this executive agency.
