This SUBRECIPIENT AGREEMENT (hereinafter, the "Agreement"} is entered into this ﬁdoy
of June, 2019, by and between the PUERTO RICO DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING [the
"PRDOH"). a public agency of the Government of Puerto Rico created under Act No. 97,
dated June 10, 1972, as amended, known as the “Department of Housing Organic Act”
(the “Organic Act”), with principal offices at 606 Barbosa Ave., San Juan, Puerto Rico,
represented herein by its Secretary, Hon. Fernando A. Gil-Ensefiat, of legal age, attorney,
married, and resident of Guaynabo, Puerto Rico; and the MUNICIPALITY OF LAS PIEDRAS
(the “Municipality”), a local government legal entity, with principal offices at Las Piedras,
Puerfo Rico, represented herein by its Mayor, Hon. Miguel Lépez Rivera, of legal age,
married, Mayor, and resident of Las Piedras, Puerto Rico, collectively the “Parties”.

L RECITALS AND GENERAL AWARD INFORMATION

WHEREAS, on September 2017, Huricanes Irma and Maria made landfall in Puerto
Rico causing catastrophic island wide damage, knocking out power, water, and
telecommunications for the entire island and its island municipalities. Hurricane Maria
caused major structure and infrastructure damage to family homes, businesses and
government facilities friggering the displacement of thousands of residents of the Island
from their homes and jobs. '

WHEREAS, under the Continuing Appropriations Act, 2018 and Supplemental
Appropriations for Disaster Relief Requirements Act, 2017, signed into law September 8,
2017 [Pub. L. 115-56), $1.5 billion were allocated by the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) for disaster recovery assistance to the Government of Puerio
Rico under the CDBG-DR. These funds are intended to provide financial assistance to
address unmet needs that arise and that are not covered by other sources of financial
aid.

WHEREAS, on February ¢, 2018, a Nofice was published in the Federal Register, Volume
83, Issue 28 (83 FR 5844), that aliccated $1.5 billion for disaster recovery assistance to the
Government of Puerto Rico.

WHEREAS, pursuant to a letter dated February 23, 2018 sent by the Governor of Puerto
Rico to the Honorable Benjamin Carson, Secretary of HUD, the PRDOH is the
governmental agency designated by the Governor of Puerto Rico as grantee of the
CDBG-DR funds aliocated to the Government of Puerto Rico. '

WHEREAS, on August 14, 2018, an additional allocation of $8.22 billion for recovery was
allocated to Puerto Rico under Federal Register Volume 83, Issue 157, 83 FR 40314. With
these dllocations of funding, the PRDOH aims to lead a transparent, comprehensive
recovery to benefit the residents of Puerte Rico. PRDOH holds accountability and is
committed to the responsible, efficient, and transparent administration of CDBG-DR
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grant funding. On September 20, 2018, the Governor of Puerto Rico and the Secretary of
HUD signed the Grant Agreement.

WHEREAS, caccording to the approved Action Plan, Puerto Rico intends to undertake a
Home Repair, Reconstruction, or Relocation Program (hereinafter, “R3 Program”). The
focus of the R3 Program is to provide relief for those who were impacted by Hurmicanes
Irma and Maria who have unmet housing needs while addressing recognized
impediments to affirmatively furthering fair housing as required under the Fair Housing
Act. The approved Action Plan allocated a fofal budget of $2,175,570,050 to this
program. The PRDOH designated $232,000.00 of the menfioned funds to the Municipality
‘who will serve as administrator and servicer for the services included in the Scope of Work
under this Agreement; '

WHEREAS, as the Municipdlity strengthens ifs internal capacity and with its program
partners, it may submit amendments to the Agreement to cover the above-listed
portfolio of CDBG-DR funded housing programs as well as any other CDBG-DR funded
program as specified in the HUD-approved Hurricanes Maria and Irma Action Plan;

WHEREAS, the Municipality will assist the PRDCH in utilizing CDBG-DR funds to carry out the
R3 Program, pursuant to this Agreement;

WHEREAS, the CDBG-DR funds made available for use by the Municipality under this
Agreement constitute a Subaward of the PRDOH's Federal Award, the use of which must
be in accordance with requirements imposed by Federal statutes, regulations, and the
ferms and conditions of the PRDOH's Federal Award; and

WHEREAS, the Municipality has legal authority to enter this Agreement and has agreed
to underfake the corresponding administrative responsibilities under the R3 Program. The
Municipality has duly adopted the Resolution dated June 5, 2019 and with Identification
No. 51, authorizing the Municipality to enter into this Agreement with the PRDOH, and by
signing this Agreement, the Municipality assures PRDOH that Municipality shall comply
with all the requirements described herein.

GENERAL AWARD INFORMATION

The Subaward from PRDOH to the Municipality contemplated hereunder is for the
purpose of carrying out a portion of the Federal Award described in Section | above;
thus, a federal assistance relationship is created with the Municipality. This Agreement
shall be updated to reflect any changes to the Federal Award and the following award
information.

All Attachments hereto are fully incorporated herewith such that the terms and
conditions of the Attachments shall be as binding as any terms and conditions of this
executed written Agreement. Should any inconsistency appear between the
Attachments and this Agreement, the Agreement shall prevail.

. SCOPE OF WORK

The Municipalify shall be responsible for performing the activities detailed in Exhibit A
(hereinafter, the “Scope of Work”) of this Agreement, which may be amended from time
to fime with the consent of both Partfies. The Municipdlity shall complete the Scope of
Work in a manner satisfactory to the PRDOH and consistent with the terms and conditions
of this Agreement and applicable Federal and local statutes and regulations.

A. Municipdality Managemeni Responsibilities

1. The Municipality shall only perform and ke responsible of the activities detailed in
Exhibit A ("Scope of Work”}), herein attached and made integral part of this
Agreement.

2. As a condition of receiving this subaward, the Municipality shall assist the PRDOH
in procurement, management, monitoring and reporting of the services included
in the Exhibit A for the R3 Program, within the boundaries of the Municipality.

3. All services shall be made in accordance with PRDOH guidelines (hereinafter the
"Policy”), HUD guidelines and regulations, and other applicable state and federal
laws and regulations.

4. The services confracts will be subject to the previous written approval of PRDOH
to become effeciive and will incorporate any clauses or dispositions required by
PRDOH, including, but not limited to, the Confract termination for convenience of
the PRDOH. '

5. The Municipaiity will develop plans in accordance with the Exhibit A. The PRDOH
reserves authority and discretion to review and approve such plans.

6. Any proposed budget set forth for the above noted services managed by the
Municipality shall clearly specify proposed funding for administrative costs and/or
program delivery costs and/or planning costs, to the extent that such costs are
considered applicable categeries for funding.

B. General Administration

Prohibited Activities
The Municipality may only carry out the roles and responsibilities described in this
Agreement and the activities related to the performance of the Scope of Work described
in Exhibit A of this Agreement. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this
Agreement, the Municipdlity shall not be obligated to perform any work or services
outside the Scope of Work described in Exhibit A of this Agreement.

The Municipality is prohibited from charging to the PRDOH the costs of CDBG and/or
CDBG-DR ineligible activities, including those described at 24 CFR 570.207, unless waived
or made eligible by an applicable Federal Register Notice, from using funds provided
herein or personnel employed in the administration of activities under this Agreement for
political activities, inherently religious activities, or lobbying. The Municipality may be
financially liable for the carry out of activities outside of the parameters of the Scope of
Work of this Agreement.

C. National Objectives
All activities funded with CDBG-DR funds must meet one of the CDBG-DR program's

National Objectives: (i) benefit low-and moderate-income persons; (i) qid in the
prevention or elimination of slums or blight, or; {ii) meet community development needs
having a parficular urgency, as defined in 24 CFR 570.208.

The Municipality cerfifies that the activities carried out under this Agreement shall meet
the following national objective(s) and satisfy the following criteria:

+« Low- and moderate-iIncome {LMI) Area Benefit;
* Low- and Moderate-lncome {LMI} Housing.

The Municipality shall ensure that the services meet the applicable CDBG-DR National
Objective(s) and that the subcontracior or third party complete the applicable forms to
document the National Objective(s).

D. Levels of Accomplishment — Performance Goals and Timelines
The Municipality shall complete the activities required under the Scope of Work [SOW) of

this Agreement in accordance with the timeframes and performance goals set forth in
Exhibit B ("Timelines and Performance Godals") of this Agreement, herein attached and
made an infegral part of this Agreement.
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E. Nonperformance Standard
If af the end of the six {6) months from the Effective Date, as defined in Section V of this

Agreement, the program activily has not begun or at any time during the two {2) years
term the program activity has not accomplished the performance objectives set forth by
the PRDOH in Exhibit B (“Timelines and Performance Goals"), the PRDOH, may, at its
discretion, terminate this Agreement, de-obligate funds made available under this
agreement, and/or recapture funds previously expended by the Subrecipient under this
agreement from non-federal funds. No contract extensions shall be granted unless the
Municipality can document circumstances beyond its control that prevented start of the
oc’rivﬁy. In accordance with written policies and procedures, the PRDOH shall review the
properly filed and documented circumstances which are alleged to have prevented the
initiation of activity and exclusively reserves the right to decide relative to the reasons
stated as well as the prevailing circumstances.

