The area around the dike, “Bosque del Ancon”, will also be restored with native plantings in 
accordance with Operation, Maintenance, and Rehabilitation Manual (the Municipality manages 
the area through a Transfer Agreement with DRNA), which will add recreation opportunities for 
residents as well as improving stormwater management (See Figure 1). 

The Improvements on Ave. Georgetti project includes sidewalk retrofitting and code compliance, as 
well as the incorporation of the rain gardens. Likewise, we propose covering the roof of Plaza Capicu’s 
gazebo, with plants to make it a sustainable roof and lower the temperature below. Equally, we will 
incorporate the spaces and areas layouts which will identify functions, connections to important 
structures and spaces, walking distances, area square footage, circulation, and diagrams. The layouts 
shall indicate the possible urban furniture layout, patterns, signage, and materials among others.