F. Staffing )

The Municipality shall supervise and direct the completion of all activities under this
Agreement. Any changes in assigned key personnel (hereinafter, the “Key Personnel”)
assigned or ftheir responsibilities under the activities are subject to the prior approval of
the PRDOH. If possible, it is the best practice for Municipality to provide PRDOH with
ample written notice o the personnel changes and requests. Ample notice in this
context shail be ten (10) business days. If that is not possible, then Municipality shall make
all reasonable effort to notify PRDOH of changes.

At a minimum, Municipality shall assign the staff with the identified responsikilities to the
identified activities as described in Exhibit C (“Key Personnel”) of this Agreement, herein
attached and made integral part of this Agreement.

Depending on the needs of the R3 Progrdm activity, the Municipality shall provide staff
and/or procure professional service confractors to assist with the compliance of said
activities. The staff who will support the R3 Program activities included in the Scope of
Work, shall solely perform those tasks and shall be remunerated hourly.

As a reimbursement-based program, tasks and deliverables contained in the Scope of
Work (Exhibit A) and in the PRDOH's approval thereof must be conducted in a manner
safisfactory to PRDOH and in compliance with applicable federal and siate
requirements, laws, and regulations. The Municipdality shall monitor the performance of
its staff, and contractors against the goals and performance standards as stated in the
Exhibit B {“Timelines and Performance Goals”).

G. Pre-Award Costs

Pre-award costs applicable to the Subrecipient are strictly prohibited.
V. PERFORMANCE, MONITORING AND REPORTING

A. Monitoring
The PRDOH shall monitor the performance of the Municipality as necessary to ensure that

the funds allocated fo the Municipality are used for authorized purposes, in compliance
with Federdl staiutes, regulations, and the terms and conditions of this Agreement,
including the timeframes and performance goals set forth in Exhibit B associated with the
activities included in the Scope of Work (Exhibit A).

This review shall include: (1) reviewing financial and performance reports required by the
PRDOH:; {2} following-up and ensuring that the Municipality takes timely and appropriate

action on all deficiencies pertaining to the Federal award provided to the Municipality
from the PRDOH detected through audits, on-site reviews, and other means; and (3]
issuing a management decision for audii findings pertaining to this Federal award
provided o the Municipality from the PRDOH as required by 2 CFR §200.521.

Substandard performance, s specified in policies and procedures reviewed and
approved by PRDOH, shall constitute noncompliance with this Agreement,

If action to comrect such substandard performance is not taken by the Municipality within
fifteen (15) days after being notified by PRDOH, PRDOH may impose additional conditions
on the Municipality and suspend or terminate this Agreement, disallow all or part of the
cost of the activity or action not in compliance or initiate other remedies for
honcomplionce, as appropriate and permitted under 2 CFR 200.338.

B. Reporting
The Municipality shall submit regular monthly progress reports to the PRDOH, on the form

and with the content to be specified and required by the PRDOH. The PRDOH shall later
notify Municipality in writing the guidelines and requirements applicable to the submittal
of the monthly progress reports, and such nofification shall be deemed incorporated by
reference 1o this Agreement. '

V. EFFECTIVE DATE AND TERM

This Agreement shall be in effect and enforceable between the parties from the date of
its execution. The performance period of this Agreement is thirty-six (36) months from the
date of its execution, ending in June, 14, 2022.

The Term shall be the later of: (i); June, M, 2022. (i) the date as of which the Parties
agree in writing that alf Close-Out Requirements1 have been satisfied or, where no Close-
Out Requirements are applicable to this Agreement, the date as of which the Parties
agree in writing that no Close-Out Requirements are applicable hereto; or {iii) such later
date as the Parties may agree to in asigned amendment to this Agreement.

The Municipality hereby acknowledges that this Agreement is subject to the grant
agreement between the Government of Puerto Rico or the PRDOH, and HUD {the “Grant
Agreement”); and the availability of the allocated CDBG-DR funds. The Municipdlity also
acknowledges and agrees that any suspension, cancellation, termination or otherwise
unhavailability of the CDBG-DR aliocation(s) shall result in the immediate suspension,
cancellation, or termination of this Agreement, upon PRDOH's notice.

'Con’rrocf Extensions:

PRDOH may, at ifs sole discretion, extend the Agreement’s term for an additional two
terms of twelve {12] months, upon mutual written agreement of the parties. The term of
this Agreement shall not exceed a period of five (5) years, including options for renewal
or extension.

Notice to Proceed:

The Municipality shall not, and shall not be obligated to, commence performance of the
Scope of Work until PRDOH issues the notice o proceed [“Notice to Proceed" or “NTP")
authorizing the same pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Upon the
Municipality receipt from PRDOH of the NTP, the Municipality shall promptly commence
with the performance of the Work. The NTP shall bé_issued in the form attached hereto as

1 “Close-Out Requirements” means all requirements fo be satisfied by each party in arder 1o close-out this
Agreement and the CDBG-DR funds provided herein in accordance with applicable Requirements of Law,
including the execution and delivery by cne or more of the Parties of all close-out agreements or other legal
instruments and the taking of any actions by one or more cf the Parties in connection with such close-out, in
any case as required under applicable Requirements of Law.,
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Exhibit A, Schedule A-1. The Municipality agrees to acknowledge its receipt of the NTP by
countersigning it and returning such acknowledged copy to PRDOH on the date the NTP
is received by the Municipality. The Municipality shalt timely provide copies of such notice
of commencement to Subcontractors.

Any performance of the Scope of Work prior to the issuance of the NTP shall be
considered by the PRDOH as an unapproved activity not subject to reimbursement.

V. BUDGET

A. Budget
The Municipdlity shall complete all activities in the Scope of Work of this Agreemeni

(Exhibit A) in accordance with the Budget herein incorporated as Exhibit D aitached
herein and made integral part of this Agreement (the "Budget"”} as such Budget may be
amended from time fo fime.

The Budget may include a reserve of the Subaward for PRDOH's activity delivery costs
and expenditures related to the Program. The Municipality may not access the reserve.
identified in the Budget without written consent from the PRDOH.

The PRDOH may require a mere detailed budget breakdown than the one contained
herein, and the Municipality shall provide such supplementary budget information in a
timely fashion in the form and content prescribed by the PRDOH. Any amendmenis to
the budget must be approved in writing and sighed by the PRDOH and the Municipality.

B. Indirect Costs
Indirect costs invoiced, if any, must be consistent with the conditions set forth herein.

Indirect costs may be charged to PRDCH under a cost alfocation plan prepared in
accoerdance with 2 CFR part 200, subpart E, and as approved by PRDCH in accordance
with written policies and procedures, shall be included in the Budget (Exhibit D).

C. Program Income

The Municipality shall report monthly all Program Income?, if any, generated by activities
carried out with CDBG-DR funds made available under this Agreement. All Program

2 As defined in section VI[A}{19)(q) of the HUD Notice 83 Fed. Req. 5844, 585¢ [February 9, 2018, as may be
amended by HUD), Program Income is:

[...] gross income generated from the use of CDBG-DR funds, except as provided in subparagragh
(d} of this paragraph, and received by a Siate or a Subrecipient of a State.”

Program income includes, but is not limited to, the following: (a) Proceads from the disposition by
sale or long-term lease of redl property purchased or improved with CDBG-DR funds; (b} Proceeds
from the disposition of equipment purchased with CDBG-DR funds; (c]) Gross income from the use or
rental of real or personal property acquired by o State, local government, or Subrecipient thereof
with CDBG-DR funds, less costs incidental to generation of the income [i.e.. net income); (d) Net
income from the use or rental of real property owned by a State, local government, or Subrecipient
thereof, that was constructed or improved with CDBG-DR funds; (e) Payments of principal and
interest on loans made using CDBG-DR funds; {f) Proceeds from fhe sale of loans made with CDBG—
DR funds; [g) Proceeds from the sdie of obligations secured by loans made with CDBG-DR funds; (h)
Interest earned on program income pending disposition of the income, including interest earned on
funds held in a revolving fund account; [i) Funds collected through special assessments made
against nonresidential properties and preperties owned and occupied by households not low- and
moderate-income, where the special assessments are used to recover all or part of the CDBG-DR
portion of a public improvement; (j) Gross income paid to a State, local governmeni, or a
Subrecipient thereof, from the ownership interest in a for profit entity in which the income is in return
for the provision of COBG-DR assistance.
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Income (as defined at 24 C.F.R. 570.500) generated by activities carried out with the
CDBG-DR Funds must be reported to and returned to PRDOH. Program Income is subject
to all applicable CDBG-DR laws and regulations for so long as it exists. Any interest earned
on cash advances from the U.S. Treasury and from funds held in a revolving fund account
is not Program Income and shall be remifted promptly to the PRDOH.

All Program assets, other than Program Income (properiy, equipment, etc.), if any, shall
revert to PRDOH upon termination of this Agreement in accordance with applicable
Federal, laws, regulations, HUD Notices, policies, and guidelines.

PRDCH will later notify the Municipality in writing the applicable procedures for the return
or reversion of Program Income and Program assets to the PRDCH, and such notification
shall be deemed incorporated by reference to this Agreement.

D. Reversion of Assets
Use and Reversion of Assets

The use and disposition of real property and eqguipment under this Agreement shall be in
compliance with the requirements of 24 CFR Part 84 and 24 CFR 570.502, 570.503, and
570.504, as applicable, which include but are not limited to the foliowing:

The Municipality shall fransfer to PRDOH ohy CDBG-DR funds on hand and any
accounts receivable attributable to the use of funds under this Agreement at the
time of expiration, cancellation, or termination.

Real property under the Municipality's confrol that was acquired or improved, in
whole orin part, with funds under this Agreement in excess of $25,000 shall be used
to meet one of the CDBG National Objectives pursuant to 24 CFR 570.208 until five
(5) years after expiration of this Agreement [or such longer period of time as
PRDOH deems appropriate]. If the Municipdlity fails to use CDBG-DR assisted real
property in @ manner that meets a CDBG Naiional Objective for the prescribed
period of time, the Municipdlity shall pay PRDOH an amount egual to the current
fair market value of the property less any portion of the value afiributable to
expenditures of non-CDBG-DR funds for acquisition of, or improvement to, the
property. Such payment shall constitute Program income fo the PRDCH. The
Municipality may retain real property acquired or improved under this Agreement
after the expiration of the five-year period or such longer period of time as PRDOH
deems qppropriafe. '

In all cases in which equipment acquired, in whole or in part, with funds under this
Agreement is sold, the proceeds shall be Program Income {prorated to reflect the extent
to that funds received under this Agreement were used to acquire the eguipment).
Equipment not needed by the Municipality for acfivities under this Agreement shall be
(a) transferred to the PRDOH for the CDBG-DR program or (b) retained aofter
compensating the PRDOH [an amouni equal to the current fair market value of the
equipment less the percentage of non-CDBG-DR funds used o acquire the equipment].

VIil. PAYMENT
A. Amount:

This Agreement is based on the reimbursement of funds 1o the Municipality expended on
approved CDBG-DR items. Funding is contingent on a CDBG-DR award to PRDOH or a
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Grant Agreement between the Government of Puerto Rico or the PRDOH, and HUD, and
PRDOH's receipt of CDBG-DR funds. It is expressly agreed and understood that the total
funding amount to be paid by the PRDCH to the Municipdlity under this Agreement shall
not exceed the amount specified in the Budget (Exhibit D). Such payment shall be
compensation for ali allowable services required, performed and accepted under this
Agreement. However, PRDOH reserves the right to reduce the funding amount if CDBG-
DR funding is not provided at the currently anticipated levels and/or if the actual costs
for the approved aciivities are less that those set forih in the Budget (Exhibit D).

Any additional funds to complete the services requested by the PRDOH to the
Municipality shall be subject to funds availability and shall require an amendment to this
Agreement.

B. Reguests for Reimbursements:
‘The Municipality shall submit fo PRDOH requests for reimbursements of activities under this
Agreement and consisfent with the approved Budget (hereinafter, the “Request for
Reimbursement”) and Scope of Work on a monthly basis. Each Request for
Reimbursement shall be broken down into requested reimbursements against the Budget
line ifems specified in Exhibit D.

The Municipality shall submit Requests for Reimbursements to the PRDOH, on the form and
with the content specified and required by ithe PRDOH. The Requests for Reimbursements
must be submitted with all supporting invoices, bills, time sheets, monthly reports, and any
other document necessary fo justify the payment, or any other supporting document
requested by PRDOH. The Request for Reimbursement must also be accompanied by
documentation from the Municipality demonstrating that all procurements for which
payment is requested have been made in accordance with this Agreement.

If PRDOH determines that the submitted Request for Reimbursement and supporting
documents are acceptable, then the invoice shall be approved for payment.

An authorized representative of the PRDOH shall review each Request for Reimbursement
and, if adequate, shall approve and process its payment. Payments to the Municipality
shall be made by check or electronic funds transfer {EFT). PRDOH reserves the right to
conduct any audit it deems necessary.

In order for the Municipality to receive payment for any work performed hereunder, the
following ceriification must be included in each Request for Reimbursement submitted
to the PRDOH:

"Under penalty of absolute nullity, | cerlify that no public servant of the
Municipality of Aguada or of the Government is a party to or has an inferest in
the profits or benefits that are the product of the contract subject of this invoice,
and to be a party to or have an interest in the profits or benefits of resulting from
the contract, under this invoice a prior dispensation has been issved. The sole
consideration to furnish the contracted goods or services subject of the
contract is the payment agreed upon with the authorized representative of the
parties. The amount that appears in the invoice is fair and correct. The work has
been performed, the products have been delivered and the services rendered,
and no payment has been received for them.”

The PRDOH shall pay to the Municipality CDBG-DR funds available under this Agreement
(See Exhibit E, “Funds Cerification”}) based upon information submitted by the
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Municipdlity for allowable costs permitted under this Agreement and consistent with the
approved Budget. With the exception of advances, payments shall be made for eligible
and allowed expenses actually incurred by the Municipality, and not to exceed actual
cash reguirements. PRDOH reserves the right to adjust payments in accordance with
advance fund and program income balances available in Municipality accounts.

VIll. NOTICES

All notices, requests, approvals, and consents of any kind made pursuant o this
Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed to be effective as of the date
sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, or email. All notices and other written
communications under this Agreement shall be addressed to the individuals in the
capdacities indicated below, unless otherwise modified by subsequent written noftice.
Communication and details concemning this Agreement shall be directed to the
following contract representatives:

IX. AMENDMENT AND TERMINATION

A. Amendments
This Agreement may be amended provided that such amendments make specific
reference to this Agreement, comply with programmatic policies, procedures, and
guidelines, are executed in writing and signed by a duly authorized representative
of each party, and approved by PRDOH. Such amendments shall not invalidate this
Agreement, nor relieve or release the Parties from their obligations under this
Agreement.

This Agreement may be amended by the parties hereto, for the purpose of including
any other CDBG-DR funded program included in the HUD-approved Hurricanes Maria
and Irma Action Plan.

The PRDCOH may, in ifs discretion, amend this Agreement to conform with Federal, staie
or local governmental guidelines, policies and available funding amounts, or for other
reasons. If such amendments result in a change in the funding, the scope of services, or
schedule of the activities to be undertaken as part of this Agreement, such modifications
shall be incorporated only by written amendment signed by both the PRDCOH and the
Municipality.

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However, PRDOH reserves the right to nofify in writing to Municipality any applicable
policies, procedures, regulations, requirements or guidelines, whether existing or to be
established, as well as changes and/or amendments thereof, and the notified policies,
procedures, regulations, requirements or guidelines shall be deemed incorporated by
reference to this Agreement without the need of execuﬁhg a separate written and
signed amendment.

B. Suspension or Termingtion

a. Termination for Cause
The PRDOH may terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part, upon 30 days' nofice,
whenever it determines that the Municipality has failed to comply with any term,
condition, requirement, or provision of this Agreement. Failure to comply with any terms
of this Agreement, include (but are not limited to) the following:

a. Failure to comply with any of the rules, regulations or provisions referred
to herein, or such statufes, regulations, executive orders, and HUD
guidelines, policies or directives as may become applicable at any time;

b. Failure, for any reason, of the Municipality to fulfill in o timely and proper
manner its obligations under this Agreement;

c. Ineffective orimproper use of funds provided under this Agreement; or

d. Submission of reports by the Municipality to the PRDOH that are incorrect
or incomplete in any material respect.

The Municipality shall have up to thirty (30) days to resolve issues listed above fo the
satisfaction of PRDOH.

b. Termination for Convenience of the PRDOH
The PRDOH may terminate this Agreement any time by a notice in writing from the PRDOH
to the Municipality. If the Agreement is ferminated by the PRDOH as provided herein,
the Municipality shall be paid the total compensation as the aliowable services actually
performed up unfil the date of termination. Any compensation under this paragraph must
be for documented costs that are CDBG-DR eligible, and allowable, dllocable, and
reasonabile in accordance with Uniform Administrative Requirements.

This Agreement may also be terminated in whole or in part by either the PRDOH or the
Municipality, or based upon Agreement by both the PRDOH and the Municipality in
accordance with the requirements in 2 CFR part 200, subpart D.

¢. Notfification and Recoupment of Costs Incurred Prior o Termination

The PRDOH shall prompily notify the Municipality, in writing, of its determination and the
reasons for the termination fogether with the date on which the termination shall take
effect and any other nofifications required under 2 CFR part 200, subpart D. Upon
termination, the PRDOH retains the right to recover any improper expenditures from the
Municipality and the Municipdiity shall retum to the PRDOH any improper expendifures
no later than thirty (30} days after the date of termination. In the case of a Termination
for Convenience only, the PRDOH may, at ifs sole discretion, allow the Municipality to
retain or be reimbursed for costs reasonably incurred prior to termination, that were not
made in anficipation of termination and cannot be canceled provided that said costs
meet the provisions of this Agreement, 2 CFR Part 200, Subpart E, Cost Principles, and any
other applicable state or Federal statutes, regulations or requiremerﬁs.

d. Unilateral Termination
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The PRDCH may tferminate this Agreement, in whole orin part, at PRDOH's sole discrefion,
with or without cause, at any time. The PRDOH will terminate this Agreement by delivering
to the Municipality a thirty (30) day notice of fermination specifying the extent to which
the performance of the work under this Agreement is tferminafed, and the effective date
of termination. Upon receipt of such nofice, the Municipdlity shall immediately
discontinue all services affected and deliver to the PRDOH all information, studies and
other materials property of the PRDCH. If the Municipality does not deliver to the PRDOH
all information, studies, and other materials property of the PRDOH within the established
fimeframe, and the PRDOH invests any additional funds o reproduce the information,
sfudies, and other materials not provided by the Municipality upon termination, then the
PRDOH will disallow from payments 1o the Municipality under this Agreement the funds
expended for the PRDOH to reproduce such information, studies, and other materiails. In
the event of a terminafion by Noftice, the PRDOH shall be liable only for payment of
services rendered up to and including the effective date of fermination.

e. Suspension
The PRDOH may suspend this Agreement in whole or in part at any time for the PRDOH's
convenience. The PRDOH shall give the Municipality five days’ written notice of such
suspension. Upon receipt of said notice the Municipality shall immediately discontinue all
Services affected.

f. Immediate Termination

In the event the Municipality is subjected to a criminal or civil action, suit, proceeding,
inquiry or court of applicable jurisdiction, or any governmental agency, or the
Municipality shall be subject to an order, judgment, or opinion, issued by any federal or
local authority, a court of applicable jurisdiction, or any governmental agency, in
connection with the execution, delivery, and performance by the Municipality of this
Agreement or the Municipality of this Agreement has been noncompliant, breach,
inaccuracy of any representation, warranties, covenants, or the ceriifications provided
herein, whether the noncompliance, breach or inaccuracy takes place before or after
the execution of this Agreement, the PRDOH shall have the right to the immediate
termination of this Agreement notwithstanding, any provisions to the contrary herein. This
section will apply in the event of any judgment that may obligaie the PRDOH to terminate
the Agreement pursuant to Act Number 2 of January 2, 2018, as amended, known as the
Anfi-Corruption Code for the New Puerto Rico. The Municipality has a confinuous
obligation to report to PRDOH any proceedings which apply to the Municipality under
this paragraph.

In the event that the grant of funds by HUD under any allocations of the CDBG-DR may
be suspended. withdraw or canceled, this Agreement will be immediaiely terminated.

9. Period of Transition.

Upon termination of this Agreement, and for 90 consecutive calendar days thereafter
(the Transition Period), Municipality agrees to make himself available to assist the PRDOH
with the fransition of services assigned to Municipality by the PRDOH. Municipality shall
provide to the PRDOH the assistance reasonably requested to facilitate the orderly
fransfer of responsibility for performance of the Services o the PRDOH or a third party
designated by the PRDOH. The Parties agree to execute a Transition Services Agreement
for the Transition Period and Municipality will be paid at a reasonable, agreed upon
hourly rate for any work performed for the PRDOH during the Transition Period.

h. Availability of Funds
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This Agreement is contfingent upon the avdailability of funds from HUD. It is expressly
understood and agreed that the obligation to proceed under this Contfract is
conditioned upon the receipt of Federal funds. If the funds anticipated for the continuing
fulfillment of the Agreement are, at any time, not forthcoming or insufficient, either
through the failure of the Federal government to provide funds or the discontinuance or
material alieration of the program under which funds were provided, or if funds are not
otherwise avaitable to PRDOH, the PRDOH have the right upon fen (10) working days
written notice to the Municipdality, to terminate this Agreement without damage, penalty,
cost or expenses to PRDOH of any kind whafsoever. The effective date of termination
shall be as specified in the notice of termination.

X. COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL STATUTES, REGULATIONS AND THE TERMS AND
CONDITIONS OF THE FEDERAL AWARD AND ADDITIONAL PRDOH REQUIREMENTS

The “Cross Cutting Program Guidelines, Applicable to all PRDOH CDBG-DR Programs”,
which are attached to, and made an integral part of this Agreement as Exhibit F, set forth
certain requirements imposed by HUD with respect to the PRDOH's Federal award or
CDBG-DR Grant. The Municipdality agrees to carry out its obligations under this Agreement
in compliance with all the requirements descrilbed Exhibit F to this Agreement to the
extent that such requirements are applicable to programs such as the program
contemplated in this Agreement. ‘

This Agreement also includes terms and conditions of the PRDOH's Federal Award or
CDBG-DR Grant that are imposed on the Municipality, and the Municipality agrees to
carry out its obligations in compliance with all the obligations descriced in this
Agreement.

A. General Compliance

The Municipality shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Housing and
Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, and the regulations at 24 CFR part
570, as modified by the Federal Register notices that govern the use of CDBG-DR funds
avdilable under this Agreement. See Federal Register Notice 83 FR 5844 (February 9,
2018). Notwithstanding the foregoing, {1) the Municipality does not assume any of the
PRDOH's responsibilifies for envirommental review, decision-making, and action,
described in 24 CFR part 58 and (2) the Municipality does not assume any of the PRDOH’s
responsibilities for initiating ’rhe.review process under the provisions of 24 CFR Pari 52. The
Municipality shall also comply with all other applicable Federdl, state and local laws,
regulations, and policies that govern the use of the CDBG-DR funds in complying with ifs
obligations under this Agreement, regardless of whether CDBG-DR funds are made
available to the Municipality on an advance or reimbursement basis.

Where waivers or alternative requirements are provided for in the appiicable Federal
Register Notice dated February 9, 2018, at 83 FR 5844 or any future Federal Register Notice
published by HUD ("HUD Nofices"), such requirements, including any regulations
referenced therein, shall apply. :

The Municipality also agrees to comply with all other applicable Federal, State, and local
laws, regulations, HUD Notices, policies, and guidelines, whether existing or to be
established, provided the same are applied to acftivities occuring affer the date the
policy or guideline was established, governing the Grant Funds provided under this
Agreement. In the event a conflict arises between the provisions of this Agreement and
any of the foregoing, the Federal, State, and local laws, regulations, HUD Nofices,
policies, and guidelines shall control and this Agreement shall be interpreted in a manner

¢
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so as to aliow for the terms contained herein to remain valid and consistent with such
Federal, Stafe, and local laws, regulations, HUD Notices, policies and guidelines.

B. Duplication of Benefits
The Municipality shall not carry out any of the activifies under this Agreement in a manner

that results in a prohibited duplication of benefits as defined by Section 312 of the Robert
T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Emergency Assistance Act (42 USC 5155) and described in
Appropriations Act. The Municipality must comply with HUD's requirements for duplication
of benefits, imposed by Federal Register notice on the PRDOH, which are published in a
separate notice entitled *'Clarification of Duplication of Benefits Requirements Under the
Stafford Act for Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Disaster Recovery
Grantees’' (76 FR 71060, published November 16, 2011). The Municipality shall carry out
the activities under this Agreement in complionce with the PRDCOH's procedures to
prevent duplication of benefits. '

C. Drug-Free Workplace

The Municipality must comply with drug-free workplace requirements in Subpart B of part
2429, which adopts the government wide implementation (2 CFR part 182} of sections
5152-5158 of the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988 (Pub. L. 100-6%20, Title V, Subfitle D; 41
U.S.C. 701-707).

D. lhsurance & Bonding
The Municipdlity shall carry sufficient insurance coverage and bonding from insurers

licensed to conduct business in the Government of Puerto Rico to protect all contract
assets from loss due to any cause, including but not limited to theft, fraud, and/or physical
damage. The Government of Puerfo Rico, the Puerto Rico Department of Housing and
the Puerto Rico Public Housing Administration shall be named as additional insured on all
such insurance. The Municipality shall meet all other insurance requirements as the
PRDOH may impose from time to time. In addition, all insurance carriers and bonding
companies shall meet minimum size and financial stability/financial rafing requirements
as may be imposed by the PRDOH from time to fime. Certificates of insurance shall be
provided to the PRDOH and full and complete copies of the policies and/or bonds shall
be provided to the PRDOH upon ifs request for same.

Notwithsfanding the above, for construction or facility improvement performed by the
subcontractors or third parties, the Municipality shall ensure that the subcontractors or

third parties, at a minimum, comply with the bonding requirements at 2 CFR Part 200,
subpart D.

E. Hold Harmless .

The Municipality shall and hereby agrees to hold harmless, defend {with counsel
acceptable to the PRDOH) and indemnify the PRDOH and each and all of ifs successors,
affiliates, or assigns, and any of their employees, officers, directors, attorneys, consultants,
agents, managers, and affiliates, from and against any and all damages, costs,
attorneys' fees, claims, expenses, injuries, property damage, causes of action, violations
of law, violations of this Agreement, and losses of any form or nature arising from or
related to the conduct of the Municipality in the performance of the efforts called for in
this Agreement. This indemnity shall expressly include, but is not limited to, the obligation
of the Municipdlity to indemnify and reimburse the PRDOH for any and all atfomeys' fees
and other litigation or dispute resolution costs incumred or to be incurred in the PRDOH 's
_enforcement of this Agreement or any porfion thereof against the Municipality or
otherwise arising in connection with the Municipdality's breach, violation, or other non-
compliance with this Agreement. This clause shall survive indefinitely the termination of
this Agreement for any reason.
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F. PRDOH Recognition
Unless otherwise directed by the PRDOH, the Municipality shall ensure recognition of the

role of HUD and the PRDCOH in providing funding, services, and efforts through this
Agreement. Unless otherwise directed by the PRDOH, all activities, facilities, and items
ufilized pursuant 1o this Agreement shall be prominently labeled as o role of HUD and of
the PRDOH. In addition, the Municipality shallinclude areference to the support provided
herein in all publications made possible with funds made available under this Agreement.
The PRDOH reserves the right to direct specific reasonable recognition requirements on
a case-by-case basis, including but hot limited, to the size and content, waiver, removal
or additfion of suchrecognifion.

G. Logos Clause _
The Parties hereto will not use the name of the other party, sedls, logos, emblems or any

distinctive frademark/ tfrade name, without the prior written express authorization of the
ofher party.

H. Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Reguirements for
Federal Awards
The Municipality shall comply with the applicable provisions in 2 CFR part 200, Uniform
Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards,
2 CFR part 200. These provisions include:

I. Einancidl & Program Management
The Municipality shall expend and account for all CDBG-DR funds received under this
Agreement in accordance with:

1. Accounting Standards

The Municipdlity agrees fo comply with 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart D §302 - §303 and agrees
to adhere to the accounting principles and procedures required therein, utilize adequate
internal controls, and maintain necessary source documentation for all costs incurred.

2. Cost Principles

The Municipdlity shall administer its program in conformance with Cost Principles s
outlined in 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart E, as applicable. These principles shall be applied for
all costs incured whether charged on a direct or indirect basis.

J. Documegniation and Record Keeping

1. Records to be Maintained
The Municipdlity shall maintain all records required by applicable low to be
maintained, including but not imited to the Federal regulations specified in {I) 2 CFR
Part 200; (2) 24 CFR 570.506; and (3} the applicable HUD Notices that are pertinent
fo the activities to be funded under this Agreement, as well as any additional records
required by the PRDOH. Such records shall include but not be limited to:

a. Records providing a full description of each activity undertaken;

. Records demonstrating that each activity undertaken meets one of the

National Objectives of the CDBG-DR programs, as modified by the HUD

Notices; '

Records required to determine the eligibility of acfivities;

. Records required to document the acquisition, improvement, use, or
disposition of real property acquired or improved with CDBG-DR funds;

o 0
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e. Records documenting compliance with the fair housing and equal
opportunity components of the CDBG-DR program;

f. Financial records as required by (1) 24 CFR 570.502; and {2) 2 CFR Part
200;

g. Other records necessary to document compliance with Subpart K of 24
CFR Part 570.

K. Access to Records

The Municipality shall furnish and cause each of its own subcontraciors to furnish all
information and reports required hereunder and shall permit access to its books, records
and accounts by the PRDOH, HUD or its agent, or other authorized Federal officials for
purposes of invesiigation to ascertain. compliance with the rules, regulations and
provisions stated herein.

L. Record Retention and Transmission of Records to the PRDOH

The Municipality shall retain all official records on programs and individual acfivities shail
be retained for the greater of five (5) years, starfing from the closeout of the grant
between PRDOH and HUD, or the end of the affordability period for each housing
activity, whichever is longer. If any other laws and regulations as descrived in 24 C.F.R. §
570.490 applies to a project, the record retenfion period may be extended. All records
involved in litigation, claims, audits, negotiations, or other actions, which have siarted
before the expiration date of their refention, will be kept until completion of the action
and resolution of all issues or the end of the regular five (5] year period, whichever is
longer. (See 2 C.F.R.§ 200.333 and 24 C.F.R. § 570.490(d).) |

Records shall be made available to PRDOH upon request.

M. Client Data and Other Sensitive Information
In the event that the Municipality comes to possess client data and other sensitive
information as a result of this Agreement, then the Municipality shall maintain client daia
demonstrating client eligibility for services provided. Such data shall include, but not be
limited to, client name, address, income level or other basis for determining eligibility, and
description of service provided. Such information shall be made available 1o PRDOH
monitors or their designees for review upon request.

The Municipality must comply with 2 CFR §200.303 and shall take reasonable measures
to safeguard protected personally identifiable information, as defined in 2 CFR 200.82,
and other information HUD or the PRDOH designates as sensitive or the Municipality
considers sensitive consistent with applicable Federal, state, local, and fribal iaws
regarding privacy and obligations of'conﬁden’riolﬁy. '

The Municipdlity shall comply with all State or local requirements concerning the privacy
of personal records, consistent with 24 CFR 570.508 {local governments} and 570.490(c)
(States).

N. Close-Out
The Municipality obligation 1o PRDOH shall not end until all close-out requirements are
completed. Activities during this close-out period may include, but are not limited 1o:
making final payments, disposing of program assets (including the return of alt unused
materials, equipment, unspent cash advances, program income balances, and
accounts receivable to the PRDOH), properly addressing Program [ncome {as that term
is defined in section VI (A)}{I9)(a) of the HUD Notice 83 Fed. Reg. 5844, 5856 (February 9,

¢
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2018, as may be amended by HUDJ}}, balances, and accounts receivable to the PRDOH),
determining the custodianship of records, and the Municipality cerfification of
compliance with the terms of this Agreement. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the terms
of this Agreement shall remain in effect during any period that the Municipality has
control over CDBG-DR funds, including Program Income.

Notwithstanding the terms of 2 CFR 200.343, upon the expiration of this Agreement, the
Municipality shall fransfer 1o the recipient any CDBG-DR funds on hand at the fime of
expiration and any accounts receivable attributable to the use of CDBG-DR funds,
further, any real property under the Municipality's control that was acguired or improved
in whole or in part with CDBG-DR funds (including CDBG-DR funds provided to the
Municipdlity in the form of a loan) shall be treated in accordance with 24 CFR
570.503(b}{7).

O. Audifs and Inspections _
All Municipality records with respect to any matters covered by this Agreement shall be

made available to the PRDOH, HUD, and the Caompftroller General of the United States,
or any of their authorized representatives, at any time during normal business hours, as
often as deemed necessary, to audit, examine, and make excerpts or transcripts of all
relevant data. Any deficiencies noted in audit reports must be fully cleared by the
Municipality within 30 days after receipt by the Municipality. Failure of the Municipality to
comply with the above audit requirements shall constitute a viclation of this Agreement
and may result in the withholding of future payments and/or termination.

1. Single Audit
The Municipdlity must be audited as required by 2 CFR part 200, subpart F when it is
expected that the Municipality's Federal awards expended during the respective fiscal
year equaled or exceeded the threshold set forth in §200.501 Audit requirements.

2. Inspections and Monitoring
The Municipdlity shall permit the PRDOH and auditors to have access to the Municipality's
records and financial statements as necessary for the PRDCH to meet the requirements
of 2 CFR part 200.

3. Corrective Actions

The PRDOH may issue management decisions and may consider taking enforcement
actions including but not limited to corrective actions in 24 CFR § 570910 if
noncompliance is detected during monitoring and audits. The PRDOH may require the
Municipality to take timely and appropriate action on all deficiencies pertaining to the
Federal award provided fo the Municipality from the pass-through entity detected
through audits, on-site reviews, and other means. A timely and appropriate action shall
be predicated on reasonable standard wherein the Municipality utilizes all available
resources to correct the noted issue or issues. In response to audit deficiencies or other
findings of noncompliance with this Agreement, the PRDOH may impose additionat
conditions on the use of the CDBG-DR funds to ensure future compliance or provide
fraining and technical assistance as needed to correct noncompliance.

P. Procurement and Contractor Oversight
The Municipality shall not enter into any contract for goods or services with any entity
without the written consent of the PRDOH prior to the execution of such contract. Unless
specified otherwise within this Agreement, the Municipality shall procure all materials,
property, equipment, or services in accordance with the requirements of the PRDOH's
procurement policies and procedures, and 2 CFR 200.318-326, as applicable, including

¢
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but not limited to the need to appropriately assess the lease versus purchase alternafives.
PRDOH's procurement policies and procedures as found in the CDBG-DR Website
(www.cdbg-dr.pr.gov) is herein included and made infegral part of this Agreement, as it
may be updated from time to time.

The Municipality shall include all applicable PRDOH's conditions [as revised from time to
fime by the PRDOH in accordance with applicable law, rule orregulation) in any contract
entered into under this Agreemeni. Municipality shall also require all contractors to flow
down the PRDOH's Conditions, as well as termination for convenience of the PRDOH, fo
all subcontractors as well as the requirement to flow down such terms to all lower-tiered
subcontractors. These Conditions include required terms for project confracts, HUD
General Provisions, Participation by Minority Group Members and Women Requirements
and Procedures for Contfracts with Housing Trust Fund Corporation, Standard Clauses for
Contracts with the PRDOH and required diversity forms.

The Municipality musi comply with CDBG-DR regulations regarding debarred or
suspended enfities af 24 CFR 570.60% or 24 CFR 570.48%(1) as appropriate. CDBG-DR funds
may not be provided to excluded or disqualified persons.

The Municipality shall maintain oversight of all activilies under this Agreement and shall
ensure that for any procured contract or Agreement, its contractors perform according
to the terms and conditions of the procured contracts or Agreements, and the terms and
conditions of this Agreement.

Q. Nondiscrimination _
The Municipdlity shall comply with 24 CFR part 6, which implements the provisions of
section 109 of fitle | of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (Title |) (42
U.S.C. 5309). Section 109 provides that no person in the United States shall, on the ground
of race, color, national origin, religion, or sex, be excluded from participation in, be
denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity
funded in whole or in part with Federal financial assistance.

The Municipdlity shall adhere to the prohibitions against discrimination on the basis of
age under the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 US.C. 6101-6107) {Age Discrimination
Act)] and the prohibitions against discrimination on the basis of disability under section
504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. 794) (Section 504). Section 109 of the

- HCDA makes these requirements applicable to programs or activities funded in whole
or in part with CDBG-DR funds. Thus, the Municipality shall comply with regulations of 24
CFR part 8, which implement Section 504 for HUD programs, and the regulaiions of 24
CFR part 144, which implement the Age Discrimination Act for HUD programs.

R. Architectural Barriers Act and the Americans with Disabilities Act
The Municipality shall ensure that its Activities are consistent with requirements of
Architectural Barriers Act and the Americ_ons with Disabilities Act.

The Architectural Barriers Act of 1948 {42 US.C. 4151-4157) requires certain Federal and
Federally funded buildings and other facilities to be designed, constructed, or altered in
accordance with standards that ensure accessibility to, and use by, physically
handicapped people. A building or facility designed, constructed, or aliered with funds
dllocated or reallocated under this part after December 11, 1995, and that meets the
definition of “residential structure” as defined in 24 CFR 40.2 or the definition of “building”
as defined in 41 CFR 101-19.602(a} is subject to the requirements of the Architectural
Barriers Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. 4151-4157) and shall comply with the Uniform Federal
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Accessibility Standards {appendix A to 24 CFR part 40 for residential structures, and
appendix A o 41 CFR part 101-19, subpart 101-19.6, for general type buildings).

The Americans with Disabilities Act (42U.5.C. 12131; 47 US.C. 155, 201, 218 and 225) (ADA)
provides comprehensive civil rights to individuals with disabilities in the areas of
employment, public accommodations, State and local government services, and
telecommunications. It furither provides that discrimination includes a failure to design
and consiruct facilities for first occupancy no later than January 24, 1993, that are readily
accessible to and usable by individuals with disabilities. Further, the ADA requires the
removal of architectural barriers and communication barriers that are structural in nature
in existing facilities, where such removal is readily achievable—that is. eosily
accomplishable and able o be carried out without much difficulty or expense.

The Municipality agrees to comply with the non-discrimination in employment and
contracting opportunities laws, regulations, and executive orders referenced in 24 CFR
570.607, as revised by Executive Order 1327%2. The applicable non- discrimination
provisions in Section 109 of the HCDA are sfill applicable.

S. Title VI ofr’rhe Civil Rights Act of 1964 (24 CFR part 1)

1. General Compliance:

The Municipality shall comply with the requirements of Tifle VI of the Civil Rights Act of
1964 (P. L. 88-352), as amended and 24 CFR 570.601 and 570.602. No person in the United
States shall, on the ground of race, color, or natfional origin, be excluded from
parficipation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination
under any program or activity funded by this Agreement. The specific nondiscrimination
provisions at 24 CFR 1.4 apply to the use of these funds. The Municipality shall not
infimidate, threaten, coerce, or discriminate against any person for the purpose of
interfering with any right or privilege secured by title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1944 or 24
CFR part 1, or because he has made a complaint, testified, assisted, or participated in
any manner in an investigation, proceeding, or hearing under 24 CFR part 1. The idenfity
of complainants shall be kept confidential except to the extent necessary to camry out
the purposes of 2 CFR part 1, including the conduct of any investigation, hearing, or
judicial proceeding arising thereunder. ‘

2. Assurances and Real Property Covenants:
As a condition to the approval of this Agreement and the extension of any Federal
financial assistance, the Municipality assures that the program or activities described in
this Agreement shall be conducted and the housing, accommeodations, facilities,
services, financial aid, or other benefits to be provided shall be operated and
administered in compliance with all requirementis imposed by or pursuant to this part 1.

If the Federal financial assistance under this Agreement is 1o provide or is in the form of
personal property or real property or interest therein or structures thereon, the
Municipality's assurance herein shall obligate the Municipality or, in the case of a
subsequent transfer, the transferee, for the period during which the property is used for a
purpose for which the Federal financial assistance is extended or for another purpose
involving the provision of similar services or benefits, or for as long as the recipient retains
ownership or possession of the property, whichever is longer. In all other cases the
assurance shall obligate the Municipdlity for the period during which Federal financial
assistance is extended pursuant fo the contract or application.
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This assurance gives the PRDOH and the United States a right to seek judicial enforcement
of the assurance and the requirements on real property.

In the case of real property, structures or improvements thereon, or interests therein,
acquired with Federal financial assistance under this Agreement or acquired with CDBG-
DR funds and provided to the Municipality Under this Agreement, the instrument effecting
any disposition by the Municipality of such real property, structures or improvements
thereon, or interests therein, shall contain a covenant running with the land assuring
nondiscrimination for the period during which the real property is used for a purpose for
which the Federal financial assistance is extended or for another purpose invelving the
provisio'n of similar services or benefits.

If the Municipality receives real property interests or funds or for the acquisition of real
property interests under this Agreement, to the extent that rights to space on, over, or
under any such property are included as part of the program receiving such assistance,
the nondiscrimination requirements of this part 1 shall extend to any facility located wholly
orin part in such space.

3. Affirmative Action
a. Approved Plan

The Municipality agrees that it shall carry out pursuant to the PRDOH's specifications an
Affirmative Action Program in complionce with the President’s Executive Order 11246 of
September 24, 1966, as amended, and implementing regulations at 42 CFR chapter 0.
The PRDOH shall provide Affirmative Action guidelines to the Municipality to assist in the
formulation of such program. The Municipalify shall submit a plan for an Affirmative Action
Program for approval prior to the release of funds under this Agreement.

b. Women- and Minority-Owned Businesses (W/MBE)

The Municipality shall take the affirmative steps listed in 2 CFR 200.321(b}(1) through (5)
to assure that minority businesses, women's business enterprises, and labor surplus area
firms are used when possible when the Municipality procures property or services under
this Agreement. As used in this Agreement, the ferms “small business” means a business
that meets the criteria set forth in section 3(a} of the Smaill Business Act, as amended (15
U.S.C. 632), and "minority and women's business enterprise” means a business at lecst
fifty-one (51) percent owned and controlled by minérity group members or women. For
the purpose of this definition, “minority group members" are Afro-Americans, Spanish-
speaking, Spanish surnamed or Spanish-herifage Americans, Asian- Americans, and
American Indians. The Municipality may rely on writfen representations by businesses
regarding their status as minbrh‘y and female business enterprises in lieu of an
independent investigation.

c. Nofifications
The Municipality will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which it
has a collective bargaining Agreement or other contract or understanding, a noftice, o
be provided by the agency contracting officer, advising the labor union or worker's
representative of the Municipality’s commitments hereunder, and shall post copies of the
notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment.

d. Equal Employment Opportunity and Affirmative Action (EEOQ/AA)
Statement
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The Municipadlity shall, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on
behalf of the Municipality, state that it is an Equal Opportunity or Affirmative Action
employer.

4. Labor and Employment
The Municipality is prohibited from using funds provided herein or personnel employed in
the administration of the program for: political activities; inherently religious activities;
lobbying; political pafronage; or nepotism acfivities.

a. Labor Standards

The Municipality shall comply with the in labor standards in Section 110 of the Housing
and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, and ensure that all laborers
and mechanics employed by contractors or subcontractors in the performance of
construction work financed in whole or in part with assistance received under this
Agreement shall be paid wages at rates not less than those prevailing on similar
construction in the locality as determined by the Secretary of Labor in accordance with
the Davis Bacon Act, as amended (40 U.S.C. 3141, et seq.}, and 292 CFR part 1, 3, 5, 6, and
7, provided, that this requirement shall apply to the rehabilitation of residential property
only if such preperty contains not less than 8 units.

The Municipality agrees to comply with the (18 US.C. 874} and its implementing
regulations of the U.S. Department of Labor af 29 CFR part 3 and part 5. The Municipalify
shall maintain documentation that demonsirates compliance with applicable hour and
wage requirements. Such documentation shall be made available to the PRDOH for
review upon request.

5. Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1948
a. Compliance

Compliance with the provisions of Section 3 of the HUD Act of 1948, as amended, and as
implemented by the regulations set forth in 24 CFR 135, and all applicable rules and
orders issued hereunder prior to the execution of this Agreement, shall be a condition of
the Federal financial assistance provided under this Agreement and binding upon
Grantee, Municipality, and any of Municipality’s subrecipient, contractors, and
subcontractors. Failure to fulfill these requirements shall subject Grantee, Municipality,
and any of Municipality's subrecipient, contractors, and subconiractors, as well as their
successors and assigns, to those sanctions specified by the Agreement through which
Federal assistance is provided. Municipadlity ceriifies and agrees that no contractual or
other impediment exists that would prevent compliance with these requirements.

Municipality further agrees o comply with the "Section 3" requirements stated below and
to include verbatim this language in all subseguent subrecipient Agreements, contracts,
and subcontracts executed under this Agreement:

"A.The work to be performed under this Agreement is subject to the requirements
of section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1948, as amended, 12
U.S.C. 1701u (seciion 3). The purpose of section 3 is to ensure that employment
and other economic opportunities generated by HUD assistance or HUD-assisted
projects covered by section 3, shall, to the greatest extent feasible, be direcied to
low- and very low-income persons, particularly persons who are recipients of HUD
assistance for housing.

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B. The Parties to this Agreement agree to comply with HUD's regulations in 24 CFR
part 135, which implement section 3. As evidenced by their execution of
this Agreement, the Parties to this Agreement cerfify that they are under no
contractual or other impediment that would prevent them from complying with
the part 135 regulaiions.

C. The contractor agrees to send to each labor organization or representative of
workers with which the contractor has a collective bargaining Agreement or other
understanding, if any, a nofice advising the labor organization or workers'
representative of the coniractor's commitments under this section 3 clause, and
will post copies of the notice in conspicuous places at the work site where both
employees and applicants for fraining and employment positions can see the
notice. The notice shall describe the section 3 preference, shall sef forth minimum
number and job titles subject to hire, availability of apprenticeship and training
positions, the qualifications for each; and the name and location of the person(s)
taking applications for each of the positions; and the anticipated date the work
shall begin.

D. The confractor agrees to include this section 3 clause in every subcontract
subject to compliance with regulations in 24 CFR part 135, and agrees fo take
appropriate action, as provided in an applicable provision of the subconiract or
in this section 3 clause, upon a finding that the subcontractor is in violation of the
regulations in24 CFR part 135.The contractorwill not subcontract with
any subcontractor where the contractorhas notice or knowledge that
the subcontractor has been foundin viclation of the regulations in 24 CFR part 135.

E. The contfractor will certify that any vacant employment positions, including
training positions, that are filled {1} affer the contractoris selected but before
the contractis executed, and {2) with persons other than those to whom the
regulations of 24 CFR part 135 require employment opportunities fo be directed,
were not filled to circumvent the contractor's obligations under 24 CFR part 135.

F. Noncompliance with HUD's regulations in 24 CFR part 135 may result in sanctions,
termination of this Agreement for default, and debarment or suspension from
future HUD assisted confracts.

G. With respect to work performed in connection with section 3 covered Indian
housing assistance, section 7{b) of the Indian Self-Determination and Education
Assistance Act [ 25 U.S.C. 450e) also applies to the work 1o be performed under
this Agreement. Section 7{b} requires that to the greatest extent feasible (i)
preference and opportunities for fraining and employment shall be given to
Indians, and (i) preference in the award of contracts and sub contracts shall be
given to Indian organizations and Indian-owned Economic Enterprises. Parties to
this Agreement that are subject to the provisions of section 3 and section 7({b)
agree to comply with section 3 to the maximum extent feasible, but not in
derogation of compliance with section 7(b)."

Municipality further agrees to ensure that opportunities for fraining and employment
arising in connection with a housing rehabilitation {including reductien and abatement
of lead-based paint hazards), housing construction, or other public construction project
are given 1o low- and very low-income persons residing within the metropolitan area in
which the CDBG-DR funded project is located; where feasible, priority should be given
to low- and very low-income persons within the service area of the project or the

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inside information with regard fo such activities, may obtain a
financial interest in any contfract, or have a financial interest in any
contract, subcontract, or Agreement with respect to the CDBG-DR
assisted activity, or with respect to the proc.eedé. from the CDBG-DR
assisted activity, either for themselves or those with whom they have
business or immediate family ties, during their tenure or for a period of
one (1) year thereafter. For purposes of this paragraph, a "covered
person” includes any person who is an employee, agent, consultant,
officer, or elected or appointed official of the PRDOH, the
Municipality, or any designated public agency.

dllowances, favors, services, donations loans or any other thing of
monetary value. (3) No public server of the Municipdlity related to this
fransaction, asked for or cccepted any good of economic value, from
any person or organization as payment for the duties and responsibilities
of his employment. {4) No public server of the Municipality has solicited,
directly or indirectly, for him (her), any member of his family unit, neither
for any other person, business or organization, any good of economic
value, including gifts, loans, promises, favors or services in exchange for
his obligations and performance of said public employment, to
influence or favor any organization. (5] No public server of the
Municipality has kinship relationship, within the fourth degree of
consanguinity and second by affinity, with nobody in public
employment that has faculty to influence and to participate in the
institutional decisions of this contfract.

XI. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Nothing contained in this Agreement is intended to, or shall be construed in any manner,
as creating or establishing the relationship of employer/employee between the Parties.
The Municipality shall at all times remain an "independent contractor” with respect to the
efforts to be performed under this Agreement. The PRDOH shall be exempt from payment
of all Unemployment Compensation, FICA, retirement, life and/or medical insurance and
Workers' Compensation Insurance, as the Municipality is an independent enfity.

Xll.  ASSIGNMENT

The Municipdality shall not assign or transfer any interest in this Agreement without the prior
written consent of the PRDOH.

XIl. SEVERABILITY
If any provision of this Agreement is held invalid, the remainder of the Agreement shall

not be affected thereby, and all other parts of this Agreement shall nevertheless be in full
force and effect.

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XIV. SECTION HEADINGS ANDSUBHEADINGS

The section headings and subheadings contained in this Agreement are included for
convenience only and shall not limif or otherwise affect the terms of this Agreement.

XV. WAIVER

The PRDOH's failure to act with respect to a breach by the Municipality does not waive
its right to act with respect fo subsequent or similar breaches. The failure of fhe PRDCOH fo
exercise or enforce any right or provision shall not constitute a waiver of such right or
provision.

XVl. GOVERNING LAW: JURISDICTION

This Agreement shall be governed by, interpreted and enforced in accordance with the
laws of the Government of Puerto Rico and any applicable federal laws and regulations.
The Parties further agree to assert any claims or causes of action that may arise out of this
Agreement in the Puerto Rico Court of First Instance, San Juan Part, notwithstanding
jurisdiction may be averred in any U.S. District Court, including for diversity of citizenship.

XVIl. COMPLIANCE WITH LAW

It is the intention and understanding of the Parties hereto that each and every provision
of law required 1o be inserted in this Agreement should be and is inserfed herein.
Furthermore, it is hereby stipulated that every such provision is deemed to be inserted
and if, through mistake or otherwise, any such provision is not inserted herein or is not
inserted in correct form, then this Agreement shall forthwith, upon the application of any
Party, be amended by such inserlion so as to comply strictly with the law and without
prejudice to the rights of any Party.

XVIll. SUBROGATION

The Municipality acknowledges that funds provided through this Agreement are Federal
funds administered by HUD under the CDBG-DR Program and that all funds provided by
this Agreement are subject to audit, disallowance, and repayment. Any disagreement
with adverse findings may be challenged and subject 1o Federal regulation, however,
the Municipality shall promptly return any and all funds to the PRDOH, which are found
to be ineligible, unallowable, unreasonable, a duplication of benefits, or non-
compensable, no matter the cause. This clause shall survive indefinitely the termination
of this Agreement for any reason.

XIX. COMPTROLLER REGISTRY

The PRDOH shall remit a copy of this Agreement to the Office of the Compfroller for
registration within fifteen (15) days following the date of execution of this Agreement and
any subsequent amendment hereto. The services object of this Agreement may not be
invoiced or paid unfil this Agreement has been registered by the PRDOH at the
Compiroller's Office, pursuant to Act No. 18 of October 30, 1975, as amended by Law
No. 127 of May 31, 2004.

This Scope of Work covers the $69,600.00 designated to Outreach Services for the Home
Repair, Reconstruction or Relocation Program (“R3") that will be administered by the
Municipality.

The Municipality will provide outreach services for the Home Repair, Reconstruction, or
Relocation Program (“R3 Program”) in partnership with PRDOH. The Municipality will serve
as administrator and servicer under a Subrecipient Agreement (“Agreement”) with
PRDOH.

Each and every provision of law and clause required by law to be inserted in this Contract
shall be deemed 1o be inserted herein and the Confract shall be read and enforced as
though it were included herein, and if through mistake or otherwise any such provision is
not inserted, or is not comectly inserted, then upon the application of either party, the
Contract shall forthwith be physically amended to make such insertion or correction.

2. STATUTORY AND REGULATORY COMPLIANCE

CONTRACTOR shall comply with all laws and regulations applicable to the Community
Development Block Grant-Disaster Recovery funds appropriated by the Supplemental
Appropriations for Disaster Relief Requirements (Appropriations Act), under Public Law

The CONTRACTOR shall not assign any interest in this confract, and shall not fransfer any

interest in the same {whether by assignment or novation) without prior written approvat
of the PRDOH.

17. INDEMNIFICATION

The CONTRACTOR shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Government of Puerto
Rico and PRDOH, its agents and employees from and against any and all claims, actions,
suits, charges, and judgments arising from or related to the negligence or willful
misconduct of the CONTRACTOR in the performance of the services called for in this
Contract.

18. COPELAND “ANTI-KICKBACK"” ACT (Applicable to all construcfion or repair
contracts) '

Salaries of personnel performing work under this Contract shall be paid unconditionally
and not less often than once a month without payroll deduction or rebate on any
account except only such payroll deductions as are mandatory by law or permitied by
the applicable regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor pursuant to the Copeland
"Anti-Kickback Act” of June 13, 1934 (48 Stat. 948; 62 Stat. 740; 63 Stat. 108; Title 18 U.S.C.
§ 874; and Title 40 US.C. § 276c). The CONTRACTOR shall comply with all applicable *Anti-
Kickback” regulations and shall insert appropriate provisions in all subcontracts covering
work under this confract to ensure compliance by subcontractors with such regulations,
and shall be responsible for the sulbmission of affidavits required of subcontractors
thereunder except as the Secretary of Labor may specifically provide for variations of or
exemptions from the requirements thereof.

If, through any cause, the CONTRACTOR shall fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner
his obligations under this Contract, or if the CONTRACTOR shall violate any of the
covenants, agreements, or stipulations of this Contract, the PRDOH shail thereupon have
the right to terminate this Coniract by giving written notice to the CONTRACTOR of such
termination and specifying the effective date thereof, at least five (5) days before the
effective date of such termination. In such event, all finished or unfinished documents,
data, studies, surveys, drawings, maps, models, photographs, and reports prepared by
the CONTRACTOR under this contract shall, at the opftion of the PRDOH, become the
PRDOH's property and the CONTRACTOR shall be entifled to receive just and equitable
compensation for any work satisfactorily completed hereunder. Notwithstanding the
above, the CONTRACTOR shall not be relieved of liability to the Government of Puerio
Rico and PRDOH for damages sustained by the Government of Puerto Rico and/or
PRDOH by virtue of any breach of the contract by the CONTRACTOR, and the
Government of Puerto Rico and/or PRDOH may withhold any payments to the
CONTRACTOR for the purpose of set-off until such time as the exact amount of damages
due fo the Government of Puerto Rico and/or PRDOH from the CONTRACTOR is
determined.

The PRDOH may terminate this Contract at any time by giving at least ten (10) days’
notice in writing to the CONTRACTOR. If the Contract is terminated by the PRDOH as
provided herein, the CONTRACTOR will be paid for the time provided and expenses
incurred up 1o the termination date.

23. SECTION 503 OF THE REHABILITATION ACT OF 1973 (Applicable to contracts

The CONTRACTOR shall comply with section 503 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29
U.S.C. § 793), as amended, and any applicable regulations.

The CONTRACTOR certifies that it does not maintain or provide for its establishments, and
that it does not permit employees to perform their services at any location, under its
control, where segregated facilities are maintained. It certifies further that it will not
mainfain or provide for employees any segregated facilities at any of its establishments,
and it will not permit employees to perform their services at any location under its control
where segregated facilities are mainiained. The CONTRACTOR agrees that a breach of
this certification is a violation of the equal opportunity clause of this contract.

As used in this certification, the term “segregated facilities” means any waiting rooms,
work areas, rest rooms and wash rooms, restaurants and ofher eating areas, time clocks,

(section 3). The purpose of section 3 is to ensure that employment and other economic
opportunities generated by HUD assistance or HUD-assisted projecis covered by section
3, shall, to the greatest extent feasible, be directed to low- and very low-income persons,
particularly persons who are recipients of HUD assistance for housing.

2) The parties to this coniract agree to comply with HUD's regulations in 24 C.F.R. part
135, which implement section 3. As evidenced by their execution of this confract, the
parties to this contract certify that they are under no contractual or other impediment
that would prevent them from complying with the part 135 regulations.

3) The CONTRACTOR agrees to send to each labor organization or represenfative of
workers with which the CONTRACTOR has a collective bargaining agreement or other
understanding, if any, a notice advising the labor organization or workers’ representative
of the CONTRACTOR's commitments under this section 3 clause, and will post copies of
the notice in conspicuous places at the work site where both employees and applicants
for training and employment positions can see the nofice. The notice shall describe the

As a
Puerto Rico Department of Housing CONTRACTOR, you may do any of the following
activities: Be a candidate in nonpartisan elections; Attend polifical meetings and
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conventions; Contribute money; Campaign in partisan elections; and Hold office in
political parties.

The CONTRACTOR may not do the following activities: Be a candidate in partisan
elections; Use official influence to interfere in elections; Coerce political confributions
from subordinates in support of political parties or candidates The Office of Special
Counsel operates a website that provides guidance concerning Hatch Act issues.

33.  HEALTH AND SAFETY STANDARDS

All parties participating in this project agree to comply with Sections 107 and 103 of the
Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. Section 107 of the Act is applicable o
construction work and provides that no laborer or mechanic shall be required to work in
surroundings or under working conditions, which are unsanitary, hazardous, or dangerous
fo his health and safety as determined under consiruction, safety, and health standards
promulgated by the Secretary of Labor. These requirements do not apply io the purchase
of supplies or materials or articles ordinarily available on the open market, or coniracts
for fransportation.

34. PERSONNEL

The CONTRACTOR represents that it has, or will secure at its own expense, all personnel
required in performing the Work under this Agreement. Such personnel shall not be
employees of or have any contractual relationship with the City. All the Work required
hereunder will be performed by the CONTRACTOR or under its supervision, and all
personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or
permitted under Stafe and local law to perform such Work. No person who is serving
sentence in a penal or correctional institution shall be employed on work under this
Contract.

35. WITHHOLDING OF WAGES

If in the performance of this Agreement, there is any underpayment of wages by the
CONTRACTOR or by any subcontractor thereunder, the PRDOH may withhold from the
CONTRACTOR out of payment due to him an amount sufficient o pay to employees
underpaid the difference between the wages required thereby to be paid and the
wages actually paid such employees for the total number of hours worked. The amounts
withheld may be disbursed by the PRDCOH for and on account of the CONTRACTOR or
subcontractor to the respective employees to whom they are due.

34.  CLAIMS AND DISPUTES PERTAINING TO WAGE RATES
Claims and disputes pertaining o wage rates or to classifications of professional staff or
technicians performing work under this Contract shall be promptly reported in writing by
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the CONTRACTOR to the PRDOH for the latter's decision which shall be final with respect
thereto.

37. DISCRIMINATION BECAUSE OF CERTAIN LABOR MATTERS

No person employed on the work covered by this Contfract shall be discharged orin any
way discriminated against because he has filed any complaint or instituted or caused to
beinstituted any proceeding or has testified oris about to testify in any proceeding under
or relating to the labor standards applicable hereunder to his employer.

38.  INTEREST OF MEMBERS OF LOCAL PUBLIC AGENCY AND OTHERS

The CONTRACTOR agrees to establish safeguards o prohibit employees from using
positions for a purpose that is or gives the appearance of being motivated by a desire
for private gain for themselves or others, particularly those with whom they have a family,
business, or other tie. The CONTRACTOR will be aware of and avoid any violation of the
l[aws of this State which prohibit municipal officers and employees from having or owning
any interest or share, individually or as agent or employee of any person or comporgtion,
either directly or indirectly, in any contfract made or let by the governing authorities of
such municipality for the consiruction or doing of any public work, or for the sale or
purchase of any materials, supplies or property of any description, or for any other
purpose whatsoever, orin any subconiract arising therefrom or connected therewith, or
to receive, either directly or indirectly, any portion or share of any money or other thing
paid for the construction or doing of any public work, or for the sale or purchase of any
property, or upon any other contract made by the governing authcrities of the
municipdlity, or subcontract arising therefore or connected therewith.

The CONTRACTOR will also be aware of and avoid any viclation of the laws of this State
which prescribe a criminal penalty for any public officer who has an interest in any
contract passed by the board of which he is a member during the fime he was a member
and for one year thereafter.

39. INTEREST OF CERTAEIN FEDERAL OFFICERS

No member of or delegate to the Congress of the United States and no Resident
Commissioner shall be admitted any share or part of this Agreement or to any benefit to
arise therefrom.

40. INTEREST OF CONTRACTOR

The CONTRACTOR agrees thaf it presently has no interest and shall not acquire any
interest direct or indirect in the above described project or any parcels therein or any
other inferest which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the
Work hereunder. The CONTRACTOR further agrees that no person having any such

interest shall be employed in the performance of this Agreement. /

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41. POLITICAL ACTIVITY
The CONTRACTOR will comply with the provisions of the Hatch Act (5 U.S.C. 1501 et seq.),
which limits the political activity of employees.

42.  RELIGIOUS ACTIVITY

The CONTRACTOR agrees to abstain from using any funds related 1o this Agreement for
inherently religious activities prohibited by 24 CFR 570.200(j), such as worship, religious
instruction, or proselytization.

43.  FLOOD DISASTER PROTECTION ACT OF 1973

The CONTRACTOR will ensure that procedures and mechanisms are put into place to
monitor compliance with all flood insurance requirements as found in the Flood Disaster
Protection Act of 1973, 24 C.F.R. § 570.605.

44.  LEAD BASED PAINT

The CONTRACTOR must comply with the regulations regarding lead-based paint found
at 24 C.FR. § Part 35 on LEAD-BASED PAINT POISONING PREVENTION IN CERTAIN
RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES with regards to all housing units assisted using CDBG-DR funds.
